Iﬁtroduction

The copper prospect of H. W. Hanna was examined at.the request
of the Defense Minerals Administration to determine the feasibility of
Government participation in a $25,000 exploration program. We Po Irwin
and Ce D. Rinehart of the Geologiczl Survey examined and sampled the
property on December 17 and 18, 1951, in the company of J. We Roulette
and H. W. Hama. Goverrment participation in the exploration program
is not recommended, as samples from the metal-bearing structures show
values far below an economic grade and no indication of material of
higher grade was seen.

The property is on the east slope of the Slate Range at an
altitude of approximately 3600 feet, in northern San Bernardino County,
Califormiae It is in the W, Sece 29, T. 25 S., Re L5 E., MDBM (projected),
5 miles west of Windgate Pass and L.5 miles south of the northern boundary.
of the countye.

The property is most easily accessible from Ballarat, Czlifornia.
From Ballarat, travel south sbout 25 miles on the Panamint Valley road
to a point sbout 0.2 miles south of the Windgate Pass roade Turn west
and go 0.8 miles to a fork in the roads Turn to the right and go
3 miles to the property,at which point the road ends. The roads are
unimproved but are passable to ordinary passenger-type automobiles, with
the possible exception of the last 0.5 milese "

The property, located in 1948 by He W. Hama, consists of
13 unpatented claims. Equipment on the property consists of about
300 feet of track, one ore car, & smzll portable compressor, one ore bim,
2 semi-permanent trailer-houses, and one eabin. The buildings are
situated along the road sbout 0.8 miles southeast of the main adit.

Two northwest-trending adits, 22l and 35 feet long, and a
vertical shaft 22 feet deep, existed on the property prior to its location
by Harma. The shaft is about 200 feet northwest of the portal of the
main adit, and the smaller adit is about 800 feet further to the north-
west. Hanna's work has been confined to lengthening the main adit to 300
feet and driving a crosscut 35 feet to the northeast from a point 265
feet from the portal. He reports that no ore has been shipped from the
property.

Geology and Ore Reserves

The srea is underlain by dacite (?), which is cut by several

‘felsic dikes, and in general is highly fractured. The two adits are in

5 shear zone that strikes N.70%W. and dips steeply to the south. The
zone is 30 feet wide, and in places is highly iron-stained and slightly
silicified. & nearly vertical quartz vein exposed on the northeast

side of the shear zone in the crosscut and in the vertical shaft strikes
N.55°-60°W. On the surface, the vein can be traced by numerous

outcrops for more than 800 feet northwest of the portal of the main
adit, and at the northernmost outcrop it is about 250 feet northeast

of the shear zone. The vein is 6 to 12 inches wide and contains sparse
patches of pyrite greins and voids from which crystals of pyrite, and
possibly other sulfides, have been leached. The wall rock adjacent

to the vein is highly altered. The occurrence of the ore minerzls in
the shear zone is similar to that in the vein, except the pyrite is
less abundant. Limonite and a few smell patches of chrysocolla (?)
were the only other metallic minerals observed in either the shear

zone or the vein.

/\‘;

The exploration plan of the applicant is based upon his

belief that about 60 feet southwest of the main adit there is a copper-

bearing shear zone. To intersect this postulated copper-bearing zone

he proposes to sink a 200 foot shaft near the face in the main adit,

and to drive cross-cuts at the 100 and 200 levels. The Survey Geologists
could find no surface expression of the postulated ore zone, 2hd see no
reason to infer it exists.

Three chip samples were taken in the workings. Sample No. 1

‘was taken across the shear zone at the portal of the short adit. Sample

No. 2 was taken across the shear zone at the face of the short adite.
Sample no. 3 was taken across the quartz vein in the crosscut. The
following assay values were determined by the Hydrometallurgical and
Ore Testing Branch, Bureau of Mines at Reno, Nevadae

Conclusions

The applicant appears to lack a pbacticel understending of
mining, and should be guided in any mining operation by a competent
geologist or mining engineere. The assays show that the rock sampled is
much too low in grade to constitute ore. No indication of the existence
of higher grade materizl was seen on the property. Therefore, an
exploration program is not recommended.
