Mr. Swinney weakly suggests that
a loan of $5,000 for further exploration might be considered but
the Region III DMA Field Team is of the opinion that the showings
merit no Government aid.

Introduction and Recommendation

At the request of the Defense Minerals Administration a mining
property, leased by Mr. Robert Ritchie of Fontana, California and Mr.
Ingomar Paulsen of Etiwanda, California was examined on July 2, 1951.
The property contains several pegmatite dikes, one of which is re-
ported by the lessees to have yielded beryl, tantalite, and muscovite
mica. Only this single pegmatite outcrop was examined by the writer.

The lessees are applying to the Defense Minerals Administration
for an exploration loan of $45,450.00. It is not recommended that a
sum of this magnitude be granted, and it is quite doubtful if even a
much smaller loan is justified.

Location

The Ritchie-Paulsen pegmatite prospect is approximately three
miles southeast of the village of Lakeview in Riverside County,
California (see figure 1). The property is reached by travelling
south on U. S. Highway 395 from the city of Riverside to Val Verde.
At Val Verde turn east and continue over six miles of paved road to
Lakeview. Turn south-at the main intersection in Lakeview and travel
1.7 miles along the paved road toward the village of Nuevo; here,
turn east onto a paved road. This corner is not signed but the road
leads directly toward the low hills southeast of Lakeview. Continue
for another 0.7 miles. From this point it is necessary to travel
northwesterly across about a half mile of sandy plowed fields to the
pegmatite outcrop. The lessees plan to build a road to the prospect,
but at present they use a jeep to get to and from the property. The
pegmatite exposure is in the northwest quarter of section 21, T. L S.,
R. 2 W., San Bernardino base line.





Equipment

No mining equipment is at the property, but Mr. Paulsen owns a
gasoline-powered rock drill (similar in size and appearance to an
air-operated rock drill) with which he has done some prospecting along
the pegmatite outcrop. Water is reportedly available from a capped
well situated about 200 yerds south of the outcrop. At the time of
this examination no pumping equipment had been installed.

General Geology

The Ritchie-Paulsen pegmatite prospect lies on the edge of a low
range of hills called the Lakeview Mountains. This range, situated
to the south and east of Lakeview, is about 7 miles long and 5 miles
across and is composed entirely of two coarse grained granitic rock
types. Dudley_/ called the rock that makes up the greater portion of

the Lakeview Mountains the Lakeview quartz-hornblende diorite, and
the other rock exposed along the northern and eastern edge of the
hills he termed the Perris quartz diorite.

Several widely scattered pegmatite dikes occur in the Lakeview
quartz hornblende diorite but all of them are small, the one examined
probably being the largest in the area. This dike is approximately
LOO feet long and LO feet across at its greatest width (see figure 2).
It forms the backbone of a low ridge extending out into the valley
from the higher hills to the east. At its eastern end the dike narrows
and dies out, but to the west it widens where it extends down the nose
of the low ridge and disappears beneath cultivated ground. Its
extent beneath the cultivated area is unknown.

The dike is composed chiefly of very coarse crystalline quartz,
microcline, and plagioclase. Much of the quartz and micorcline
exhibit graphic intergrowth. In addition, the dike contains large
amounts of muscovite and tourmaline (schorlite) and minor quantities
of garnet and biotite. The muscovite, schorlite, garnet assemblage
of minerals are concentrated in irregular, discontinuous lenses along
the length of the dike. Boundaries of these lenses are not sharp.
According to Mr. Paulsen, who accompanied the writer to the property,

the beryl and tantalite that were taken from the pegmatite occurred

in a small pocket associated with one of the -muscovite-schorlite lenses.
This pocket of ore was apparently well mined out, for no other speci-
mens of beryl or tantalite were found either in the immediate vicinity
of the pocket or anywhere else along the entire outcrop of the dike.

A search of the dumps also failed to yield even a single piece of beryl
or tantalite,

The prospect pits and trenches shown in the sketch map of the out-
crop, figure 2, were made a number of years ago when the property was
worked for feldspar. The only work carried on by the present lessees
was the digging out of the small pocket of ore exposed in one of the
old pits. .

Recommendations

The lessees have asked for a sum of $L45,450.00 with which to carry
out exploratory work on the pegmatite dike for a period of one year.
Such a sum is not justified by the showings found at the property.
Although it is recognized that such deposits characteristically occur
in pockets, frequently sharply bounded, it would nevertheless be ex-
pected that if the overall concentration of the pockets is at all high,
other areas of beryl and tantalite mineralization would be found some-
where along the exposed length of the dike. Lenses of muscovite and
schorlite crop out, but none of these carry ore minerals.

An exploration loan of not over 5,000.00 might be considered to
allow the applicant to completely strip off all overburden and then
test, by drilling or trenching, any area of muscovite-schorlite
mineralization. Such an operation shouldd quickly prove or disprove
the worth of the deposit. On the basis of field observations, however,
even a small loan does not seem justifiable. It is only because of
the high quality of the beryl and tantalite specimens indicated to
have come from the pegmatite by the lessees that the possibility ofa
a small exploration loan is mentioned, and there is no assurance these
specimens came from the deposit. Scrap mica could be produced, but no
muscovite of strategic quality was found at the property.
