The applicant has requested an exploration loan of $66,000 
for shaft sinking and drifting at the Jusl2'ite and Malaya group in 
San Bernardino County, California. 


The property was examined by the Field Team, Region III, 
and a report has been submitted * This report states that the pro-
perty is only weakly mineralized. A five foot channel sample in the 
bottom of a shallow shaft assayed less than 0.110 lead, less than 0.13' 
zinc, 0.20 oz. silver per ton and a trace of gold. The location of 
the sample was represented by the applicant as being one of the best 
parts of the mineralized shear zone. The field team concludes that 
there is no geologic evidence to indicate that exploration might 
uncover an economic deposit of lead-zinc minerals, and that none of 
the applicants appear to be qualified to carry out the exploration 
program.


The field team recommends that the application be denied 
and the Lead-Zinc Branch concurs with this recommendation.

Introduction 


The Jus trite and Malaya group of claims was e xaanined at the 
request of Mr. Tom Lyon, Chairman, Coordinating Committee, Defense 
Minerals Administration. The owners of the claims, Messers. James H. 
Frances, Jack P. Bee, and Roy Watkins, had requested government 
participation in a $1 66,000 exploration program. William P. Irwin of the 
Geological Survey examined the property on July 10, 1951, in the company 
of the owners for the purpose of determining the geologic probability of 
discovery of lead-zinc ore, the applicants' right to the property, 
availability of manpower and water, and the ability of the applicants 
to execute the proposed exploration program. 


The Justrite and Malaya group of claims is in T. 19 and 20 N., 
R. 8 E., SBBM, in the north-eastern part of San Bernardino County, 
about 8 miles southeast of Tecopa, California. The group consists of 
20 unpatented claims that are all in good standing, according to the 
owners. The claims cover several different deposits. The proposed 
exploration would be confined to one claim, the Malaya No. 1. 


The Malaya No. 1 is at the north end of the group, and on a 
northerly-sloping spur in the W sec. 34, T. 20 N., R. 8 E., about 
one third mile south of the Inyo County line • A macadam road extends 
southeasterly from Tecopa to the Anaconda Copper Mining Company's mill 
south of the War Eagle mine, and there is a good gravel road from the 
mill to the Malaya No. 1, about a mile southwesterly. Springs are 
common in the general area, and it is probable that sufficient water is 
available nearby for mining and milling purposes. Mining is the principal 
industry in the area, and the applicants state that there is a ready 
supply of miners.


Geology 


The Malaya No. 1 is underlain by limestone with interbedded 
quartzite • The limestone may be dolornitic, and 'in places is ferruginous. 
The limestone and quartzite strike northwest and dip steeply north-
east. A northerly-trending shear zone extend about 500 feet along the 
crest of the spur. Five shallow cuts and shafts open it, the deepest 
about 15 feet deep. The shear zone ranges from about 1 foot to as much 
CIS 5 feet thick, and is vertical. Some of the fractures in the shear 
zone appear to contain small quantities of zinc and lead carbonates. In 
several of the workings, a few nodules of galena have been found. The 
nodules are as much as 2 inches in diameter. 


Ore 


No ore was seen. A 5-foot sample was cut across the bottom of the 
No. L shaft, which is 6 feet deep. This locality was represented as

j..	 being one of the best parts in the shear zone. The sample was cut 
normal to the plane of the shear zone, and across its entire width. 
The following are the assay results as determined by the Bureau of Mines, 
Hydrometallurgical and Ore Dressing Branch, Reno, Nevada; less than 
0.1 percent lead, less than 0.1 percent zinc, 0.20 ounces of silver per 
ton and a trace of gold.


Exploration proposed 


The applicants plan to drive a gently inclined shaft from the 
base of the east side of the ridge. The shaft would be inclined 
at an angles of 10 degrees, and cut the shear zone at a distance of 300 
feet from the portal and 200 to 300 feet below the outcrop of the shear 
zone. Several hundred feet of drifts from the shaft are planned to 
explore the shear zone.


Conclusion 


The exploration program is not recommended. There is no geologic 
evidence to indicate that exploration might uncover an economic deposit 
of lead-zinc minerals, and none of the applicants appear to be qualified 
to carry out the exploration program., Mostof the applicants optimism 
appears to stem from the occurrence of lead-zinc deposits at the Noonday 
and War Eagle Nines a few miles to the northeast, rather than from the 
poorly mineralized exposures on the Malaya No. 1 claim.

Four copies 
of all reports shall be furnished to the Government. 


14. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows: 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half 
(1%) percent. 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half (1%) per-
cent, plus one-half () percent additional for each full fifty cents ($0.50) in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore, but 
not in excess of a maximum of five (5) percent. 


This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the property which is the subject 
of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Government, 
until fully paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repayment shall 
survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article is not to be 
construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery or 
development. 


15. No assignment of contract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise 
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. 


16. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con-
tract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of 
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment 
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the 
Government its pro-rata share of any money remaining.
