This memorandum, while largely qualitative, will serve to record the
econonmie possibilities of the Mt. Lewis Tungsten Claims, located about
three miles south of Confidence, in Tuolumne County, California. The
propebty was visited on October 10-11, 19L1.

The group of claims lies approximately one-half mile socuth of the R
North Fork of the Tuolumne River, and at estimated elevations of from
500 to 1000 feet above the river. ' ~

The group consists of four lode locations and a mill site, as follows:

v Three occurrences of tungsten ore have been partially developed on
these claims, as follows: : ‘ o

l. In the west-central portion of the Tungstar claim,

2. In the west-central portion of the Lime Cap claim.
. 3¢ In the west-central part of the Iron King claim. This latter
occurrence extends into the north and center of the Hunch.

The first two of these occurrences, while offering possibilities for
. the development of ore, appear decidedly subordinate, on the basis of pre-
sent development, to the ore occurrence on the Iron King. It is believed
that the possibility of developing a productive mine on the Mt. Lewis
Tungsten claims is primarily conti ngent on the possibilities of the Iron
King deposit., In the light of this conclusion only scant attention was
given to the other two. o : :

" The Tungsten occurrence ont he Tungstar Claim occurs along an intrus-
.ive contact between a granitéc rock, which will be referred to as "gran-
odiorite'", and metamorphosed sediments, here consisting chiefly of mica
schist, but elsewhere locally consisting of quarzite and crystalline lime-
stone., K « , ’ B o :

The tungsten mineral igation appears to have been loc alized by shear-
ing which followed the intrusive contact. The mineral ization consists of
scheelite, quartz, a moderate amount of sulphides, chiefly pyrrhotite,
and epidote, perhaps accompanied by olker hiigh temperatimire silicates.

Deve10pment'wofk5consists of a short tunnel along the intrusive con-
tact + _ S

As ob served at night, using an ultra violet lamp, the distribution
of scheelite, while locally good, was extremel y erratic, and was largely
limited to a zone ranging from two ro four feet in width. This zone was
followed for about 200 feet u 'p the hill to the eastward, and while scheel=-

ite was observed continuously through this distance, little idea could be
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obtained as to widths, due to the drifting around of the surface float,

The tungsten occurrence on the Lime Cap_ is developed by an open
cut in schist, well away ifrom any observed occurrence of granodiorite.
The mineralization is localized by minor fracturing and shearing, which
was so weak, however, that thé actual trend of the fracture zone could
not be definitely ascertained. A sprinking of sulphides and of quertsz
stringers is visible in the rock face of the cut, and with ultra violet
light a scattering of scheelite grains is to be observed. This occur-
ance 1s the least favorable of the three,

The Ifqn‘King deposit must be regarded as a high temperature whin
which has been localized by sheering which followeéd the intrusive contact
between a tongue of granodiorite and mica schist, - :

In the vicinity of the oven cut on the Iron King deposit, the tongue
- of gronodiorite is only about 75 feet wide, and to the northeastward the
tongue terminates against quartzites within 50 feet of the open cut,

As shown on the accompanying map, the vein strikes northeastward, s
stands nearly vertical, and is terminated on the northeast by a cross
fissure., This cross fissure must be regarded as a pre-mineral structure
which terminated the vein fissure at the time of the mineraligzation, It
is thus not a fault in the normal sense of the word, but a m inor fissure,
rerhaps cven a joint surface which formed an original end boundary to the
vein fissure. In consequence no continuation of the vein to the northeast~
ward of this termination can be anticipated, ’

Close to this crossing the vein fissure opened to produce & vein from
8 to 10 feet in thickness; but 50 feet from the crossing the vein thckness
decreases to only l. feet; and in the bed of the canyon, 155 feet further to
the southeast, the exposed thickness is only about 2 feet, The chief ore
occurrence is thus found within the last 50 feet of vein adjacent to -the
cross fissure, : R :

Development on the Iron King vein consists of a large surface cut on
the wide portion of the vein outcrop near the cross fissure, and shallow
trenching in the canjon bottom near the center end line of the Hunche In
addition there is an early-day tunnel approximately 90 feet in length

‘which is entirely in the gran odiorites, The face of hhis tunnel is app-
roximately 35 feet, shortest distance, fromt he north wall of the veine.

