SULARY 


The Monarch Talc mine, San Bernardino County, Calif. was examined 


by an engineerY' of the Bureau of Mines, Region III, on July 10, 11 


and 12, 1951, acoompanied by B. 0. Moon, applicant, for a Government 


loan.


The property is in the southern end of Death Valley National 


Monument and has been a producer of talc ore for a number of years. 


According to Mr. Moon, the property has produced an estimated 100,000 


tons of talc suitable for use in paints, textiles and the ceramic 


industry. 


The mine has been operated chiefly by lessees and for the past 


few years has been idle. The underground excavations have not been 


kept timbered properly and workings have sloughed to a point vhere 


rehabilitation of the old workings would now be too costly. The 


applicant proposes to drive an adit to intersect the northern extension 


of the talc zone and an inclined shaft to intersect the southern ex-


tension.


INTRODU'CTION 


This report covers an examination of the Monarch Talc mine, San 


Bernardino County, Calif., in regard to an application for exploration 


as si stance • The anount of loan requested is 9, 768 and the commodity

LOCAT ION 


The Monarch Talc mine is located in T. 19 N., R. 5 E., northern 


San Bernardino County close to the southern border of Inyo County. 4t 


is also in the southern end of Death Valley National Monument. 


The property is reached by traveling south on State Highway 127: 


from Shoshone to the Ibex Spring turn-off a distance of about 20 miles 


and themes about 6 miles westerly or a total of about 26 miles south-


westerly from Shoshone.


HISTORY 


The Monarch talc mine is owned by Messers Morris and Corey of 


Los Angeles under the name of Monarch Talc Mines, 612 South Flower 


Street, Los Angeles 17, Calif. Th0 property has been operated mostly 


by leasors for many years; the last lessee being the Sierra Talc and 


'Clay Co. of Los Angeles. The property consists of four unpatented 


lode claims known as Monarch Nos. 1 to 4 inclusive. 't is estimated 


the mine has produced about 100,000 tons talc ore. The property 


has been idle for the past several years. 


Recently Mr. E. 0. Moon, 4233 Berryman Ave., Culver City, Calif., 


has obtained a lease on the property and is attempting to secure a 


Government loan to explore for extensions of the talc mineralization. 


PHYSDCAL FEATURES 


The property is located on the eastern side and the southern end: 


of the Ainargosa range of the Black Mountains at elevations varying from 


900 to 1200 feet. The topography is fairly rugged with V-shaped drain-. 


age gulches cut by erosion on the slopes (fig. 2). The area is devoid

of vegetation except for sparse desert grass. Suniners are exceedingly 


hot and dry, while winters are mild and cool. Snow seldom falls and 


precipitation usually occurs as water during the winter months. 


LABOR AND HOUSING 


The applicant proposes to repair an existent building at a site. 


near Ibex Spring for miners quarters during the exploration work.. 


The building is made of stone and has two ends and one side • 


About 450 feet of 2-inch pipe is required to transport drinking


water to the campsite. Ibex Spring or the campsite is about two 


miles from the mine. it is the applicant' s opinion that he can keep 


his men on the job by allowing them to stay at the campsite and do 


their own batching.


DESCRIPTION OF TNE DEPOSIT 


The talc is a replacement in dolomitic limestone occurring between 


a dolomitic footwall and a greenstone hanging wall. Average strike of 


the mineralization is about N. 12° E. with a 50° dip to the east (fig.3). 


Some places in the mine it is reported to be as much as 100 feet wide. 


and averages 40 to 50 feet in width. The talc is a white fibrous 


variety, soft and crumbly, suitable grinding from which ceramic pro-


ducts can be made. 5oe of the talc is also massive but would not 


stand machining.


