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Introduction 


The Red Copper prospect was examined on December 27, 1951 by W. 
P. Irwin of the Geological Survey, at the request of the Defense Minerals 
Administration. The owner of the prospect, Mr. i. E. Barton, had applied 
for Government participation in a $20,000 program to explore the 
deposit, and accompanied Irwin during the examination. As a result 
of the examination, it is recommended that the Government not participate 
in further exploration of the deposit, as the indicated grade of the 
deposit is far too low to be economic at this time. 


Location 


The prospect is at an altitude of 2500 feet in SE* sec. 32, R. 9 E., - 
T. 17 N., SBBM, at the east end of the Silurian Hills, Avawatz Mountains 
Quadrangle, San Bernardino County, California. It is accessible by 
driving easterly on a fair gravel road from Riggs, anabandoned station 
on the fonrier Tonopah and Tidewater Railroad, about I airline miles 
north of Baker, California. 


The property consists of four contiguous claims that cover an area 
measuring about 1200 feet in a westerly direction and 3000 feet in a 
northerly direction. The claims are the Red Copper No. 1, 2, 3, and 
L, and are numbered counter-clockwise beginning in the southeast 
corner of, the area.


Workings 


The workings are covered by the Red Copper No. 1 claim. They are 
on a steep, easterly-facing hillside, and consist of a short inclined 
shaft and a small open cut. The shaft is at the s outh end-center of the 
Red Copper No. 1 claim. It is inclined to the west at an angle of about 
20 degrees, and Is 15 feet deep. The open cut is approximately 210 
feet north of the shaft. It is about 5 feet wide and extends 25 feet 
to the west.


Geology 


The area is underlain by marble. The attitude of the marble was 
not discernable in the immediate vicinity of the prospect, but in hills 
nearby to the northwest and southeast the bedding is nearly horizontal. 


A shear zone in the marble trends northerly. It is opened by the 
two workings and can be traced for more than 1000 feet north of the south 
end of the property by thin silicified seams that are more resisthnt 
to erosion than the enclosing marble. In the shaft it dips .30° W., and 
is	 average of about l feet thick; in the open cut it dips )45° to 
65, and is about 7 feet thick.

The main seams in the shear zone are silicified, and in a few 


places contain relict pyrite cubes. The workings are in the zone of 
oxidation and no sulfide minerals were observed. Malachite and 
ch'ysocoUa form thin coatings on some of the seams, and in places a 
minor amount of barite is present. 


Ore Reserves 


Two samples were' cut across the shear zone where it appeared to be 
most highly mineralized, one on the north wall of the shaft and one on 
the south wall of the open cut. The samples were assayed by the Bureau 
of Mines at Thno, Nevada.

The assay results indicate that the material sampled does not contain 
sufficient metal to be of economic grade, although the samples were cut 
across the highest grade material. onsidering the locality, structure, 
and mineralogy of the deposit, a grade of 5 percent copper seems reasonable 
as a minimum grade for material to be termed ore. 


It is possible that a zone of secondary enrichment exists at a 
depth determined by the water table • The paucity of relict sulfide 
minerals, however, in the zone of oxidation suggests that secondary enrich-
ment would be slight if a similar paucity of sulfide minerals exists at 
depth. The depth to the water table is not known. 


Exploration 


The applicant plans to intersect the shear zone about 100 feet 
below its outcrop by driving three parallel adits spaced at 300-foot 
intervals • Each of the adits is to be approximately 300 feet in length. 


The proposed plan is not reasonable, as the same points intthe shear 
zone would be explored' by driving only the center adit and drifting 300 
feet along the zone both to the north and south from the end of the adit. 
The advantage would be a':cOñtinuous exposure of the shear zone for 600 
feet, rather than three isolated exposures at 300-fGQt intervals. 


It is doubtful, however, that 900 feet of workings is necessary to 
determine the potential value of the prospect. A single adit with a 
short drift in the shear zone should be sufficient to determine the general 
tenor of the shear zone at that level. 


Re commendations 


It is recommended that the loan be denied, as there is little indication 
that the deposit contains copper-bearing material of economic grade. 
Furthermore, the applicant's exploration plan is illogical.
