INTRODUCTI ON 


The Tungsten 1 rince and Tungsten Princess are two unpatented 


mining claims located along side of the Tungsten King Mine. The pro-


perty is 4.4 miles by road southwest of Bodfish, Calif. on the road to 


Havilah. 


The Tungsten King mine includes the Tungsten King, Tungsten 


Prince and Tungsten Princess mining claims. They were examined by an 


engineer of he Bureau of Mines on July 2, 1951 accompanied by W. J. B.
