The subject application for exploration project assistance was
made for a project amounting to $158,923.00 under date of August 7, 1951.
Region III transmitted four copies of MP-103 forms to the Defense lMinerals
Administration on August 15, 1951 and stated: The application is dated
August 7, 1951, and is for a project costing $158,923.00 for exploring
subject's lead and copper deposit in the Kelso Mining District, Nova Jean
Claim, San Bernardino County, California.

On September 7, 1951, the application was denied by the Lead-
Zinc Branch of the Defense Minerals Administration and the applicant so
notified.

The reasons for the d&nial were:

The applicant's request for a loan of $158,923.00 is based
entirely on a 16 foot prospect pit and a single assay certificate.

The estimated costs are so excessive that the reviewer
questions the competence of the applicant. ZXor example, a
superintendent @ $950 per month to supervise, 3 miners and
a mechanic who are each to receive $650 per month, These
figures are bagsed on a ten hour day and are not contract
work,

Accessibility is in doubt as a tractor is requested to
get equipment to the site before an ad&ss.road is constructed.

The proposed work, from the material submitted, is
indefinite and the costs so excessive that further con-
sideration is unwarranted.

After receiving letter of denial, applicant wrote to Mr,
Tom Lyon on September 14, 1951 and statedt:

"Prior to the final disposition of this application
may request that further investigation be undertaken by
your office, inasmuch as this property is located between
two of the largest lead producing mines in California,
also indications show that this is the same vein continu-
ation. We feel that this necessitates a geological survey
at least, in the interest of Natlonal Defense before final
denial of the application.

The initial estimates were based on information at
hand and has been understood by us that revisions would
be made by your office in keeping with your department's
policies.,

In closing, may we stress, that an appeal was neces-
sary by us, in view of the excellent prospects of the
property and we stand ready to cooperate in every way to
keep within your policies."

On October 10, 1951 a request for a field examination was made
to Region III by the Chairman of the Coordinating Committee.

The report of the Field Team was reviewed and received by the
DMEA on March 19, 1952, and referred to the Base Metals Division.

" There are no facilities or equipment on the property which
can be used for the project,





The Project:

The applicant proposes to construct road, erect buildings,
set up equipment. Trench, sink shaft, crosscut and drift. Approximately
2 years,

There are no maps of the applicant's proposed work and there
are no details of the work to be done or the cost for the same,

Conclusions:

The Field Team report states that on two separate occasions
‘they unsuccessfully tried to locate the applicant's exploration shaft and
the reported lead mineralization, Samples of ore in possession of the
applicant, reported to be from the property and to contain 5-10 percent
lead and 3~5 percent copper, contained no visible lead minerals, but
that perhaps it contained enough tetrahedrite to account for the copper,
Surface trenches in the general area of the prospect showed traces of
copper minerals and the dump of a caved shaft, indicated about 500 feet of
underground workings on a quartz pyrite vein. A few other veins were
noted but none of these contained lead minerals,

Mr. Hewett of the U, S. Geological Survey, on the basis of his
long experience in the region and his fruitless search for the lead prospect,
is inclined to believe that there are no veins of lead ore anywhere in the
~ area of the Nova Jean Claim. !

Recommendations¢

As the Field Team has found no lead mineralization in this
area and could not locate the reported shaft, it is therefore recommended
that the attached letter of denial be sent to the applicant.
