This docket has all the earmarks of a "shot gun" application based 
on a spectrographic analysis and very little technical knowledge. The assay 
to be made by the Bureau of Mines should answer some questions as to metal 
values. Nickel, cobalt, platinum metals and talc might all come out of serpentine, 
but antimony seems most unlikely in this region, and cryolite has been reported 
only in Greenlarxl. These factors raise serious doubts in my mind regarding the 
factual basis for the application. 


The applicant rather obviously will not be able to provide adequate 
information for an exploration contract, and the docket will have to be referred 
to the field, unless the B. M. analysis is negative. If referred to the field, 
it should be indicated that the probability of economic deposits is very small, 
and the competence should receive careful scrutiny. Moreover, the field examina-
tion should be scheduled in connection with other examinations. 


To put it bluntly, I would say the application should be investigated 
only on the theory that even a stopped clock is right twice a day.
