Reference is made to subject letter to me from Mr. Tom
Lyon, Chairman, Coordinating Committee, Defense Minerals Administra-
tion, dated November 5.

In accordance with Mr. Lyon's request, I contacted Mr.
C. A. Rockwood, mining engineer, Los Angeles Branch of the Recon-
struction Finance Corporation, concerning the recalling of a
$20,000 loan on the subject property. A copy of Mr. Rockwood's

4 letter to me dated November 13, together with a plan map and

section of the Tungstore workings at the time the RFC loan was
made, is attached.

Attached also are four copies of a report, "DMA-2125,
Lobo Tungsten Deposit, Dinkey Creek Area, Fresno County, California*,
by William P. Irwin, geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, dated
Novembef 28, 1951.

Mr. Irwin reports that the deposit contains 600 units of
W03 in 1500 tons of inferred ore contained in a block with dimensions
of 50 feet by 150 feet by only 2 feet wide. Most of the scheelite
in the block is concentrated in small ore shoots, parts of which are
~ ore containing 2 percent scheelite. The block as a whole cannot be
mined at a profit because of its narrow width and low grade. Other
" similar deposits might occur along the same content but the cost of
finding these, as compared to their value, would be excessively high.

' Accordingly, Mr. Irwin recommends the application be
turned down for the following reasons: (1) the gross value of the
inferred ore is considerably less than the cost of the proposed
exploration program, and the likelihood of discovering a large body





of ore is poor; (2) the possibility of mining the inferred ore
at a profit is questionable; (3) the exploration program is
poorly planned from the standpoint of method, and location and
number of holes; (L) the applicant is believed to be incompetent
to carry out the program.
