The subject application was d.enied..by this Division for the 
following reasons: 


1. The field. team examination on November iLl', 1951 , indicates 
that soheelite may possibly occur in small isolated. areas 
but probably not in sufficient tonnage to be commercial. 
The average of seven samples taken by the examining engineer 
assayed less than 0.01 percent W03. 


2. The proposed exploration would. reopen a gold ..qiart5 mine 
which showed. only a very small amount of echeelite. Prior 
to dismantling, the mill had. operated. to recover the gold. 
values only. Samples of the mill tailings assayed. lees than 
0.01 percent W03 , showing that the q.uartz contained. inaig... 
nifteant q.uantibtes of echeelite. 


3. Geologically, there is little probability of making a 
significant echeelite discovery.

Reference is made to your longhand memo of January 7, 
regarding the subject mine. 


The recovery of scheelite at gravity type mills 
designed specifically for tungsten, recovery is seldom more 
than 80 percent. It seems probable that a gravity-type gold 
mill would recover still less. 


If the tailings contain 0.01 percent W03 and the re-
covery was 80 percent, the ore contained 0.05 percent W03. If 
the recovery was 90 percent (equal to the most modern tungsten 
mills) the ore contained not over 0.1 percent W03. This is 
sub-marginal. 


I concur with the Field Team that the most that is 
justified is surface exploration. It seems almost certain that 
any tungsten of commercial grade will occur in pockets, and 
in view of the shallow depth of the adit, it would seem that 
little would be gained by cleaning it out. Why not send this 
back, suggesting some such change, in line with the feeling of 
the engineer who examined the deposit?

-Apparently specimens of good scheelite ore have been picked up on the 
mine dump, C. F. Park being a reliable witness on mineral identification. 
There is no information on this mine in our tungsten files, the mine having 
been worked only for gold and silver. 


More information should be gotten on the material in the dump before 
a field examination is made, as the dump appears to be the key to the whole 
problem. The field office raised this question, and I do not believe it has 
been answered satisfactorily yet. Even though the ore was milled for gold, 
any tailings left should contain the original scheelite, and the tailings dump 
should be sought out and carefully checked. 


'Jhen answers on these points have been received, a field referral 
would appear to be in order.

Reference is to Mr. Tom Lyon's letter of November 2 to me, 
referring the subject docket to Region III Field Team for further 
information. 


Attached are four copies of a report, DMA-2l27, Early Mine, 
Mariposa County, Calif., by Frank J. Wiebelt, Mining Engineer, U. S. 
Bureau of Mines, dated December 13, 19l. 


According to the examining engineer' s report, veins of the 
Early Mine are gold-bearing quartz in quartz-diorite. Small isolated 
bunches of scheelite appear to be present in some of the veins. 
Analyses of samples from the mill tailing pond indicate presence of 
less than 0.01% W03 content. 


The examining engineer does not believe that the exploration 
project proposed is warranted. He also states that stripping operations 
to expose the vein, followed by careful sampling operations, would cost 
only a fraction of the estimated costs of the exploration work. However, 
he is doubtful that sufficient scheelite is present in the quartz to 
warrant the work.

A Bureau of Mines engineer examined the Early Mine on Nov. ]J, 


1951. The examination was made pursuant to an "Application for aid 


for an Exploration Project" under the Defense Production Act of 1950, 


by Russell J. Wilson of Garden Valley, Calif. 


The Early mine is approximately 1 miles northeasterly of Acorn 


Lodge, on State Highway ]Jo, which is S miles northeast of Mariposa, 


Calif. 


The veins of the Early mine consist of gold bearing quartz in 


quartz-.diorite.

The mine is owned by Robert H. Jackson and his wife, Edith E.

Very little is known of the history of the property. The mine 


has been idle for many years and the workings are badly caved. Ac-


cording to Mr. Jackson, the earliest history pertains to the Revel 


placer workings worked about 1890. In 1916 and early 1917 a Mr. 


