The Defense Minerals Administration requested an examination of the 
Phar Lap No. 1 claim on the southeast side of Soledad Mountain about 
miles south of Mohave, Kern County, California. The owner Mr. G. F. Weiss 
of Los Angeles, California, applied for Government participation in a 
$100,000 program to explore the claim for deposits of beryllium, rare 
earths and manganese, In response to the Administration's requesi, W,p• 
Irvin and C. D • Rinehart of the Geological Survey visited the claim on 
Dedember lL, 19S1, in the company of Mr. Weiss. 


On arriving at the property, Mr. Weiss pointed to the spot where he 
reports to have found a small boulder of manganese-bearing float. He asserted 
that no other manganese-bearing material had been found, neither in place 
nor as float, and delineated the area he planned to strip and drill at a 
cost of $3S,000 in search of more manganese-bearing material. Irvin and 
Rinehart searched the area, and are in agreement with Mr. Weiss that no 
other manganese-bearing material is exposed. The discovery boulder of float 
was largely consumed in an assay, according to Mr. Weiss, but a small bag 
of chips was produced as evidence of its former existence. 


Beryl is reported by Mr. Weiss to occur in small pegmatite bodies 
that are exposed in a drift at the bottom of a . 336 foot vertical shaft. The 
collar of the shaft is about 200 feet southeast of the. point where the' 
manganese-bearing float is reported to have been found. The shaft has not 
been used during the past ten years, and, as the ladder did not appear safe, 
Iriin and Rinehart declined to descend it. Mr. Weiss indicated a small 
pile of pegmatite material on the dump, whièh he said is representative of 
the pegmatite exposedby the drift. The pegmatite material was examined, 
but no beryl was found. 


Mr. Weiss then produced Information Service press release of 
October 23, l9L5, and Preliminary Report 3-187, both titled 'Beryl Possibilites 
on the Phar Lap Claim ,, Kern County, California" by Richard H. Jahns of 
the Geological Survey. These reports are based on an examination by Jahns 
in June l9L3. At that time the workings were accessible, and Jahns collected 
samples and prepared a äross-section of the deposit. 


According to Jahris, the pegmatite bodies are small and scattered, and 
constitute 1 percent or less of the total rock entered by the drift. 
Furthermore, he doubts that beryl is present in the pegmatite, but if 
present it is in amounts well below the economic minimum. At that date, his 
opinion was that the showings did not warrant any additional work by 
either the Geological Survey or the Bureau of Mines. No furtherwork of an 
'exploratory nature has been done on the deposit since the time of Jahns' 
examination. 


Irwin and Rinehart are in agreement with the findings of Jahns' more 
complete examination.' Therefore, they reconunend that an exploration loan 
be denied the applicant owing to the lack of evidence of the presence of a 
possible economic occurrence of either beryllium or manganese on the 
Phar Lap claim.

Subject: Application DMA-21e0 from George F. Weis for exploration for 
beryl, rare earths and manganese in Kern County, California. 


This application, DMA-2l80, is for a maximum of $100,000 
which the applicant wants to use in exploring and developing a manganese 
deposit and sinking a shaft at his Phar Lap gold prospect in the hope 
of finding a deposit of beryl, tungsten, or radioactive ores. It 
should be referred to the field team1, 


The applicant combines two distinct projects in this 
application--a trenching and stripping of a surficial manganese de-
posit and the deepening of a shaft on a gold vein to a total depth• 
of 500 feet. It seems to me that these should be submitted as two 
applications and that the stripping of overburden from the manganese 
deposit constitutes development. I get an impression that the shaft 
prospect is largely for gold and silver. 


The blind deepening of the shaft in the hopes of finding 
beryl-rich pegmatite sounds suspiciously like exploring a gold-silver 
vein at government expense. There is nothing to suggest the presence 
of rare earths or important industrial materials other than beryl in 
the shaft. The applicant's complete ignorance of beryllium deposits is 
shown by his referring to rock containing 0.6 percent BeO as low 
grade. This is a very high grade if it represents a large tonnage. 
The only reason I can see for considering the application is the high 
(0.06 to o.6) BeO content of the pénatite. 


It is noted that there are two supervisors and engineering 
service listed, with.a total monthly cost of $1,900 (NF 103 #23), 
which is excessive, and that the applicant wants the cost of his gold 
exploration, already done in the shaft, to be counted toward his 10 
percent contribution to the project (MF 103 #9). 


The application should be referred to the field team, who 
should pay especial attention to:







Pv. 
1. The beryl content of the pegimatite. This 


could be determined best by counting grains 
or making large-scale "Rosewall" analyses 
on the pegrnatite. Collecting of samples 
for BeO determination if done should be 
carefully done because of the possible 
coarseness of grain of the pegniatite and 
the occurrence of beryl in pockets or def-
inite zones. 


2. The size of the beryl crystals. Grains too 
small to be recovered by hand cobbing nat-
urally cannot be considered in grade estimation 
unless milling is anticipated--and milling 
for beryl has not yet proven satisfactory. 


3. The position of the beryl in the peginatite body, 
and the zoning of the pegmatite. 


4. The size of the peginatite body and of the beryl-
bearing zones within it. 


Three and four naturally could be determined only if the 
bottom of the shaft is accessible. If the shaft is inaccessible 
the abundance and size of the beryl crystals might be determined 
from dump material.
