The applicant proposes to spend $30,000 to explore the Black
Beauty No. 1 claim in sec. 1, 2, and 12, T. 18 N. R. 5 E., and sec. 6 and
7, T. 18 N., R. 6 E., Del Norte County, California.

The Geological Survey has no .first hand information concerning
this deposit, however, it is possible to draw some general conclusions from
the information submitted by the applicant, and from the geological conditions
and the type of deposits known to exist in that area. The company reports
that a 50 1b. sample ran 30.2 percent MnO, which is equivalent to only 19
percent Mn. The Bureau of Mines reports the presence of rhodochrosite and
rhodonite. All of this serves to confirm the probability that the mine is
typical of those in the Klameath Mountains of northern California., All the
deposits that have been studied are formed by the near-surface oxidation of
rhodonite and-or rhodochrosite. No such deposit has proved large enough or
sufficiently oxidized to produce more than a few tons; the total production
for the area is less than 200 tons. The only possible market for ores of
this low grade is the plant in Salem, Oregon.

There appears to be little or no prospect that the deposit in
question can.produce ore that will meet government specifications, and the
prospects for a significant discovery appear to be poor. It is recommended
therefore, that the application be rejected provisionally, subject to the
concurrence of the Field Team. I do not believe the evidence available warrants
a routine Field Referral, or another trip to the deposit and this should be
indicated in the letter to the Field Team. Nevertheless it would be advisable
for them to submit a brief memorandum including the facts obtained during the
earlier examinations, and the sample data or metallurgical studies.

The C.M,S Strategic Metals Manganese Group consists of The
Packer Creek, Black Beauty, #1 Ray, Del Nor Cal #1, Del Nor Cal #2,
Lo Mar, CMS #1, & CMS #2 Lode Claims and the CMS Tunnel Sites #1,
#2, & #3. These claims and tunnel sites are all located around the
common corner of Secs. 6, 7, 1, & 12 Township 18 N Ranges 5 & 6
E. Humboldt Meridian in the N. E. Cor. of Del Norte County California
approx 2 miles south of the Oregon-California line & approx. 6 miles
S.E. of the town of Takilma, Oregon. The property can best be reached
by approx. 5'-1/2 miles of improved county roads from Takilma, Oregon
and thence approx. 2-1/4 miles on new bulldozed road recently constructed
by the present owners of the mine.

Yo such deposit has proved large enough or
sufficisntly oxidized to produce more than a few tonss the total production
for the area is less than 200 tons. The only possible market for ores of
this low yrade is the plant $n Salam, Oregon.

There appaars to be little or no prosprct that the deposit in
question can produce ore that will meet government spacificaticns, and the
prospects for a si nificant discovery appear to be poor. It is recomuended
therefore, that the application be rejected provisionally, subject te theo
concurrance of the Field Team. I do not believe the evidence available warrants
a routine Field Raferral, or another trip to the deposit and this shculd be
indicated in the letter to the Field Team. Hevertheless it would be advisable
for them to submit a brief ::emorandum including the facts obtained durin;; the
earlier examinaticrs, and the sample data or metallur ical stndies.
