 The Tungsten Hill (Little Shot) mine was examined March 12,
1952 by Benjamin H. Sheahan of the Bureau of Mines and E. M, MacKevett
of the Geological Survey. Their report, dated April 23, recommends
denial of the exploration loan. It is unlikely that the work pro-
posed would result in a significant discovery of tungsten ore.

I concur with the Field Team recommendation that the pro-

posal be denied.

. SUMMARY

The Tungsten Hiil'mine (Little Shot Mine) is a small tungsten
property located along the northeast slope of the Tungsten Hills,
Inyo CTounty, Calif, ‘The property is 12 miles by road northwest of
Bishop, Calif., and at an altitude of 5,600 feet.

Four unpetented mining claims are held by Mr, and Mrs,. G.‘
Crawford who have leased the property to Mr. Sterling Cafter, the
applicant for Govern@ent assistance.

The ore in the iungsten Hill mine occurs in small pocketlike

messes which are enclosed in low-grade tactite and light colored

calc-silicate rock.

INTRODUCTION

questing Government assistance was unable to accompany the engineer

GECLOGY

The Tungsten Hill (Little Shot) deposit is of the contact-metemorphic
type. Scheelite is localized in favorable metamorphosed beds near
intrusive rock. The mine lies in a screen of metamorphic rock (Round
Valley pendant)'betweeh granite on the north and east and quartz monzo=-
nite on the south. Li%ht-colored calc-silicate rock, tactite, and
marble constitute the rocks in the immediate vicinity of the mine .
On the surface the mar?le is about 20 feet thick. West of the mine
area quartzite is the most aebundant rock type and is penetrated by
several alaskite sills? but neither quartzite nor alaskite are exposed
in the mine workings.

The applicant proposes to sink the existing shaft an additional

the shaft seems unlikely to intersect ore, deepening the shaft without

is to be explored at depth, the most feasible plan appears to be to
sink on the pocketlike ore body exposed in the lower workingse.

developed ore."

The one ore body exposed in the lower workings would be costly
to mine due to excessive handling of ore and waste.

Mr. A. XK. Wil%on>gave no report on the competence of Mr. Carter,
but expressed the 6pinion that he thought that there were more deserv-
ing properties in the area than the Tungsten Hill Mine.

Several items nof essential to an exploration project were listed
.in the applicants request.
