SUMMARY, 'CONCLUSION, and RE-CODHENDATIONS 


The Sierra-Monarch copper deposit, situated about four miles north 


of Sierra City, Calif., was examined by an engineer of the U. S. Bureau 


of Mines in June 1952. The purpose of the examination was to determine 


if the potential ore reserves would justify the approval of an-appli-


cation for aid for an exploration. project pursuant to Mineral Order 5, 


under the Defense Production Act of 1950. The estimated cost of the 


project is $32,500. 


The copper deposit is situated in a gold mining district. Accord-


ing to the California Bureau of Mines ., a small shipment of high-grade 


copper ore was made from this vicinity prior to 1902 by G. Zuver. The 


applicant believe-s that the shipment was made from his deposit. 


Figure 2 shows t , he extent of copper mineralization and the analyses 


of the Bureau engineer's samples. No attempt has been made to explore 


the mineralization at depth. The copper occurs in lenses erratically 


spaced in the mineralized z me. Except for No. 1 sample taken 15 feet 


outside of the portal of the adit, the results of the sampling are not 


impressive. The Bureau engineer was unable to ascertain the extent of 


the lenses because of the track and muck between the ties but the 


potential tonnage is too small to be of interest.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMVENDAT IONS 


The occurrence of copper sulphides-lenses erratically spaced in 


a narrow mineralized zone - and the grade and extent of the-copper 


mineralization are not impressive. No effort has been made by the 


.applicant to explore below the floor of the adit*' 


It is recommended that the request for Government assistance 


should be denied.
