The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to
the purposes of the exploration project without any allowhnce for the use, rental value, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of

acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof.

ARTICLE 3. Exploration project.—The Operator, within ... days from the date of this contract shall commence
work on a project of exploration for® manganese
in or upon the described land; and shall bring the project t§ completion within a period of from the

date of this contract. The work to be performed is more fu ly described in Exhibit “A” attached hereto, which, with any maps
ozf-tdmwmgcs1 télereto attached, are made a part of this contract, The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided.

ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator’s rekponsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens’
compensation and employers’ liability insurance, with suitable ahd adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit “A,” attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors; and work not specified in Exhibit “A” for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit “A,” as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter. '

(b) Independent contracts.—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved), or on some basis
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract.

If the reference in Exhibit “A” to any such independent contract states that the Government’s
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its
written approval of the independent contract. '

(¢) Government may inspect.—The Government shall have t%e right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work.

'ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.—A statement of thelestimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit “A,”
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the éstimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit “A” is there or
elsewhere designated as an “allowable maximum,” such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to timelapprove for the most economic and beneficial performance
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate df costs. The Government’s approval of any such excess
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be| signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. | Items expressly designated in Exhibit “A” or elsewhere as
“allowable maximum,” and the total aggregate estimated cost are linjitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate. !

ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the project.—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are
limited to the following: .

(1) Independent combracts—Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit “A.”
The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of
costs in Exhibit “A” in terms of the estimated numbers of units of ‘work to be performed, the estimated amount to be.paid
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract,
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract.

l» (2) Labor, supervision, consultants—Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological
consultants), a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit “A.” The requirements and related
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums.

(8) Operating materials and supplies—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit “A.”

(4) Operating equipment.—Any operating equipment to be rented or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished
by the Operator, with the estimated rental, purchase price, or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a_,-s'chedule of
which is included in Exhibit “A.” Any items listed as owned and to be furnished by the Operator, and related initial allow- -

The Operators shall provide the Government with monthly
reports of work performed and costs (including contract unit prices) incurred under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies),
upon forms provided by the Government. These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the
Operator’s invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by
the Government, unless the Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports
shall include surface and/or underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with
assay-reports on samples taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground.

(b) Final report.—Upon completion of the exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide the
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies), including an estimate of ore
reserves resulting from the exploration work. .

(d), Accounts and audits—The Operator shall keep suitable records ard accounts of operations, which the Government may
inspect and audit at any time.

Repayment by Operator.—(a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. -In the event of such certification, any minerals
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first,
as follows: . )
(1) One and one-half (12%) percent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton.

(2) One and one-half (1%) percent of any such net amounts, plus one-half (1) percent of such net amounts for each
additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5)
percent of such net amounts.

(For instance: The percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half (1%%)
percent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (3%) percent.)

(b) As here used, “net smelter returns,” “net concentrator returns,” and “other net amounts realized from the sale or other
disposition,” mean gross revenue from sales; or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in
which and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not disposed of as such,
these terms mean what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax
determination. _

(¢) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land
described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or
is fully paid.

(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest
to engage in any mining or production operations. .

ARTICLE 10. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator’s interest—Without the written consent of the Government, the
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator’s rights in the land described in Article 2,
without- making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government’s right to a percentage royalty on production and
lien for. the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator’s rights in the land, without
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute -
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision,
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator’s liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of property.—All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more
than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, although title may
be taken in the name of the Operator, shall belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective
contributions, and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly by the Opera-
tor for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the
Operator at a price at least as high as could otherwise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government,
unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such disposition, the Opera-
tor shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in
proportion to their respective interests. If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government,
fails, neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, take possession of, and
remove and dispose of any such property as above provided. .

ARTICLE 12. Termination and completion.—~The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate
this contract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms
of the contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the
contract; or (¢) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of
making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall dispose of any remaining materials, supplies, facilities,
buildings, fixtures, and equipment in which the Government has an interest, for the joint account of the Operator and the Gov-
ernment in the proportion of their respective interests; shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of his operations
under the contract and his expenditures of money; and shall pay to the Government its pro rata share of any money remaining.

