SUMMARY

An engineer of the Bureau of Mines examined the Lime Dike tungsten
deposits on Jung 4 and-5, 1952. Examination was made pursuént to an

The deposit is located on the east side of the Piute Mountains, with-
in the boundaries.of Sequoia National Forest, about 7 miles south of
Weldon, Kern County, Calif. (figs. l,and 2).
