•	 The Strawberry mine has yielded a moderate production, about 
35,000 units of W0, since 1943, all taken from 3 widely separated oxe 
bodies which are s.11 but of good grade. The deposits have not been 
worked to depths greater than 100 feet.. It is probable that additional 
ore is present beneath the stopes, and the only likelihood of a signif-
icant discovery is in these places. 


The mine is sitt*ted on the Western slope of the Sierra Nevada 
at an altitude of about 7,500 feet where winter snowfall Is very heavy. 
The access road is narrow, mountainous ,, and uneurfaced, and cannot be 
kept Open economically in winter time. The mine w.s worked during the 
winter of 1943-44, but not in any other winter. It winter operation is 
undertaken, the mine must be equipped as a self-contained unit feZ' the 
winter months,, and concentrates must be stockpiled. 


Development workings in the mine are of small extent and 
inadeouate to maintain ore reserves. Deposit No 3 is opened by a cut, a 
shaft, and drifts and stopes from the shaft It is reported that the 
shaft is considered unsafe by the State Mine Inspector.

It is noted that the indenture dated July 23, 1942, was not 
signed by Matilda M. McDougald, and the amendment to this indenture 
dated April 30, 1947; is not signed by either Ruby L. Cobb or Matilda 
M. McDougald. Although it is preferable to have-the documents signed 
by the wives, they are acceptable in their present form if Owner's 
Consents to Lien forms are signed by J. E. Cobb and his wife, and 
J. A. McDougald and his wife. 


The document dated October 6, 1947, under which A. R. McGuire 
possesses the property is an Operating Agreement, and provides for 
equal sharing of profits. It permits McGuire to mine for so long as 
there is mining to be done. The indenture dated July 23, 1942, as 
amended, permits the assignment by Haggerty and Madden of 'any of their 
rights under it, if the assignee assumes all the obligations under the 
indenture.

The Strawberry mine has yielded a moderate production, about 


35, 000 unitS of W03 , since 1943, all taken from 3 widely separated ore 
bodies which are small but of good grade. The deposits have not been 
worked to depths greater than 100 feet. It is probable that additional 
ore is present beneath the stopes, and the only likelihood of a signif -
icant discovery is in these places. 


The mine is situated on the Western slope of the Sierra Nevada 
at an altitude of about 7,500 feet where winter snowfall is very heavy. 
The access road is narrow, mountainous, and unsurfaced, and cannot be 
kept open economically in winter time. The mine was worked during the 
winter of 1943-44, but not in any other winter. If winter operation is 
undertaken, the mine must be equipped as a self-contained unit for the 
winter months, and concentrates must be stockpiled. 


Development workings in the mine are of small extent and 
inadequate to maintain ore reserves. Deposit No 1 is opened by a cut, a 
shaft, and drifts and stopes from the shaft. It is reported that the 
shaft is considered unsafe by the State Mine Inspector. Deposit No. 5 
is opened by a short adit from which a stope extends to the surface. 
Several diamond drill holes, drilled in '1951 by the Fresno Mining Company, 
are reported to have cored ore 50 feet beneath the adit. Deposit No. 4, 
about 1,00 feet distant from No. 5, is opened by a short adit and several 
raises to the surface. 


Shallow core drilling by the U. S. Bureau of Mines at deposits 
1 and 5, in 194, is described in R. I. 4543. Eight holes aggregating 
1937 feet were drilled.

The applicant proposes to sink a new shaft at deposit No. 1 to 


open a new level 150 feet beneath the present stopes. On the 225-foot 
level, a crosscut will be driven south to the No. 5 mine, then continued 
1,800 feet to the No. 4 mine. 


The proposal to connect the No. 1 and No. 5 mines may have some 
merit because only about 500 feet of barren crosscut is involved. The long 
additional crosscut to the No. 4 mine is of dubious merit because it provides 
only about 200 feet or less of backs. No topographic survey has been made 
to show the relative elevations of No. 4 mine and Nos. 1 and 5.

	 The entire proposal is largely for mine development rather than. 
exploration. It is doubtful if a development loan could be obtained 
because of insufficient reserves. Therefore some exploration assistance 
is warranted to get the mine on a firmer basis for production. 


The applicant has not submitted a financial statement, but I 
understand 1951 operations were profitable enough to liquidate past 
operating debts but not to provide adequate working capital. With the 
expectation that 1952 operations will also yield a profit, I believe that 
the Company would be in a position to finance its own future development 
after 19521f a moderate-scale exploration program were successfully 


\ concluded in 1952. Therefore, I suggest favorable consideration of a 
modified program to include the following exploration during 1952: 


1 ) Shaft at No. 1 mine 


2) Crosscut to No. 1 mine ore bodies. 


3) Crosscut to No. 5 mine from 225-foot level of shaft. 


4) Core drill about 1,500 feet at No. 4 mine (approximately 
5 holes each 300 feet). 


The proposal to core drill 5,000 feet at the No. 1 and No. 5 
mines seems excessive for the block of ground to be explored. No drilling 
program, with geologic sections, has been presented. 


The relative merits of sinking a shaft at No. 4 mine versus the 
proposed crosscut are not fairly stated by the applicant because the 
proposed rates for shaft-sinking are excessive and the need for roads is 
over-emphasized. Also, electric power could be transmitted from the power 
house at the mill to the No. 4 mine through a transmission line about one 
half mile long, probably at a lower cost than a new generatorat No., 4 mine.
