In reply to your letter of April 30,1952 regarding our 
application for exploration assistance on our claims above noted, and 
also your tracer letter dated June 20,1952. I wish to apologize for 
not having taken care Of this sooner but did not as we have tentatively 
interested some private capital in this project but nothing is as yet, 
certain.


Since making our application, we have opened two more small 
cuts on our claims and in both cuts have found Mica. 


In reply to your letter of April 30,1952, I will try to answer 
Questions in order:-


1. Chas. E. Case is an active Co-owner and partner 
in this application. 


2. The three claims are indentifiable as follows: 
Ridgecrest #1 
Ridgecrest #2 
Ridgecrest #3 


3. As stated in the application, we hope to find 
beryl, but so far no beryl crystals have been 
found. We have not yet had an analytical 
examination of the ore to determine the existance 
of beryllium. 


4. Promising out crops of pegmatite material appearing 
on the surface of the three claims prompted us to 
run shallow open cuts or trenches across the pegmatite 
outcroppings, Later we deepened these trenches, 
The superficial openings showed a width of actual 
pegmatite material lying between the foot and hanging 
wall from a width of twenty feet to as much as thirty 
feet in the various openings along the strike. 


5. Our work thus far indicates that the Mica is well 
distributed thru-out the pegmatite rather than 
consisting of readily distinguishable units or 
contained concentrations.







6. We were given the information that $10,000.00 would 
be the total cost allowable for this project by the 
Department. Of this amount we would use only the 
amount as detailed. 


7. These costs were not based on bids from contractors, 
but were based on our findings after a careful search 
for. the factual cost of the project. Since this time, 
however, we do have a contractors bid which we are 
herein enclosing. 


8. Since the Material Minerals Company closed the Henry J. 
Kaiser Vulcan iron mine, located about five miles out 
of Kelso California, there has not been an actual mining 
operation in the Kelso District. 
Wage scales of former operations in this district are 
obsolete as of today, so our only alternative in the 
matter of arriving at these wages was to contact the 
timekeeper for the Union Pacific Railroad Company at 
Keiso, California. Through him we learned that a man 
working as a laborer on the bridge and building gang 
and whose duties were in a measure comparable to that 
of a Mucker, received 11.00 for 8-hours, work together 
with board, insurance retirement benefits etc., in all 
amounting to $15.86 per day. A man with some skill 
comparable to hoist or timber man on a mining shaft 
operation, receives just under $20.00 per day. 
Board and room are rather high as Kelso, California and 
men would have to be brought in and would demand wages 
similar to these mentioned. 


I trust that I have been able to answer these questions 
in a clear manner and I wish to thank you for your interest and 
courtesy.
