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STATEﬁENT 0¥ APPLICANT'S PROPOSAL
The new application, docket DMEA-2673, is a request for an ex-
ploration loan smounting to {18,970. The proposed work includgs
driving 200 feet of exploration work which would include a 100-foot
adit with 50-foot crosscuts on each sidé of the face; and the construction
of approximately three miles of access road. Camp facilities for the
crew are outlined.
The exposure of tactite on the Meta #1 cléim is the site of the
proposed work. No detail topographic map was made of this area.
The hillside is very steep and a 100-foot adit would have a back of
gdbout 50 feet at the face. Scheelite-bearing tactite that might be
indicated from this proposed exploration work woulci amount to a very
small lonnage and therefore the loan is not justified.

The cost estimates submitted by the applicant are too high.
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Introduc tionl/

The Pacific Star Mines Company property was examined on October
28, 1952 by W. P, Irwin and J. F. Robertson of the Geological Surveye
Mr. S. D. Crotsenberg of the company, guided the party to three of the
four claims concémed. The company submitted an application to DMEA
for Government assistance in an $18,970,00 exploration program that involves '
driving a 100 foot crosscut with 50 feet of drift to each side of the
crosscut. The application is not clear as to where the proposed work is
to Be done. Mr. Crotsenberg was poorly informed of the Company's plans,
but believed that Meta No. 1 Claim is the location. Other members of the
company who are more familiar with the exploration plans were not able
to be present during the examination.

The Company has made little attempt by surface trenching to
determine the potentialities of the three prospects examineds The
prospects contain small showings of tungsten-bearing rock. Some of the
tungsten-bearing rock is high-grade ore, but the average grade of the
rock is low. The most promising of the prospects is estimated to contain
only 300 units of WO3. It is recommended that the applicant's request for
Government aid be denied. _

Location

The tungsten property is at an altitude of 8500 feet near
Sherman Peak in the Southern Sierra Nevadas in sec. 22,T. 22 S., Re 33 E,,
Kernville Quadrangle, Kern County, California. The area is referred to as
the Brushy Creek Mining District, and is 5 miles east of the Kern River
within the Sequoia National Forest. The property is reached from the
new earth-fill dam one mile below the town of Isabella (now abandoned)
by driving 26 miles over paved highway to a point up the Kern River Valleys;
from that point a toll road climbs 11 miles to the ridge crest beyond the
Sheman Peak Tungsten Mine to within 2 miles of the claims. The toll
road is in good condition, but excessively steep grades prohibit travel
except in vehicles with extra low gear.

Geology

The bedding of the tactite strikes Ne55°E., and dips from
35 degrees to 70 degrees NW. Lamping with ultra-violet light showed
sparse grains of scheelite disseminated throughout the tactite. A chip

Two outcrops of metamorphic rock are between the most northerly
prospect and the next prospect to the southeast. One is about 250 feet
southeast of the northerly prospecte. It covers an area 25 feet wide by
50 feet long, and consists of schist, hornfels and a minor amount of
toctite. The bedding of these metamorphic rocks strike Ne30°W and dips
60°NE. The second outcrop is 100 feet farther to the scutheast and covers
an area 10 feet wide and 30 feet long. The rocks are similar to those in
the first outcrope Both outcrops were lamped at night, and are almost

- ‘barren of scheelite. One contazined a single small grain of scheelite, the
second contained perhaps half a dozen small grainse

The second prospect: is several hundred feet southeast of the
most southeasterly of these outcropse The prospect consists of two small
pits in a tactite body in granodiorite that is exposed discontinuously for
approximately 50 feet along its trace. The bedding of the tactite strikes
Nol0°W.and is verticale At the north end of the exposure the tactite
body is 8.feet thick and at the south end is poorly exposed, but appears
to be as much as 30 feet thick. Most of the exposed tactite is barren
of scheelite. The most abundant occurrence of scheelite is in a three
foot width of the tactite exposed by a pit in the northern part of the
outcrops There the scheelite occurs as three parallel shoots that are
one-hzlf inch wide and no more than three feet long, and are spaced in
a staggered manner along a 3-foot width of the bede The remaining 5-foot
width of the bed is nearly barren. A chip sample taken across the 3-foot

_contains many scheelite crystals some of which are as much as 1} inches
across. It is estimated to contain between 2 and 5 percent WO3. No tactite
of this grade was seen in place. e

The third prospect is about 1000 feet southeast of the second
prospect, and is covered by the Meta No. 1 claim, It is on a prominence
of a steep spur and consists of several small pits in a body of tactite
surrounded by granodiorite. The tactite body appears to be an almost
completely eroded trough of a syncline that plunges gently northwest. The
southeast end of the tactite body is exposed, but to the northwest the

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tactite is concealed beneath slopewash. The tactite body is exposed for
90 feet along the trace of the axial plane of the syncline and for a
width of 60 feet normal to the. axial plane. The trace of the axial plane
of the syncline trends No55°W. The south limb strikes Ne75°W. and dips

It is estimated
that possibly 10 percent of the tactite body exposed on the Meta No. 1
claim will average 0.5 percent W0,, The ore appears to be amenable to
hand sorting and it is likely tha% a smaller percentage could be sorted
to a grade of 1 percent WO,., The quantity of tactite that forms the
Meta Noe.

Conclusions®

None of the deposits show much promise of containing a significant
quantity of tungsten ore.-‘The-progpéct on Meta Nos 1 claim is the most
promising of the group, but is economically unattractive owing to the low .
average grade of the ore, the limited size of the ore body, and difficult d
accessibility of the deposite The occurrence of scheelite in all of the
deposits is spotty, and the ratio of barren rock to scheelite-bearing rock
is highe There is no geologic evidence to indicate that a different condition
will obtain in the unexposed parts of the tactite bodies. It is likely
that a small exploration program consisting of trenching would expose tactite
northwest of the shear zone, but such exploration does not seem warranted
in view of the low average grade of the exposed tactite,

It is recommended that the applicant's request for Governmént aid
to explore the Pacific Star deposits be denied.,

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These claims are not sufficiently well described in the
application for me to determine if they were examined by the
Geological Survey in 1944, It is possible that the principal ;
prospect is in sec. 34, T. 22 S., R. 33 E. and was formerly e
Jnown as Brush Creek No. 1. A memorandum report by Konrad B, - :
Krauskopf of the Geological Survey, dated April 20, 1944, gives }
the following description of prospects in the area:

"Fourteen claims are owned by S. T, Halsted, S. D.
Crotsenberg and R. D. Lewis in the area north and east of the
Road's End post office, 20 miles north of Kernville, Not all
were .visited, but probably the majority are unimportant. The
only claim from which production is even remotely possible in
the near future, Brush Creek No. 1, is in the northwest quarter
of Section 34, T. 22 S., R. 33 E., MD B&M, 3 miles by trail from
the highway, at an elevation of 6,500 feet (Kernville Quadrangle).
