The applicants propose 200 feet or more of drift, about 100 
feet of raise, to build a 15—ton pilot mill, and living quarters for 
crew, when needed, at cost of $50,000. The applicants say they do not 
now have money to pay for their share of the work, and apparently intend 
to sell part of their interest on the strength of the proposed exploration 
project.


The Locarno claims were examined by the Geological Survr 
during World War II, and in 1942-3 shipped about ] tons of hand—sorted 
ore containing about 2 percent W03 . The widest scheelite vein seen then 
was about one inch; as stated by applicant, the deposits were worked 
primarily for gold. Although the assays reported as taken by "U. S. 
engineers" indicate material of potential interest, the estimate of 
12,000 tons of ore should be verified. 


Recommendation: 


The applicant should be advised that the pilot mill cannot be 
financed by DMEPJ, and his method of financing should be clarified. If 
applicant is still interested in exploration only, and can definitely 
finance his share, the application should be referred to the field team.
