Applicant requested Government assistance to explore the 
Silver Dream Lode, San Bernardino County, California, by deepening 
two surface trenches, extending a crosscut 250 feet to intersect 
the mineralized zone, and drifting on the ore a total distance of 
150 feet. Total cost of the project as estimated by the applicant 
was $20,000. The application was referred to the field for additional 
information and review. 


The examining team of the ]]1EA. found that the deposit 
consisted of small, irregularly distributed pockets or concentrations 
of lead-silver minerals in pendants of quartz-mica schist in granite. 
Of 13 samples assayed, the highest contained 3.2% Pb and 1990 Os. 
Ag per ton. Because of the low values and the irregular occurrence 
of the ore, the examining team recommended that the application be 
denied.


The present reviewers concur in this recommendation.

Survey, dated December 17, 1952. 


According to the examining geologists the Silver Dream 
Lode consists of small, scattered concentrations of lead and silvei-. 
bearing minerals in shear zone. The deposit cannot be mined at a 
profit, as the highest assay result obtained from thirteen samples 
was 3.2 percent lead and 1.90 ounces of silver per ton. The remain-
ing samples contained considerably less metal value. 


A review of the report indicates that the applicants 
request for a Government loan should be denied.

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Introduction 


The Silver Dream Lode, San Bernardino County, California, was 
examined by E. M. MacKevett and E. H. Pampeyan of the Geological Survey 
on November 25-26, 1952 at the request of the Defense Minerals Explora-
tion Administration. Chester A. Black, the applicant, and J • A. Vande-
grift, a retired mining engineer who is interested in the property, accom-
panied the examining geologists for a few hours at the claim. Field w rk 
consisted of cutting 13 samples and making a topographic and geologic map 
at a scale of one inch equals 100 feet with a twenty foot contour interval. 
A plane table and alidade were used in mapping • Snow obscured some of the 
outcrops"north slopes, but all of the alleged mineralized areas were ex-
posed. The writers conferred with the applicant and Mr. Vandegrift for 
several hours on November 27th concerning additional data for the appli-
cation, revisals in estimated costs, and alternative exploration. 


Lead and silver bearing minerals occur as small, scattered con-' 
centrations in shear zones. It is doubtful that they could be mined at a 
profit, as the highest assay result obtained from the thirteen samples was 
3.2 percent lead and 1.90 ounces of silver per ton. The remaining samples 
contained either 0.1 or 0.2 per cent lead and less than an ounce of silver 
per ton. Assay results submitted by the applicant are considerably higher 
than those of the examining geologists, but they are believed to represent 
selective grab samples. It is recommended that the applicants request for 
Government aid in further exploration of the deposit be denied. 


Location 


The Silver Dream lode occupies one claim at altitudes between 
approximately 6800 and 7000 feet in sec. 17 (projected) T. 2'N., R. 3E., 
SBBM, in the Morongo mining district, San Bernardino Mountains. The 
mine is accessible to automobile travel by turning onto the Rose Mine road 
from the Big Bear Lake-Victorvifle road (State Highway 18) about three 
miles east of Baldwin Lake, travelling southeasterly over the Rose Mine 
road, a fair dirt road, for 7.8 miles, then turning easterly and pro-
ceeding for about 2 miles on the Tip Top Mountain road, a poor dirt road 
constructed by the Forest Service, to the Silver Dream lode. 


Workings on the claim include 5 cuts about 12 feet in average 
width and 12 feet in maximum depth that range from 20 to 90 feet in length, 
three inclined shafts, the deepest about 20 feet in depth, a 128 foot adit, 
and irregular surficial areas on which overburden has been cleared by a 
bulldozer.


According to Mr. Vandegrift, the mine was discovered in 1949 by 
Roy S. Saviers, who subsequently accounted for the mine's total production 
by mining about three tons of lead ore from one of the shafts. The appli-
cant holds a lease on the property with a purchase option. 
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S
Geology 


The Silver Dream lode is in an area of numerous pendants within 
a fine-grained, leucocratic granite. A few aplite dikes are associated 
with the granite and locally penetrate the pendants. Marble or recrystall-
ized impure limestone and quartz-mica schist are the dominant rocks of the 
pendants. The pendants have lengths of several thousand feet and strati-
graphic thicknesses of two or three hundred feet in the vicinity of the mine. 
Most of the metamorphic rocks are foliated, and both the foliation and the 
bedding prevailingly strike about N. 700 W. and dip from 6()° to 800 NE, 


Ore minerals occur in narrow, irregular shear zones that roughly 
parallel the bedding and foliation. The sheer zones, which are largely con-
fined to the schistose parts of the pendants, range from a few inches to 
about two feet in thickness, and are not traceable along their strikes for 
more than 10 or 20 feet. Most of' the shear zones are iron stained, but a 
few also contain spottily distributed lead minerals. Kernals of galena 
2 or 3 inches in maximum diameter and minor amounts of cerussite are ex-
posed in shear zones in the Vandegrift shaft, and in "B" and "C" cuts. 
Some oxidized lead minerals are in the shear zone in the shaft between "C" 
and j)fl cuts.


Sampling 


Eleven chip samples and two grab samples ranging from ) to 30 
feet in length were cut.. These samples were assayed by the Hydrometallur-  
gical and Ore-Dressing Branch of the U. S. Bureau of Mines in Reno, Nevada. 
Following is a tabulation of the assay results:

The irregular, spotty distribution of ore minerals throughout 
the numerous shear zones and the fact that the applicant believes that cuts 


"B", and "C" are cut entirely in ore necessitated fairly long samples 
in most instances. The discrepancies between the assay results obtained 
by the examining geologists and those submitted by the applicants is probably 
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attributable to selective sampling on the part of the applicants, Mr. 
Black told the writers that he tended to select the richest-appearing 
material, i.e. galena kernals, in taking samples, and it is the writer's 
belief that the majority of the assay results submitted in the applica-
tion represent 'grab samples taken in a similar manner. Outcrops on the 
claim east of "A" cut and west of "E" cut appear barren of lead minerals 
and were not sampled by the writers. 


Reserves 


Reserves--No measured or indicated ore reserves are present at the 
Silver Dream lode, and in view of the spotty distribution of ore minerals 
it is difficult to estimate inferred ore. Perhaps a ton or two of.low-
grade ore could be mined by selectively exploiting the exposed shear zones, 
but it is doubtful if a substantial production could be realized fran the 
property.


Requirements and Costs 


Requirements and Costs--Additional data, revisions and more explicit in. 
formation concerning the cost its under question 6, I-103, were 
obtained by conferring with the spplicant and Mr. Vandegrift. The applicant 
intends to contract the tunneling and drifting at $20.00 per foot and to 
furnish the equipment and supplies necessary for this work. A revision of 
estimated costs of the applicant's proposal that totals 116 .,510 rather 
than $20,000 as originally estimated follows:

Conclusions 


The mineralized shear zones at the Silver Dream lode are much 
too lean and the ore minerals too irregular in occurrence to be profitably 
mined,	 It is recommended that the request for a DIVIEA, loan be denied.
