The applicant's request for an exploration loan amounting 
to 46,2ll.6O should be denied. Exploration work proposed by the 
applicant involves 4,600 feet of core drilling, rehabilitating and 
sampling old workings'and sampling outcrops and dumps. 


The requested loan should be denied for all of the reasons 
outlined in the review of the docket by E. L. Newcomb by memorandum 
to Mr. E. iin. Ellis, dated December 5, 1952. 


The applicant's chief engineer, Mr. James F. Collins, has 
avariciously included and recommended himself at a salary of l,00O.00 
per month. B oth the DMPA docket and the DIIEA docket were poorly 
prepared. Officers of the coorporation, including the president, 
vice president, and secretary-treasurer, have very little mining 
experience. 


It is quite probable that the applicant desires a small 
exploration loan to promote stock sales. The present Copper World 
Mining Company was incorporated in Nevada in 1950 with 2,500,000 
shares of common stock outstanding. 


Although the property produced some ore, this production 
was made at a time when economic conditions were more favorable 
than now exist. The mine was depleted. The exploration work proposed 
by the applicant would not indicate any reserves of minable copper 
ore.


The exploration work proposed by the applicant is not 
recommended and the requested loan should be denied.

I have revie''ed. the subject docket at Mr. Bai1ey request, 
and recommend. that the request for an exploration loan be denied.

Discovery of a significant tonnage of ore is irobab1e, 
As a result of our examination in May 1952, B, H, Sheahen H, L. 
Sobel and I felt that the property contains little mineable ore, The 
ore, if any, probably occurs in a zone several feet wids along a 
contact between quarts monsonite and. dolomite. Most csrtain1T 
the property does not contain a large deposit that can be worked. 
by a large sca1 open pit as conceived. by the applicant, 


The exploration plan is poorly prepared.. The applicant 
gives little idea of the target to be explored.. Seventeen proposed 
d.ri1lho1e sites are shornon the map (two are labelled No, 12, and 
none is labelled. No. 10), The holes are to be a total of 4,600 
feet in length, but no information is given as to the length and. in 
climation of individual holes. Drill holes No, 8 through 13 are in 
the area of the old. workings, and although sufficient data is lacking 
to be sure, it is quite likely that some of the boles will intersect 
the old, workings. Judging from our concept of the geolor of the 
deposit, most of these boles will be in barren dolomite, Holes Nos. 1 
through 7 would. probably be collared. in a quarts monsonite sill, and. 
conceivably may intersect a thin sons of cooperbearing rock at a 
contact between quarts moasonite aM dolomite. The structure of the 
area is insufficiently knoto warrant the amount of drilling proposed 
by the applicant.

I recommend referral of this project to the Fie]d Team of 
Region III with reqaest for a report and recommendation. It may 
not be necessary to make another field examination, as the property 
was pretty well looked over in connection with the DMPA application. 


One or two thoughts occurred to me: First step in an 
exploration project on this prospect should be mapping and sampling 
of the underground workings on the Copper World, with geology added. 
At the same time, a reconnaissance-type geologic map should be made 
of all five claims, accompanied by sufficient sampling of copper 
showings to indicate where the hot spots are, if any. Only after 
those things have been done could trenching or drilling be laid out 
to best advantage. The geo1or should be by some experienced mining 
geologist acceptable to DMEA. My impression from reviewing the DMPA 
application was that the applicant was being poorly advised; extrava-
gant claims were made.

The applicant requests Govern 	 assistance on a project 
involving Li.600 feet of core drilling, rehabilitating and sampling old 
workings, and sampling outcrops and dumps. 


This property was recently denied a production loan of $2,191,000 
by DMPA. Denial was based on the following factors: 


1). Applicant's estimate of average grade of reserves (2 per cent copper) was too high. By comparison,the field team estimate, based upon chip samp1ing in the accessible workings (Main Level) averaged 
less than 0.1 per cent copper. 


2). The limited geologic and assay data submitted by the appli-
cant did not adequately substantiate his estimate of the average grade 
or the total reserves on the Copper 1orld property. 


A field team examination was made on the property primarily 
in connection with the .1IPA (production loan) application. However, they 
state in their report that further exploration would not add materially 
to the present limited reserves. 


The geology of the Copper World mine has been described in an 
unpublished report on the Ivanpah quadrangle by D. 	 Hewett of the 
Geological Survey. The mine is in a block of Goodaprings dolomite that 
has been intruded by several sill-like bodies of quartz-monzonjte, In 
general, the rocks dip about 30 southeasterly. Copper mineralization 
occurs as thin replacement lenses in dolomite adjacent to the quartz-
monzoxiite sills. 


Past production has been obtained almost entirely from a 
shallow open cut. However, a few hundred tons of ore probably was 
mined from the downdip extension of the surface ore in the ground above 
the main level. The total past production has been about 7,000 tons of 
hand-sorted ore.

According to Hewett, based upon mapping he did several 
years ago, there is no evidence exposed in the lower level workings 
to indicate the presence of an ore body of appreciable size. 


From the available geological information there is no 
evidence which suggests that favorable drilling targets exist on the 
property. Also, this information does not indicate that a major 
block of low-grade ore has been developed or will be found in the 
area of the lower workings.
