The above docket was originally submitted to D. N. P. A. 
and was designated DNPA 2733. A copy of my memorandum to D. M. P. A. 
is enclosed, it describes the property briefly and surmnarizes the 
information avaUable in our files. 


Discussing the area with Mr. Wilson today leads me to the 
conclusion that the property might possibly yield as much as 100,000 
tons of material, averaging 10 to 15 percent Mn. The ore mineral is 
hard psilomelane, the gange is andesite and calcite. Modern sink-
float treatment and the existing price of 2.30 per unit might make 
operation feasible. 


In its present form, the proposal is essentially the same 
as that presented to D. N. P. A., and is not suitable for exploration 
assistance. if modified to include exploration only, I would recommend 
that the application be referred to the field for check sampling to 
reappraise the grade and possible tonnage of ore in the ground, and 
for a recommendation as to the feasibility of operation.
