Summary and Conclusions 


Mr. N. V. Franceschi, owner of the Locarno tungsten prospect, 


DMEA 3O2L, Kern County, California has applied for a government 


loan under the DNEA program to assist in exploring for scheelite-. 


bearing veins • The prospect lies in granodiorite that is tram-


sec ted by a set of northeast trending fault zones that carry minor 


scheelite. Locally, small concentrations of scheelite have been 


found in the eluvial mantle • The 370 feet of workings explore 


two parallel faults that strike N. 55 E • and bound a 2 foot wide 


zone of sheared and altered granodiorite. The proposed work cOn--


sists of driving 250 to 300 feet of drift from the northeast face 


of the main workings and cross cut 100 feet to northwest, at a cost 


of $10 per foot or a total of about $li3O00. 


Not enough schèeiite can reasonably be expected to be uncovered 


to warrant exploration of the Locarno tungsten prospect under the 


DNEA program. The exposed scheelite deposits are in a few, errati-


cally distributed, tiny lenses, 2-Li inches wide by, at most,3 feet 


long in sheared and altered granodiorite. In all probability the 


same type of spotty occurrence would be found by extending the work-.

Introduction 


The Locarno mine tungsten prospect, DMEA 3O2L, Kern County, 


California, was • examined at the request of H • C. Miller, Executive 


Officer for DNEA, Regi9n III, by J. F. Ebertson of the U. S. 


Geological Survey the evening of June 9 and during the day of 


June 10, 1953. N. V. Franceschi, the owner and applicant for gov-


ernment assistance, accompanied the geologist on the examination. 


Dr. A. L. Bennett, research physicist for the U. S. Navy at China 


Lake, California, was present part of the time • Outcrops, mainly 


in new road cuts and pits, were inspected with ultra-violet lamp at 


night, and the surface and underground were visited and mapped dur-


ing the day. One sample was taken from the shelitebearing eluvial 


deposit, and assayed for tungsten by the U. S. Bureau of Mines at 


1no, Nevada. 


The Locarno property was previously examined by U. S • Bureau 


of Mines engineers R. R. Trengove and B. H. She ahan on June 12, 1951 


in regard to an application fo r a 2 mile access road • The road was 


approved, and was constructed by the U. S • Forest Service in the 


fall of l92 at a cost of $20,000. Francesehi applied for a DA 


loan for a one exploratory work on May 7, 1953.

Location, Access, and General Description 


The Locarno mine is located on 97 acres of patented land in 


the SE* sec. 21, T. 29 5., R. 314 E., IVIDB & N., Nojave 30 minute 


quadrangle, in Kern County, California. It is within but near 


the south boundary of the Sequoia National Forest, in the Piute 


Mountains • Most of the mine property is on the SE flank of a 


prominent spur between 6300 to 6800 feet elevation above sea level. 


With the new access road, the property can be reached froiñ 


Bakersfield by automobile via Caliente, a distance of .5 miles. 


The route from Bakersfield follows the Tehachapi Pass highway 


U. S. 1466 for 22 miles to southeast. From this point a fair paved 


road to north and east is followed for 25.S miles to the Flute 


ranch, by way of Caliente, Paris-.Loraine, and the Sand Canyon Store. 


A one way, winding dirt road from the Flute ranch is followed for 


8 miles to the Locarno mine • The last 2* miles of newly constructed 


road has many sharp switchbacks that require backing and turning. 


The switchback turns should be enlarged, and large boulders and 


sluff from cut banks must be cleared before the road can be used 


extensively for hauling. According to Mr. Franceschi, the property 


is now accessible throughout most of the winter season, because the 


new road is on the south flank and in the lee of the main ridges of 


the Piute Mountains. The nearest railroad is the Southern Pacific 


line at Caliente, 29 miles from the property.

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The camp and mill are supplied the year around with water from 


nearby springs. At present the property is not served by electri-


city, but it is equipped with a telephone. fimber may be cut on 


the property to satisfy the mine and fuel needs, but it is easier 


and no less expensive to haul in already cut lumber required for 


building or mining. 


