The Wangoodlord tungsten claims, Siskiyou County, California 
were re-examined by J. F. Robertson and W. P. Irwin of the U. S. 
G3ological Survey on September 2b, 19S3 following a request by the 
D4EA Operating Committee for reappraisal of the property. The property 
was examined previously by J. F. Robertson on May 19 and 20, l93 in 
connection with an application by H • K • Goodart for Government assist-
arice, listed under Docket DNEA 2819. At the first examination it was 
determined that chances of finding significant amounts of scheelite 
on the Wangoodlord claims by any method of exploration were poor, and 
the recommendation was made that no financial aid under the DA 
program be granted. 


Subsequently, the operator, Mr. G. C. Paonessa, filed a 
new application for Government assistance on the basis of new work 
accomplished, at a cost of $8,800, and on the results of assays that 
he had obtained • Docket No • DMEA 3lL.6 was assigned to the new appli-
cation.


The attached map is slightly modified from the map accompany-
ing the earlier report, and shows one or two more outcrops, the new 
adit, and assays of additional samples 7, 8, and 9. Work accomplished 
on the property between the first and second examinations cons is ted 
of an adi,t on the east side of the river (Prospect No. 6), and minor 
excavations to expose ff'eslI rock at Prospect No. Lj. and in an outcrop 
on the steep slope 100 feet above Prospect No. 3. The adit at Prospect 
No. 6 trends northeast 32 feet in massive quartzite and lime silicate 
hornfels. In this adit, two or three traces of scheelite, associated 
with quartz stringers, were observed. Assay of sample No. 8 taken 
from the face of the adit represents the extremely low W03 content 
in the bulk of the rock. Sample No. 9 was taken from scheelite-bearing

aniphibolite and lime silicate rocks that are intimately mixed with 
the granodiorite in the outcrop south of Prospect No. .3. The limited 
exposure of this rock is shown at the southwest edge of the sketch 
map. At Prospect No. L, scheelite-bearing tactite occurs as a skim 
less than an inch thick along the contact between granodiorite nd 
lime silicate hornfels for a length of 2 feet. No sample of this 
skix was taken, as the W03 content has no economic importance. 
Sample No 7 was taken at the face of the adit at Prospect No. 1 
to check the assay of sample No • 6. 


Of curious note was the action of Mr. Paonessa's partners 
in blasting out and then filling the 8-foot shaft at Prospect No. 3, 
effectively covering or obliterating the 8-inch wide by 3-foot long 
concentration of scheelite-bearing tactite observed during the first 
examination. This lens had provided the best exposure of scheelite 
on the claims. bJhen Mr. Paonessa was asked why the shaft had been 
filled, he stated only that it had been blasted down. 


Scheelite is concentrated enough in 2 or 3 very small iso-
lated lenses to give samples that assay 3 to L. percent W03 , Such 
samples taken by the operator however, are highly selective, and 
misrepresent the true value of the deposits. The lenses of scheelite-
bearing tactite are only 2 or 3 feet long by a few inches or less 
wide. Most of the exposures show only traces of scheelite and, as 
indicated by the numerous assays obtained, development of the property 
is impractical. 


The re-examination substantiates the conclusions and recom-
mendations given in the earlier DIA report. Work done on the property 
between the first and second visits has not uncovered any significant 
scheelite mineralization. Not enough material of ore grade is exposed 
or indicated to justify mine developnent. Government assistance for 
exploration under DMEA is not warranted on the Wangoodlord tungsten 
claims.
