Reference is to your letter dated March 2, 1954, requesting
a field examination of the subject property.

The Silver Queen Tungsten Mine was examlned on May 6 and 7,
1654, and there are attached four copies of the examiners' report
entitled "DMEA-325L, Silver Queen Tungsten Mine, Tulare County,
California," by E. M. MacKevett, Geologist, U. S. Geological Survey,
and John D. Warne, Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, dated
June 10, 195L.

According to the report, the property does not merit Govern-
ment assistance for further exploration. The tenor of the entire tactite
ore body exposed in the underground workings would average about 0.1l per
cent WO3. Any tactite encountered would probably be of similar grade to
that now exposed as there are no geologic reasons to favor richer con-
centrations of scheelite. Therefore the tactite would probably be too
lean to mine and the property is not amenable to successful exploration.

I concur with the conclusions that have been reached by the
engineer and geologist.

SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

An éxamination of the Silver Queen Tungsten mine was made by
a geologist bf the Geological Survey and an engineer of the Bureau of
Mines during May 6 and 7, 1954; This examinatidn was conduc;ted pur-
suant to an a.pplication for exploratibn assistance by Mr. Thomas A.
Hazelton dated .Februa.ry 7, 1954. The applicant wa.s..presen.t'duri-ng‘
the examination. |

The rhining"property’ is located 20 miles by road ‘southeast of
L,emoncove;, Tulare County, California in sec. 34, T. 18 S., R. 29 E.,
M. D. B. &M. (fié. 1).

The financial responsibility of the applicant is not known. His
conduct c;f a previous DMEA project (contract Idm-E305) was unsatis-
fac;tdry, and work done to date on the proposed proj ;ect is not impressive.

"This mine property is held under a lease va'gi'eement by the appli-
cant. The main mine workings consist of a 35-foot shaft and 35 fg_ét

of drift. . Some surface opencut exploration work was being performed
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‘by bulldozing about 500 feet southeast of the shaft (figs. 2a and ‘2b_).

Samples taken of the most favq;a.ble'minera_l__i‘zed material
from the drift contained only 0. 17 percent W’O3 content;‘ and a speci-
men of the highest .grade ore in the sha.f{: assayed 0. 97 percent WO;.
No 'tungsten o.ccurrence worthy of sampling was observed within the
open-cut b;lildozer trenches. The tungsten content of ores exposed
in the mine are consideréd too low in grade and too small in extent
to .allov.v present day mining.

Comments: The Geological Survey has no infomation on this
specific property, but various nearby tungsten deposits are
described in unpublished reports by Konrad B. Krauskopf and
Robert Stopper of the Survey resulting from investigations
made during World War II. In "Tungsten deposits northeast of
Visalia", by William O. Jenkins, Calif. Jour. Mines Geol.,
vol. 39, Calif. State Min. Rpt. 39, pp. 169-182, 1943, the
author states that "most of the discoveries have been made
within the past two or three years...it is to be expected that
more discoveries will be made." All deposits are scheelite in
contact zones of granmitic intrusives. Most deposits known in
1943 were relatively small and low-grade, but some very high-
grade lump scheelite had also been found., The area is geologi-
cally favorable.

Based upon the preliminary examination and the information
now at hand, I can and do recormend soric sort of an arrangement by
which further development can be accomplished elther with or without
immediate production of ore. It would be best to carve off the surface