The showing of scheelite under ultra violet light is quite favorable
and sonsistent, not onl ¥y in the main open cut on the Iron King, and on the
stockpile of ore from that cut, but also in the trench exposure in the
bottom of the canyon, L

In addition to the scheelite, field and polished section studies show
the oreto consist of principally quartz and pyrrhotite; with smaller amounts
of epidote and perhaps of other high temperature silicates; a minor am't
of chalcopyrite; and very minor amounts of white metallic mineral, finely .
intergrown with the pyrrhatite, and while not defintely identified, quite i
possibl ey a mineral of nickel and cobalt, The occurrence of hematite |
could not be confirmed. In addition, abundant limonite occurs in the out-
Crop, the result of oxidation of the pyrrhotite. The depth of oxidation

He recommends
exploration of the Iron King deposit by extending an old adit 100 feet
in stage 1, followed by an additional 50 feet of drifting in stage 2,
depending upon results of stage 1.

He originally requested a much larger sum for exploration of
other claims,

' The Field estimate of inferred ore above the proposed adit
(75 feet below outcrop) is not substantiated by the 2 assays quoted, which
show the ore to be only 2 feet wide at the surface.

Reference is made to your subject letter to me dated
January 25, and my reply to that letter dated Jamuary 29.

This morming the applicant, Mr, Thomas-A. Hazelton, e
P. 0. Box 621, Lindsay, California, called at the office as he was

requested to do by me various times, the last time being on February L.

The examining geologist of the U, S. Geological Survey
recommended on page L of his report that the applicant be allowed to
do 150 feet of exploratory drifting and crosscutting. Mr. Hazelton
agreeswith the geologist and will be entirely satisfied with a contract
allowing him to do 150 feet of such work at $30 a foot.

Some road work will be necessary to get to the property.
The applicant believes that the present heavy snowfall in the mountain
will have damaged his road considerably and is under the impression
that an item of $1,000 for repairing his access road should be included
in his exploration contract. Knowing the approximate location of his
deposit and what happens to mine roads when the snow begins to melt, I
can go along with Mr. Hazelton's desire to have $1,000 for road repair.

The cost of this project would therefore be thus:
First phase: 100 ft.of drifting at $30 a foot $3,000
Repairing road 1,000
Second phase: 50 ft.of drifting at $30 a foot 1,500

Mr. Hazelton who is a mining man has all the necessary
equipment -- compressors, steel jack hammers, etc. at the property,
and the use allowance is included in the cost per foot of drifting
and crosscutting. He will employ one miner at a maximum of .$16 a
day and two muckers or helpers at $12 a day.

Work on the project cannot be started at the very
earliest before May 15, and more likely it will be June 1 before
access can be had to the property. The proposed work will be completed
within 3 months.

Landlord!'s Subordination Agreements will have to be obtained.
Mr. Hazelton is to send these to me in about 10 days and upon their
receipt I will send them to you. '

Summary

The open cut on the Iron King claim and the prospect pit of the
Hunch claim are 140 feet apart and expose the ends of a single orebodye
Data on the orebody is available only at the surface, but indicate
that grourdunder the Iron King open:cut is favorsble for exploratione
Exploration to consist of a crosscut from an existing adit and a drift
along the vein is recommended. If the surface dimensions of the orebody
are maintained to adit level, backs containing 3600 tons of ore in a
vein 3 feet or more in width and an additional 350 tons of ore in an
extension of the vein with an average width of 2 feet will be opened
by the drifte The grade of the ore at the surface is zbout 0¢6% WO,,
Exploration should be divided into two phases: (1) 100 feet of workings
at a cost of $3000, and (2) 50 feet of drift at an additional cost of
$1500 provided that the results of the first phase are satisfactorye.