MINE WORKINGS 


The mine workings are mostly caved and inaccessible. Only the 


main adits are open for examination. The property has been worked 


partly by open cut method and underground excavations using square 


sets, cut and fill, and open stope methods. Main adits are on the 940, 


3. 
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1000, and 1064 foot levels. However, numerous raises and winzes with 


sub . levels were used in mining out ore sections. Drifts are very ir 


regular as shown by figure 1. Much timbering has been consumed in the 


mine. Moat of the stopes are timbered with square sets. Open stopea 


soon cave unless timbered. Approximately 2,000 linear .feet of drifts, 


cro secuts, raises and winzes have been driven at the mine. 


SAIiPLING 


Character samples were taken in the Monarch mine to determine 


the grade of talc to be mined. Samples 1 and 2 were picked down from 


the exposed zone. Sample No. 3 was gouged from the open cut. No true 


hanging or footwall was encountered in the Sampling, the zone is 


relatively wide. Figure No. 1 shows the sample locations. 


The samples were sent to the Bureau of Mines laboratory at Col"-


lege Park, Maryland, for analyses to determine if they were of steatite 


grade . 


Petrographic and spectropoopd.bc tests made at College Park on 


the samples taken from the Monarch Talc mine showed that they could 


not be classified as steatite talc. The report states: 


"These samples are white, soft and strongly foliated. Calcium, 
potassium and iron are greater than 1 percent by speotroscopic deter" 
inination. The inajbr impurities are calcite and dolomite (approximately 
5%) with minor amounts of sericite, hematite, opaques and treniolite." 


SURFACE EQUIPMENT 


No mine equipment is at the property except an ore bin and a 


small frame structure suitable for a blacksmith shop (figs. 4 and 5). 


ORE RESERVES 


Since the mine was inaccessible for examination for revaluation 


of ore reserves, no reliable estimate can be made.

New ore must be found on the extensions of the old workings. 


It is reasonable to expect that additional talc will be found as 


extensions of the original ore zone. 


PROPOSAL OF EXPLORATION BY APPLICANT 


The applicant proposes to explore for continuation of talc by 


driving an adit 250 feet in lehgth at the northwest extension of the 


mineralization as shown by figure 1. Also be proposes to encounter 


further mineralization on the southeast extension of the deposit 


(fig. 1).


CONCLUSIONS 


The possibility of finding additional talc mineralization is 


favorable especially the type used in the paint and textile industry. 


tt is unlikely that an exploration program would indicate 


steatite talc, therefore, a loan is not recommended. 


DISCUSSION 


The applicant believes that he can complete the exploration in 


six months time. Supervision will be conducted by himself and will 


include actual work, such as, part time operation of the hoist, muck" 


ing, mining, etc. In other words, he claims that he will work and not 


be a fixture, The applicant is capable, both physically and mentally, 


to conduct the work. 


The applicant is a lessee but has not included the subordination 


agreement forms MF.'201 and MF-202. However, he has promised to submit 


them to this office at a later date and will be attached to this re.. 


port when received. 


The applicant also had another talc deposit about 5 miles (air"'
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line) northerly from the Monarch mine which was called the Arletta 


Mine. It comprised only one claim with some shallow workings. How-


ever, the applicant decided to drop the Arletta deposit and to con-


centrate his work on the Monarch property.

SUTMARY 


The Arletta Talc property is one of a number of small talc deposits 


situated near the southern end of Dea3th Valley National Monument, 


Calif. The deposithas been opened by a 60-foot adit and some Email 


open cuts. However, no talc has been shipped from it and no ore has 


been blocked out. 


The talc is in a steeply dipping highly metamorphosed formation. 


Small talc outcroppings can be traced over a considerable distance of 


the strike length of the zone. 


The property is easily reached from Shoshone, the nearest trad-


ing center.


INTRODUCTION 


The Arletta Talc mine was briefly visited on July 12, 1951 in 


connection with an application for exploration assistance submitted by 


B. 0. Moon, 4233 Berry-man Ave., Cu1verCity, Calif. 


The original application called for •xploration assistance on both 


the Arletta nd Monarch Talc properties. However, the applicant with-


drew the request for exploration assistance on the A.rletta deposit and 


is concentrating his efforts on the Monarch property. 