Sessman ? of San Francisco, in partnership with George Yancy, prospected 


for several months, and erected a 100-ton mill, the ore coming from 


the Yancy tunnel and Louisa shaft. The shaft is said to have been 


sunk to a depth of 55 feet on a 4-foot quartz ledge.

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PHYSICAL FEATiJFES 


The topography in the vicinity of the mine is rugged and the 


surface well timbered with yellow pine trees.

Most of the 


precipitation is in the form of rain with-some snow during the winter 


months.

LABOR AND LIVING CONDITIONS 


One house, occupied throughout the year by Mr.'Jackson and his 


family, is the sole dwelling on the premises. Accommodations for 


mine labor are available at Acorn Lodge. There are no nearby operating 


mines,and logging operations constitute the main source of employment. 


DESCRIPTION OF Tk DEPOSITS 


The area in the vicinity of the mine is composed of granitic 


rock. Thick overburden covers most of the rock formation. The veins 


of the Early mine consist of gold-bearing quartz veins, which swell 


and pinch, in quartz diorite. The mine workings consist of numerous 


shafts, prospect holes, cuts and adits, most of which are badly caved. 


The Yancy tunnel (misnamed the Louisa in the application) which 


the applicant for the exploration aid desired to reopen, is badly 


caved and inaccessible and as it was driven as a crosscut to hit the 


vein, no inspection of the vein,encountered by this tunnel, was pos-


sible. Overburden covers the vein on the surface. According to the

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owner, Mr. Jackson, this crosscut is said to extend 90 feet beyond 


its portal to the vein at which point a 45-foot winze was sunk end 


a 100-foot northerly and a 100-foot southerly drift was driven on 


the vein. The surface above the crosscut is fairly flat and the 


probable depth of the Yancy workings on the said vein only lie about 


20 to 25 feet below the surface. The country rock is quartz diorite. 


The Yancy tunnel bears S 450 E. 


An adit known as the Rodger tunnel lies about 150 feet northeast-


erly of the Yancy tunnel. This tunnel follows a quartz vein striking 


about S 82° W and dipping approximately 70° south. A short crosscut 


in this tunnel encountered a parallel quartz vein similar in strike 


and dip to the above vein from which considerable stoping was done. 


In these workings two isolated small areas contained a few specks 


of scheelite when lazaped. According to the owner, a leaser shipped 


a few hundred pounds of scheelite from these two isolated areas. No 


commercial grade ore was left. The quartz vein varies from 2 inches 


to 1 foot in width. 


Judging from the ultra-violet lamping of the Rodger tunnel work-


ings on the vein, it appears quite probable that the Yancy tunnel may 


possibly contain a few small isolated areas in which scheelite does 


occur but probably not in sufficient tonnage to be commercial. 


Mr. Jackson has specimens of scheelite bearing quartz and. banded 


granitic aplite containing considerable scheelite which he cdllected 


from the mine dumps.

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SAMPLES 


No samples could be obtained from the inaccessible Yancy mine 


tunnel in which the proposed exploration would be conducted. Quartz 


veins in the nearby Rodger workings were larriped and only minute 


indications of presence of scheelite were indicated by the lamp. 


Three samples of the mill tailings from each of the Rodger and 


Yancy workings and one of some tailings at the site of the old Yancy 


mill were taken.

REC0i'1l1ENDAT IONS AND CONOLUSIONS 


The analyses of samples taken from the mill tailing pond derived 


from material from the Yancy tunnel indicate that the tungstic acid 


content of the ore was very low. 


The proposed exploration work in the Yanoy tunnel (misnamed the 


Louisa tunnel in the application) is not warranted. The surface above 


the proposed exploration work in the tunnel is quite flat and. it appears 


that the vein in the workings may be only about 20 feet below the sur-


face. A stripping program of possibly a week very probably would pro-


vide more information than the much more expensive proposed project. 


Stripping operations, to expose the vein, followed •by careful 


sampling operations should cost only a fraction of the proposed esti-
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mated costs for the exploration work. 


It is doubtful if sufficient scheelite is in the ore to be of 


commercial importance.