Gentlemen:- We have your letter of Dec 20th. re a claim
of $743.26 asserted againgt us.

Without going into our old files for more precise data,

mey we sey that shortly after cancelling the DMEA loan
alloted in the sum of some $13,000.00, but after expending
only some $1,600.00 of that amount, we filed with the
designated office a full statement of the expenditures;

and at the same time our billing for an amount of something
over $400.00 then due us. We never received this latter
amount.

Nothing was heard further of this transaction for more than
a year when we received a request for a statement, which
would have meant a duplication of the statement previously
furnished by us. We promptly wrote calling attention to the
fact that we had several months before provided the data
required; and as we now recall it, we mentioned the office
to which our statement had been sent, Nothing further was
heard. :

We have not pressed our claim for the item of $400.00
ebove mentioned inasmuch as we have felt the effort would
be more than the item is worth.

Ore from our mine was rejected by Government stockpile under
the claim of excessive Silica content, although Government
assays did not coincide with our own. We found there was
nothing we could do about it and suspended operations at

the mine which has remained idle ever since. During the War
we produced several thousand tons of highgrade Manganese ore
from this mine, it being by far the largest producer on the
coast with the ore averaging above 47% Manganese— an excellent
ore and probably as good as any ore mined in the U. S. The
refusal of U. S. Stockpile has caused us a tremendous loss and
while we feel the refusal entirely unjustified we have been
helpless to correct the situation.

We sincerely trust this information is sets the matter straight.

No reply was
received to that letter.

On January 21, 195L, a letter from me to Mr. Griggs requesting
documentary evidence in support of his claims also brought no response.

By letter dated March 1, 1954, Mr. George C. Selfridge sent

me a termination notice prepared in the Washington office and requested

that I forward it to the Operator. Accordingly, with a letter dated

March 5, 1954, I sent the termination notice to Mr. 0. H. Griggs,

Lakeview Manganese Mines, 1903 Outpost Drive, Hollywood 28, California,

by registered mail, return receipt requested. This letter was returned

to this office "unclaimed."

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On May 7 and 8, Mr. George Mavor, DMEA Auditor, attempted
to contact Mr. Griggs at his residence in Hollywood and though he
found the doors of the residence unlocked, no one responded to his
ring or to his call.

None of the letters sent to Mr. Griggs, other than the
registered letter for which a receipt was requested, was returned
by the Post Office department so it is surmised that each had been
properly delivered. '

In a Report of Review dated May 26, 1954, Mr. Mavor dis-
allowed the entire amount paid to Mr. Griggs which is 75 per cent
of $991.01, or $7L3.26. In view of our inability to get any response
from Mr. Griggs to any of our communications to him, I suggest that
the legal department of DMEA take such action as it may desire to
collect the entire amount paid to Mr. Griggs under DMEA Contract No.

workings are in a landslide area. The ground in the lower adit is quite broken
requiring lagging practically throughout wo that not much geology and no
structures are exposed to view,

ORE DEPOSITS

The Lakeview manganese deposits are locé,ted 'with.inAzones that
roughly paraliel bedding and cleavage in the country rock, The ma.ﬂga-
nese ore minerals are the oxides, mainly pyrolusite and braunite, assoc=~
iated with the manganese silicate', rhodonite. The deposits are exposeci
on the surface in ct}ts, trenches, and along the roads, and underground
in the upper anc} lower adits.

‘The rhodonite occurs mainly in zones in éhert, phyllite, and
phyllitic tuff as very fine grained, pink to red crystals, ‘that give .the
rock a brick-red color. Hematite or limonite may contribute to this red
coloring,j but these minerais have not been identified, 'Iruzegular red jas-
per masses 10 to 100 feet long and up- to 25 feet wide occur also within the

manganese~bearing zone., The outside limits of the rhodonite zones are
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irregular and not cledrly outlined, but range up to 30 feet wide. The