The Locarno is essentially a gold property consisting of adits 


and mine workings at several altitudes. Tungs ten, in the mineral 


scheelite, occurs as a minor constituent in the gold veins • The 


greatest amount of scheelite uncovered on the property is at the 


southern-most and lowest workings, which are the subject of the 


operator's loan application. It is referred to, hereinafter, as the 


"Locarno tungsten prospect," to distinguish it from the upper work-


ings of the Loc arno gold mine. 


Half a mile to the north of the Locarno property is the Gwyime 


mine, belonging to the Geringer Bros. It has produced considerable. 


gold from northeast-trending quartz veins in granodiorite • To the 


south of the Locarno mine half a mile is the Simon mine owned by 


Mr. Franceschi. It has produced some scheelite that was hand sorted, 


then milled at Atôlia. The Simon mine is not being operated at the 


present time.
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Mine Workings 


The upper workings of the Locarno mine have been extensively 


mined for gold and are partly accessible. Little gold mining has 


been done on the property since before World War II. Examination 


of the upper workings disclosed a number of very small pockets of 


scheelite that could hardly be considered more than traces. Some 


scheelite is reported to have been recpvered from surface concen-


trations in the soil. Several shallow pits are scattered about 


near the upper workings, but only a few specks of scheelite were 


observed.in these prospects. The mine camp is situated near the 


upper mine workings. 


The tungsten prospect is 800 to 1000 feet south of, and over 


300 feet lower in altitude than, the mine camp. It is reached via 


the newly constructed access road, which, except for one switchback, 


is not shon on the attached map.. The 9 surface at the tungsten pros-. 


pect is steep, with a slope of 300 or more, and is covered by a 


3 to feet mantle of loose rock and soil. Road cuts expose the 


bedrock; except for that, granodiorite in place cannot be distin-


guished from huge rounded boulders that have slid from above. 


The soil, which contains traces of scheelite, has been pros-


pected by pits and a small trench. One or two minor concentrations 


of scheelite have been found in the eluvial material, and two edits 


have been driven to explore the underlying rock for scheelite veins. 


The main adit is driven on a northerly heading for 130 feet, with 


180 feet of drifting along a NE-trending hanging wall fault of a 


wide shear zone. A 30 foot crosscut off the drift to north.explores 
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the shear zone. There are no stopes. The other adit is 350 feet 


to north, at the switchback in the road. It explores a northeast .-


trending fault for about L0 feet. 


Geology 


The Locamo mine occurs within the Isabella granodiorite mass 


that is part of the Sierra Nevada batholithic complex. All the mine 


workings are developed along a set of major northeast trending fault 


zones. Along some of them gold quartz veins have been formed • The 


granodiorite country rock is very fresh except adjacent to and within 


the fault zones where it is considerably altered. 


The main adit of the Locarno tungsten prospect passes through 


fresh granodiorite and penetrates a zone of sheared and broken grano-


diorite 90 feet from the portal. The zone is 25 feet wide, strikes 


N. 5S° E., and is bounded on the hanging wall side by a well defined 


fault that dips 600 south. The footwall side is less well defined 


by a fault that dips about L0° south and appears, with flattening of 


dip, to converge with the hanging wall fault in the1 southwest end of 


the workings • The main drift follows the hanging wall fault for 180 


feet along the strike. 


Within the sheared and broken zone the granodiorite is extensively 


altered, with development of clay minerals and sericite. Locally, it 


is also silicified. The rock is lirnonite stained throughout from 


alteration of biotite and other mafic minerals. Stringers and lenses 


of quartz, from less than an inch to 3-Li. inches thick, occur in the 


zone, but they are only a few feet long and are erratically distributed.