Introduction

The Mt. Lewis claims are located in Secse 11 and 1L, T. 2 N,
Re 16 E., Tuolumne County, California (see fige 1)e The Iron King,
Hunch and Limecap claims are in Johnny Gulch, on the steep west of the
slope of Mte Lewis, at an altitude of about 3700 feet. The Tungstar
claim is about 1000 feet north of the Iron King and about 500 feet
higher,

The Iron King and Hunch claims were exsmined by the writer on
October 19, 195le The Limcap and Tungstar claims, included in the Mt
Lewis group were not examined. A report by C. D. Hulin that accompanies
the application is apparently reliable, and it provides supplementary
data on the property. There is no evidence that any work has been
done since the time of Hulin's visit to the properties, and the
exposures have probebly deteriorated because of slope wash and slumping
during the intervening period. :

Accessibility

A dirt road about L miles long leads to the Iron King and Hunch
claims from a point near Confidence on State Highway 108. The last
l% miles of road is very steep and winding and is probably impassible
for at least parts of the winter rainy season. The last-one-half
mile of road is washed out in a few places and needs repair before
being usede This part of the road is barely passable for a four-
wheel drive vehicle to a point about 350 feet above the South Fork
of the Tuolumne River, but beyond that point it is impassible.

To reach the claims, drive 17} miles east from Sonora on State
Highway 108+ One-half mile east of Confidence turn tight on a dirt
road and go 1/l mile to a crossroade Turn right on another dirt road
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and go about 1% miles to a forke Take the left fork over a small hill
and follow the steep, winding, one-way road about 1 mile to the bottom
of the canyon of the South Fork of Tuolumne River. At the canyon bottom,

beyond the end of the road, at an altitude of about 550 feet above the
 South Fork of the Tuolumne Rivere The Iron King open cut is 140! north=-
east of the Hunch test pit. : .

Equipment and workings

At the time of examination no mining equipment was on the property.
A tool shed, about 100 square feet in area with additional space under
an extension of the roof, is in usable condition. The ore chute from
the open cut to the end of the road could probably be used after making

minor repairse

Workings on the Iron King claim consist of an open cut about
60 feet long and an adit about 90 feet long at an altitude 75 feet
lower than the floor of tlie open cute Ihe portal of the adit is partly

closed by a small slide through which a drainage ditch has been made s
The adit was not entered but was open for at least a short distence

beyond the portal.

‘ Workings on the Hunch claim consist of a prospect pit in the
canyon bottom. The pit extends 13 feet below the normal stream bed.
Between the Iron King open cut and the Hunch prospect pit, about 50
feet from the mouth of the cut, is a small prospect pit that is filled
in nearly level with the ground surfaces

Geology and Ore deposits

The Iron King open cut and the Hunch prospect are sbout 14O
feet apart on the contact between granodiorite and metamorphic rocke
At the open cut the granodiorite is in contact with mica schiste The
ore is in the form of a massive schist. The ore is in the form of a

[Tassive sulfide vein) dominantly pyrrhotite containing scheelites The

exposed portion of the vein is L2 feet long and 7 to 9 feet wide. The
scheelite is disseminated throughout the sulphide, but is concentrated
in small irregulaer weinlets of quartz and epidote. The sulphide vein
is separated from the main mass of the granodiorite by a zone about

8 feet wide consisting of massive brown iron oxide cut by thin bands of
ferruginous granodiorite and mica schiste This material also conteins
disseminated scheelite, but is of lower grade thean the sulphide veine.
The schist on the southeast side of the vein did not appear to be
mineralized. The sulphide vein and the foliation of the schist on the
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southeast side are nearly vertical, but the schist bands in the
ferruginous zone on the northwest side of the vein dip southeast about
80°, The attitude of the granodiorite contact was not determined.