This report briefly describes the Arletta deposit, supplemented 


by photographs and sketch.
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LOCATION 


The Arletta Talc mine is in Southern inyo county, Calif., near the 


southeastern border of Death Valley N ational Monument. It is in the 


east central portion T. 20 N., R. 6 B., and is reached by driving south 


15 miles from Shoshone on State Highway 127 to a road fork and thence 


traversing westerly 3.6 miles on a bladed dirt road to the deposit. 


Total distance from Shoshone is 18.6 miles. 


HISTORY AND OVNERSHIP 


It is one of a series of claims known as the Arletta Group Block, 


talc claims owned by Messrs. Corey and Morris, under the name of 


Monarch Talc Mine, .612 South Flower Street, Los Angeles 17, Calif. 


No history of the property is known except that no production has 


been recorded and very little development work has been done. The 


applicant for the loan only wanted to lease this one claim and had no 


other history to relate in regard to it. 


-	 PHYSICAL FTURES 


The deposit is in the southeast flank of the Amargo Range of 


mountains in an area of rugged relief (fig. 2) and (fig. 4). 'Mean 


altitude is about 1,600 feet. The area is practically devoid of 


vegetation with dry, hot suniners and mild winters. No water or housing 


facilities are on the property. 


JS(RIPT ION OF THE DEPOSIT 


The deposit is in the same generalized talc belt formation as that 


of the Monarch mine and is about 4- miles easterly along the strike.: 


The formations are highly metamorphosed and dipping at about 73° S.E. 


with a general N. 350 E. strike. ('Figs. 2, 3, and 4). 
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The talc appears to be replacement in strips of dolomite within the 


zone. The country rook is a fine grained, reddish brown siliceous 


rock, probably hornfels. More geologic study is required to determine 


the exact rock characteristics. 


The tab is a white massive block variety. Figure 3 shows the 


occurrence in place.


MulE DEVELOPMENT 


Very little development has been done at the property. Chief 


work consists of a tunnel driven along the shear zone for a distance, of 


60 feet. A small open cut also has been excavated crosscutting to the 


shear zone as seen by figure 1. Other small pits along the general 


strike have been excavated as shown by figure 2. 


PRODUCTION 


According to the amount of development done, no talc has been 


shipped. A small stack of sorted talc blocks (about two tons) are at 


the portal of the adit as shown by figure 2. 


SA3ILPLING 


Three character samples of the talc were taken in the adit as shown 


by figure 1 and are designated as samples 4, 5 and 6. Sample No. 4 


was across a three foot width in the face of the adit. Sample No. 5 


was picked down from the back. Sample No. 6 was across a three foot 


width in an open cut • Sample locations • are shown on attached sketch. 


The samples were sent to the Minerals Technical Division, Region VIII, 


College Park, Maryland for analyses, epecial1y to determine whether 


the talc is of steatite grade. 


The returns from the petrographic and spectroacppio tests made 


on the above samples at College Park showed that they could not be 
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classified as steatite talc. The report states: 


"These samples are green to grayish 'white, massive, hard, siliceous 
or gritty feel, and show laminations. Calcium and iron are greater 
than 1 percent by speotroscopic determination. The major impurities 
are calcite and dolomite with minor amounts of tremolite, hematite 
and opaques. The calcite and dolomite are more abundant in these 
samples than they are in the samples from the Monarch talc mine. They 
are unsuitable for block talc used as insulators." 


ORE RESERVES 


The zone can be traced on surface for about 400 feet and appar 


ently extends much iarther. However, the mineralization is irregular 


with ragged outlines. No work has been done to block out any ore. 


About 3,000 tons is indicated by the present development. Inferred 


ore could be several times that much • 


CONCLUSIONS 


• The applicant does not plan to do any work on this property and 


there fore no re coinniendations are required • However, the talc Is not 


steatite grade and an exploration loan is not recommended.