centers are defined in most cases‘by white veinlets of medium grained

quartz and albite-oligoclase. The veinlets are less than 1 inch thick,

. At the centers of these rhodonite zones' concentrations of pyro-
lusite and braunite occur, along the edges of the white veinlets, replac-
ing.thg i-hodonite-i_mpregnated wall rock and occurring as crystalline
veinlets and fracture fillings in the wall rocks. The zones of oxide min-
erals vary from a fraction of an inch to 3 feet wide, and from a few feet’
up to as much as 40 feet long. T}le grade of material varies tremendous-
ly in ve‘ry short distances, from high-grade manganese ore, judging by
the hefﬁ of specimens, to s;.mply manganese~stained jasper or siliceous
country rock, I\/'Ianganese oxides occur éxfensively in fractures through-
out the red jasper but not in concentrations suitable for ore. Manganese
oxides also partially replace clayey phyllitic rocks, locally in fair con-
centraf\ions, ~along the bedding a:nd cieavage planes. No other minerals were
found associated with the manganese deposits except a small amount of
magnetite in a quartz veinlet located in the l‘ower adit raise,

The largest single deposit of manganese oxide-s exposed, occurs

in the trench that trends northwest from the road made under the DMEA

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program, Pyrolusite and braunite occur with broken cheryy rock in a 2~

to 4-foot wide zone along a fault. The zone is exposed for 40 feet along

the trench and to a depth of 10 to 15 feet. Grade could not be determined be-~

cause of the extremely erratic distribution of manganese values. Accord-

ing to one of the mining partners, S. W. Binker, 32 tons of recently pro-

duced, hand sorted ore, mostly from this trench, but mixed with material

from other workings, assayed 4l.5 percent manganese. A sample from a -

few tons of ore that had been hand sorted and stockpiled from this same
trench was assayed by the Bureau of Mines with the following values:

*The fault zone in the trench described above may be expected
to continﬂﬁe mineralized to a depth of 25 feet.'. Assuming a uniform |
length of 40 feet and average width of 2 feet, a block of material con~
taining rﬁanganese may be inferred having a volume of 2, 000 cubic feet, |
Perhaps 1/5 to 1/6 of this volume might be sorted out to ore having be- .

It
shc.;nxld be pointed out, however, that the ore minerals pyrolusite and

No ore reserves are calpul;ted for the ot;her scattered occur-
rences of manganese oxides, because the many variables involved would
render any estimate misleading and of no practical signifi.c,afnce. ‘More
ore is a.va.ilé.blé on the property, if hand sorting and other mining oper-
ations pefmit profitable extraction.

EXPLORATION PROGRAM

E‘xploratiox; proposed @der the DMEA program, Stage 1, en~
visaged five bulldozer trenches: two in the Lakeview claim (northwest
of the Iron Dyke mi‘1‘1e workings), one at each end of the Iron Dyke claim,
and dne in the Trail claim to southeast, They were planned to cut ex-
teﬁsions of the manganese~bearing, northwest~trending zones exposed

in the center of the Iron Dyke claim. They were spaced at approximate~-
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ly 600-foot intervals, except for 1,200 feet between trenches 3 and 4 in
‘the Iron pyke claim.

Bulldozer work was accomplished on the Iron Dyke claim, al- |
though nbt strictly as the DMEA cdntracf called for, after wb:ich the
opera;cor, Mr. O, H. ‘Griggs, gave notice ofAinter;tions to termin#té the
contract. No trenching work was undertaken on the ‘ofher claims.

A trench about 250 feet long was cut in the a.pproxima]:e position
of propoged‘tren.ch No. 3, bearing slightly east of norfh. Trench No, 3
was supposed to be 100 feet long and on a heading of N, 45° E. across
the strike of the manganese~bearing rocks, ‘The actual trench is longer
than called for but is- satisfactory in crossing the area and for exbosing
bedrock. No manganese was found in this trench,  although an 18~inch
wide quartz vein is uncovered on the extension of a manganese zone that
is 100 feet to the southeast.