Only three tiny pods of disseminated scheelite were seen in the 


sheared and altered . zone. One spot, exposed in the southwest drift 


at the back, is 2 to 3 inches wide and a foot long, and is estimated 


to contain about 2 per cent W03. The second and third spots are in 


the northeast drift and in the crosscut. Each is 2-) inches wide 


and 1-2 feet long, and is estimated to contain 0.2 per cent or less 


W03. No samples from these occurrences were taken because the samples 


would have constituted the total amount of scheelite showing, and would 


not have represented any potential production. Mr. Franceschi pointed 


out the location where a similar pod of scheelite had been mined out. 


Sample No. 5, taken by the Bureau of Mines engineers during the exami-


nation for the access road, came from this pod. 


In the small adit just north of the switchback on the tungsten 


prospect, the altered and broken granodiorite is exposed in a N. 5 E. 


trending fault. •A very small lens of scheelite was exposed at the 


face of this adit when examined earlier by the Bureau of Nirs engineers, 


but it has since been removed. Sample No. 1 came from this lens • The 


fault exposed in the upper adit may be the up dip continuation of the 


footwall fault noted in the lower adit. The road cut between the two 


adits exposes some shear planes in altered granodiorite, which suggests 


the outcropping of the broken zone exposed in the lower adit. 


The eluvial mantle on the tungsten prospect contains traces of 


scheelite derived from erosion of veins. Locally, small concentrations 


of scheelite have been found in the soil and prospecting has been car-


ried on for larger placer concentrations. The 17 foot long trench 


located above the main adit contains one or two small concentrations, 
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but composite sample No. 6 taken by the writer from along the length 


of the trench assayed only 0.014 per cent W)3. Listed below are assays 


of samples 1 to 5 taken by the Bureau of Mines engineers arid sample 


No. 6 taken by the writer. The locations are shown on the map (fig. 1)::

The assays. of samples 1 to 5 taken by the Bureau of Mines engineers 


give a false impression of the values that may be expected from the 


deposit. The samples are from the tiny lenses of disseminated scheelite, 


which in no way represent continuous mineralization in well defined 


patterns. Every sample is from a lens that would probably yield less 


than 30 pounds of sche elite-bearing rock. The Bureau of Mines engineers, 


list 50 units W03 measured reserves in the workings of the tungsten 


prospect, but this figure is without substantiation. No measurable 


reserve of scheelite ore was observed by this writer. 


Equipment 


The mine camp has two cabins large enough to accommodate 10 to 15 


men comfortably. The cabins are in excellent condition with stoves, 


kitchen and plumbing facilities, and furniture • Mr. Frances chi owns 


two pick-up trucks in fair to good condition. 


There are two gold mills, one at the Locarno mine and the other 


at the Simon mine • s reported by the Bureau of Nines engineers, the 
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Locarno mill "contains a l ton gyratoxy mill, one 15 horsepower 


Fairbanks Z-type gasoline engine, 3 other small engines, and an 


8S Cu. ft. compressor." 


The lower Simon mill "contains a 3 foot diameter Huntington 


mill, an 8" x 12" jaw crusher, one 16 foot Wilfley table, one 20 


horsepower Standard marine engine, and amalgam plates. Mr. Franceschi 


has the necessary equipment, rolls, and tables to convert the gold 


mills to tungsten mills." 


Mr. Franceschi says that he has all the necessary pipe, rails, 


mine cars, jack hammers, and tools to undertake the proposed under-. 


ground exploration. Powder, gas and oil, and possibly timber are 


the only items that would have to be bought.

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The mining would be undertaken by Mr. Fraiceschi with a helper 


at an estimated cost of $10 per foot including equipment, powder, 


timber, labor at $2 per hour, and contingencies. Work can progress 


at an average of 6 feet per day. Total cost, on the $10 per foot 


basis, amounts to about $Lj,000. 


Conclusion 


In view of the negligible amount of scheelite uncovered in the 


tungsten prospect, no exploration of the deposit is warranted. Only 


a few such tiny pods of scheelite as are already exposed in the work-


ings can be expected by exploring the extension of the shear zone or 


crosscutting for parallel veins.