The strike of the granodiorite contact, nearly parallel with
the vein in the southwest end of the open cut, changes abruptly near
the northeast end to a direction nearly normal to the trend of the
vein so that the ferruginous zone and the sulphide vein are truncated
by the crosscutting granodiorites

At the Hunch prospect pit, bedrock is exposed only in the south
wall of the canyon. The north wall and the bottom of the pit contain
transported materiale In the southwall, the granodiorite is in contact
with silicated limestone and no sulphides or scheelite are presente
A small dump on the edge of the pit contains about 1/2 ton of massive
sulphide ore conteining scheelite. Between the opg cut and the
Hunch prospect pit the contact zone is not exposeds A filled-in
intermediate prospect pit contains a few loose boulders of massive
sulphide with scheelitee

The fact that an orebody as much as 9 feet wide has formed in
the schist at the lron King open cut suggests that a favorable environment
for ore deposition was provided by the schists This schist is preserved
in a re-entrant in the granodiorite contact and is missing at the Hunch
prospect pite If it is correct that the formation of an ore body more
than, say, one or two feet wide depends on the presence of schist at
the granodiorite contact, the existence of a vein at adit lewvel of
dimensions similar to the dimensions of the vein in the open cut will
depend on the presence of schist at adit level.

Grade of ore and reserves

Three chip samples were taken in the Iron King open cut. Samples
1 and 3 represent zones 2 feet wide across the massive sulphide vein.
Sample 1 is 6.5 feet long and sample 3.is 6 feetlong. Sample 2
represents a zone 2 feet wide and 13 feet long diagonally across the
ferruginous gones Assays of the samples are as follows:

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Under ultra-violet light the scheelite fluoresces blue-white, indicating
that the mineral is nearly pure CaWOj. Most of the scheelite grains-
observed under ultra-violet light are between 0.5 mm znd 5 mm in diameter.

Present ore reserves are limited to a few tons in the wells of the
Iron King open cut.

Possible ore

Information on the size, grade, and attitude of the orebody is
available only at the surfaces C. Do Hulin's data on the surface
dimensions of the orebody are used in making the following tommage estimate
because his measurements are more detailed than those that could be made
during the present investigatione Presumably some of the exposures available
at the time of his study have since been obscured, but insofar as information
is availeble the findings of Hulin are largely substentiated. Hulin's
tonnage calcuations are modified to the extent that possible ore is
estimated to the elevation of the floor of the adit, whereas Hulin included
an additional vertical distance of 11 feet between adit level and the
creek bottoms

If the orebody is vertical and if its surface dimensions are maintained
from the surface to the floor elevation of the adit, backs containing
3600 tons of ore in a vein 5| feet long and 3 to 9 feet wide would be
opened by 100 feet of workings extended from the end of the present adit.
An additional 50 feet of workings in a part of the vein that averages
2 feet in width would open backs containing 350 tons of ore.

Recommended explo ration

It is recommended that the ground under the Iron King open cut
and to the southwest be explored by means of a crosscut and drift from the
existing adit (see fige 2).

Costs

Because there is no mining equipmerton the property at present it is
estimated that the cost of exploration will amount to $30 per foot of
workingse The first phase of the work, involving 100 feet of workings,
will cost about $3000. In the event that the second phase of work,
involving 50 feet of drift, is carried through, there would be an
additional cost of $1500. Total cost for 150 feet of workings would thus

be $L4500.

If the Surface dimensions and grade of the orebody are maintained to
the floor level of the adit, the first phase of the work will open backs
containing 3600 tons of 0.6% W05 ore; the second phase will open backs

Drifting
from this junction to the end of the vein should indicate whether further
work is justified. 100 feet of drifting should do the job, as the surface
has already been done.