-‘_’I‘rench_ing was done and a road bulldozed across the area of
most ;ec:ent und'ergroﬁnd development near the middle of the Iron Dyke
claim, ;I'he operator claimed this work in lieu of proposed trench No. 4,
the location of which would be 400 to 500 feet to the southeast near the
end line of the claim,® The worvk consists of the road, about 400 feet
long bearing slightly east of north, and three shallow txjenchés close to~
gethér and each about 100 feet long. They all partly overlap, with the
trenches Sd to 100 feet from the road. Some mangane’se-bea.ring rocks

were uncovered in the road cut bank and in the three trenches, The show-

ings, however, are too poor to be regarded as ore.

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GEOLOGIST'S CONCLUSION

Bulldozer vwo'rk accomplished under thé DMEA contract Idm-~E447
was poc{-rly executed. Trench No. 3, wi'xile not quite in the direction proposed
and longer than required, was:satisfactory, but did not uncover any rh.anganese'

_ mineralization. | s

The road was considered sufﬁciently close to the area of trehc};
No. 4 to be claimed in lieu of it, and the work was approved for payment
by DMEA. It provides convenient access to sor;‘xe of the mine workings
in the center of the Iron Dyke claim, and transects mir;eralized ground;
part of which has already been expiored and de;reloped.

The value of cutting the three trenches near the road is question-
able. The trenches uncovered some zones of rhodonite with minor pyro-
lusite but older .adits and open cuts explored some of the same gr.ound.

They may, however, have given more information concerning the manganese~
bearing zones.

The operator was not present when the property was inspecte&, so
the reason for terrnina.tin"g work under the DMEA program is not known.

No ore was found in the trenches and road, so no certificate of discovery
should be issued. It is recommended that further work under DMEA con-
tract Idmw~E447 not be allowed on the Lakevie\& Manganese property. °
SAMPLING AND ANALYSIS.
The manganese-bearing rocks and exposures made in connection

with the small amount of bulldozer trenching performed were too érratical-
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ly distz"iiauted and too low in grade to warrant sampling. Also, the trench-
ing-was too shallow to remove the heavy overburden or’to-reveal the at-
titude of the mineralized structures for saméling purposes.- However, two
samples were taken by the Bureau of Mines engineeré-/ during his inspect=~
ions of the project:

Mr., O. H, Griggé, the operator, claimed that completion of the
bulldozer trenching operations as outlined in the contract was impossible
due to the steepness of the terrain; hgwever, the work as outlined and il-

AGREEMENT FOR\TERMINATION OF WORK UNDER

GENERAL COMMENTS

Tﬁe operator claims that 35 bpurs of bulldozing work has been
expended to date in the e#cavatioﬁ of the single cut or road mentioned
above (or nearly 44 percent of the allowable cost of bulldozing under
Stage I). This work serves merely as one crosscut trench, or one of
the five trenches outlined as explération work under Stége'I; the road
work should not be considered as part of the exploration costs.

CHECK SAMPLING AND ASSAYING

One_specimén samplé of mangenese ore was taken from the bottom
of a 15-foot winze sunk from an adit adjacent to bulldozer trench
No. 4.: This saﬁple is estimeted to contain approximately 50" percent
manganese ; analysis‘of this sample by the Bureau of Mines has not
been completed to date, but will be reported in the next interim
report; The occurrence'of manganese ore which was sampled appears
to be spotty or irregular in shape, therefore no definite quantity of
ore can bé estimated. Severai smaller and similar pbds.or spots of
menganese ore are shown at the bottom of bulldozer trench No. 4 aloﬁg
about 50 feet of its length.

Reference is made to your "Review of Application for
Exploratlon Assistance" dated May 16, 1952. The preliminary copy
of the subject application was recelved from you early in March
before the application had been reviewed in your office, and it
was sent to Reno for field investigation on March 1l. Mr. George
H. Holmes, Mining Engineer, Bureau of Mines, examined the property
on May 20-21, and at that time he and Mr. Griggs agreed on a
modified plan of exploration, costing $28,700. Subsequently,

Mr. Griggs filed with this office an amended application, dated
May 25, 1952 for an exploration loan of $28,000. Four copies of
the amended application and covering letter, dated May 25, signed
by Mr. Griggs are attached.

Attached also are four copies of a report < DMEA 2393X,
Lakeview Manganese Mines, (Trail Manganese Mines), Plumas County,
California by George H. Holmes, Jr., Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau
of Mines, dated June 23, 1952; and four copies each of two maps,
subsequently furnished us by the Geological Survey, which were re-
quested by the Field Team in order that the proposed trenches could
be outlined.

: According to the examining englneer, the manganese de-
p031ts at the Lakeview mine occur along a strike fissure zone in
the seédiments in a series of discontinuous lenticular ore bodies.
The ore is a mixture of braunite and pyrolusite. Principal pro-
duction has been from deposits on the Iron Dyke claim which is
reported to be about 10,000 tons averaging L5 percent manganese
and 17 percent silica.
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The examining engineer believes that an exploration
project has possibilities of proving up new ore bodies. The
suggested program has been set up to do some bulldozer trenching
across the formations at five favorable areas on three claims to
locate possible extensions of the ore zones and to permit mapping
and sampling. The second stage would comprise diamond drilling
in favorable areas to explore for lateral and downward extension
of the ore bodies and the third stage would consist of drlftlng
on the ore in areas justified by diamond drilling.

: In reply to my inquiry as to the reason for the high
cost of trenching, Mr. A. C. Johnson informs me that trenches 1,
2, and 3 to the north of the Iron Dyke workings are in a steep,
tlmbered area covered by heavy overburden. It is estimated that
these trenches will be about 100 feet long but of undetermined
depth. Trenches L, and 5, below the Iron Dyke workings, are in a
rugged area along a mountainside having a slope of about 37°. It
is planned to open trenches about 200 feet in length in this aea
to explore for the southward continuation of the several ore zones
mined on the Iron Dyke claim.

, The general character of the terrain will make for slow
progress with resultant high bulldozer costs. The estimate of
100 hours is not considered excessive for this area and was made
to assure completion of the proposed work. Should the work be
done in less time, the saving could be applied to diamond drilling
or drifting. In this particular case, it is believed an over-
estimate of costs is better than an underestimate.

[ Mr. Jolmson reports also that the exploration planned
has good possibilities to pick up extensions of known ore zones
and that he concurs with the recommendations that have been made
by the'examining engineer.

Mittendorf :-Owing to my prolonged absence, vyour good
letter of March lst has remained unanswered.

Reviewrng the program Xas presented in the application for aid
for the "Trail” manganese claim, you are entirely correct in
your decision. I find hhat there was omitted certain more in-
formative d=tails which would have explained the plans for the
proposed work. However, since making the application, I have
changed plang and now intend to join the Trail claim to the

operationg of Lakeview Manganese, a8 a more nractical whole.
: - e .

Let me explain the situation as well as I can:- There are

three ¢laims end to end extending from the State Highway upwards to:
the top of a very steep mountainside. The Trail claim is lowest
and then come the IronDyke and Lakeview in order. Production
heretofore has come from the IronDyke, where some 10,000 tons
have been extracted from an area of about one acre. From this
productive area upward to the top of the mountain, we have
openings which suggest a continuous orebody. Some 800 feet above
the previous production, we have developed a large tonnage of

ore which can be called "drag ore", that is, ore not in original
place, of a grade of around 35% Mn, Still nearer<the top we have
an opening with a few tons extracted of highgrade ore. The

I am at a loss to know just how to proceed. If it were in line
with your policies, I would suggest that one of your examining
engineers pome here at the earliest possible time to goﬁbver the
ground and get an understanding of the gituation and what I
propose to do-- and I am sure he would find himself in full accord
with my /plans. Then I could intelligently proceed in conformity
with your requirements and present the matter supported by the
opinion: of one of your own experts,

By next week, I expect to have the mine road cleared of glides
cauged by the extreme snows and begin shipments. I have opened
a second Manganese property on this same formation which also
has been idle since December due to the same causeg. During' the
War I started work on this property and succeeded in shipping a
limited tonnage before the "ar program ended. The ore ran about
56% Mn with a very low Silica. I have driven a tunnel into the
ore formation there some 80 feet below the former surface pro-
duction and am in 6 feet of ore of the gsame high quality and I
look for a substantial tonnage from this mine also.

50,
less 25 percent to be borne by himself, for the construction of an
exploration tunnel 200 ft. in length which will extend to the boundary
of the adjoining Iron Dyke claim also owned by the applicant. The
Iron Dyke property is said to be currently producing manganese
dioxide ore of 45} percent manganese.

i It is noted in answer to question 7 that it is not planned
to ‘jrent any equipment due to a scarcity of the required type in that
region and that all equipment will have to be purchased. The
applicant further states that if at a later date equipment can be
released from other jobs, approval for use of such equipment on a
rental basis would be asked of this office. It appears that the
possibility of using available equipment or renting same should be
explored further if construction of a tunnel is to be considered.

On the basis of the application, the Trail Claim is favorably
located with respect to two other properties, the Iron Dyke and a
property to the east of the Trail Claim which is said to have produced
a limited tonnage of 56 pefcent manganese ore during the war. The
Bureau of Mines has issued no Reports of Investigations or War
Minerals Reports on these deposits but the California Division of
Mines Bulletin 152, "Geologic Description of the Manganese Deposits
of California, ' p. 172, describes the Iron Dyke deposit under the
heading '"Braito Mine (Dixie Creek, Feather River, Iron Dyke). (By
N. LTaliaferro, 1918) The report tends to confirm the applicant's
description but contains no assays or estimates of ore.
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It is questionable what purpose a tunnel to the boundary

of the Iron Dyke property would serve, If it is the owner's intention
to subsequently extend it further, this fact should be taken into
consideration, at this time. Drilling one or: both properties might
serve the same purpose as the tunnel for locating ore and would

be much cheaper. The sum of $2,000-$2, 500 might be adequate

for drilling the Trail Claim, one-fourth of which could be paid by

The applicant proposes to spend $16,000 to ecuip and develop
a new adit to test the possible extension into the Trail claim of an
ore zone being mined on the adjoining Braito or Lakeview property. The
Geological Survey examined this property first in 1918, and again in
1942 and 1943. The results of these examinations are briefly summarized
in the California State Division of ldines Bull. 152, pp. 172-173, 1950.

The Trail claim is a longitudinal extension of two claims,
vhich together have been called at various times the Braito, Iron Dike,
Lakeview, or ilestern Manganese mines. The property is owned by Miles
Timmins, Charles Herring, and Mrs. Frank Bear of Crescent Mills, California,
and is under lease to the Star Mines Company, O. H. Griggs principal.

The mine was first operated during World War I when it was
known as the Braito, was opened for a short time in 1929, and again during
World War II., The total recorded production to 1942 is listed below:

The oldest workings were those
farthest northwest and near the crest of the hill, and it appears likely
that most of the ore in those areas has been mined out. Most of the work
during World War II was done from adits called No. 1, No. 2, and the
"Reeves tunnel", All of these workings are on the line-of-strike northwest
of the proposed area to be prospected on the Trail claim, and are in the






area tndicated as #1 and #2 on Exhibit 3 attached to the application.

The work at this property has encountered discontinuous
lenses of ore, in a zone more or less following the strike of the
schistose country rock. This zone shows considerable red clay and
jasper, and is cut by persistent faults, The workings so far appear
to be lined up along one horizon in the schists, and it seems reasonable
to search for extensions of the ore along that zone.

; The ore itself is a mixture of braunite and some pyrolusite,
with Jasper, clay, and other material from the walls, and requires
some sorting to maintain a shipping grade of +40% Mn, and less than .
15% silica.

Recommendation:

The operator's proposal to prospect for an extension of the
ore zone now being mined to the southwest of the existing workings
appears reasonable and the chances for a discovery appear to be good.
The proposal to drive adits, then look for the ore zone underground,
however, seems foolish. I suggest that the proposition be set up in
two stages; step I to include trenching and sampling to locate possible
extension; step IL to consist of the proposed drift on the ore. Inasmuch

as we have no recent first-hand information about the operations, it is

suggested that the Field Team be asked to check and concur or modify if

deslrable befare the contract is prepared,

i I suspect from the way the application is worded that Griggs
hopes to get the operation completely equipped to mine, by the means.
laybe he will have to purchase the shaft, but he should buy out the
Goverrment's interest when exploration is complete.
