SUMMARY 


Mr. Chester W. Decker and John R. Hughes of the Moore Creek 


Mining Cp. applied to the Defense Minerals ExploratlonAdministration 


for Government assistance to explore for tungsten on the White Horse 


and Bay Horse claims situated on Moore Creek, Calaveras County, Cal. 


A joint Bureau of Mines-Geological Survey examination was re-


quested by the Executive Officer, DMEA Field Team, Region III, to 


determine whether the tungsten showings on the property were sufficient 


to justify the project proposed by the applicant and to obtain data neces-


sary to complete a contract.

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The applicants proposed to explore the tactite bodies on the 


White Horse and Bay Horse claims by an underground.adit and surface 


trenches. Total cost of the program. is estimated at $42, 229. 00. 


As a result of the examination, it was determined that there are 


no exposures of tungsten-bearing material of m:inable width and grade 


on the White Horse or Bay Horse claims. The concentrations of ore-


grade material in the tactite bodies on the property are small, of mar-


ginal grade, and erratically distributed. The cost of finding additional 


pods of ore would probably exceed the value of the material contained 


in them, and there is no geologic evidence upon which to base any prob-


ability of finding deposits of higher grade or larger size by the proposed 


program.

INTRODUCTION 


In connection with an application for exploration assistance, 


docket DMEA-3362, the Moore Creek Mining Co., (Bay Horse and White 


Horse claims) were examined on July 29, 1954 by a geologist of the 


Geological Survey for the purpose of inspecting development openings 


that pertained to the Moore Creek Mining Company's (Chester W. Decker 


and John R. Hughes) application for aid in exploring showings of tungsten 


found on the Bay Horse and White Horse claims.

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DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY 


Property holdings comprise two unpatented lode inining claims, 


known as the. Bay Horse and White Horse, situated in the S. 1/2 of sec. 7, 


16 E., Calaveras County, Calif., about 43 miles east of 


Jackson, the supply and shipping point on the Amador Central Railroad. 


ACCESSIBILITY

PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The claims ate located on the south slope of Moore Creek in, an 


area of moderately steep topography at an altitude of about 4200 feet.

Pr e-


cipitatión occurs usually as snow with occasional rains during the fall 


and winter months. Winter storms are' sometimes severe enough to 


impede or stop mining operations during the winter months. . An ample.

The, pendant is ab.out a mile long, 


a thousand feet wide, and is composed chiefly of 'qiartz-mica schist with 


numerous bodies of tactite along the margins..

The granodiorite is a light-gray, mediurn-grained rock contain-


ing quartz, orthoclase, plagioclase, hornblende, and biotite. Near the 


contact with metamorphic rocks, the percentage of dark minerals has 


been greatly increased by the assimilation of mafic material, forming 


a zone of dark dioritic or hybrid rock. 


The contact between the igneous and metamorphic rocks is near-


ly concOrdant with the schistosity and bedding on the west side of the 


pendant and cuts across it on the north end. The nature of the contact 


on the east and south was not observed. 


Within the pendant are two bodies of tactite about 400 feet apart 


separated by beds of quartz-mica schist and intrusive tongues of grano-


diorite. The larger tactite body is about 50 feet wide, over 1, 000 feet 


long, strikes about J• 50 E., and dips about 90 degrees.

ORE DEPOSITS 


The tungsten deposits are scheelite-rich zones in tactite. The 


ore minerals are scheelite, and chalcopyrite, with minor amounts of 


molybdenite and powellite. 


Pods of fine- to medium-grained scheelite, with sparse crystals 


to one inch in cross section, occur at and near the contact of tactite 


with the granodiorite. The pods are a few feet in diameter and are esti-


mated to average about 0. 5 percent W03. 


The deposit on the White Horse claim consists of small errati-


cally distributed concentrations of scheelite ma garnet-rich zone about 


15 feet wide and 50 feet long. A 15-foot chip sample across the zone ex-. 


posed in the open cut assayed less than 0.01 percent WO 3 , 0. 01 percent 


Mo, and 0. 65 percent Cu. A sample of broken rock in the bottom of the 


open cut, cousidered to be ore by the applicants, assayed 0.

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ORE RESERVES' 


There are no measured or indicated ore reserves expqsed on 


the White Horse or Bay Horse claims.

5 percent 


W03) could be mined from the tactite body exposed in the open cut and 


adit on the White Horse claim. Several thousand tons of this grade 


material, concentrated in small pods and lenses throughout the tactite 


body on the White Horse claim, is inferred. The tactite body exposed 


on the Bay Horse claim is smaller in size and contains even less scheel-


ite bearing material. No reserves are inferred for the Bay Horse claim. 


SAMPLING 


A series of three samples were taken from suriace excavations 


and from.material on the dump. Their location ánd.assay values are 


shown on theattached sketch map, fig. 2. 


EXPLORATION 


The, applicants propose to explore the tactite bodies on the White 


Horse and Bay Horse claim's by an underground adit and surface trenches. 


On the White Horse claim', they propose to extend the' existing adit 500 


feet and also to cut five cross trenches 3 feet wide, 7 feet deep, and 40 


feet long at intervals of about 300 feet along the strike of the tactite body. 


On the Bay Horse claim, they propose to cut five cross trenches 3 feet 


wide, 7 feet deep, and 30 feet long at intervals of about 300 feet along 


the strike of, the other tactite body. Total cost of the program is esti-


0
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mated at $42, 229. 00. 


The ground to be explored on the White Horse claim by the pro-. 


posed program is the most favorable geologically for the discovery of 


additional scheelite-bearing material but it is probable that the cost of 


such exploration will exceed the value of the ore to be found. The exist-


ing adit is Ifl: and under the most favorable exposure of scheelite-bearing 


tactite on the property and is almost barren of scheelite a few feet from 


the portal. At about 50 feet from the portal, a crosscut has been run to 


the tactite-granodiorite contact and contains only traces of scheelite. 


Extending this adit an additional 500 feet, even if ore-grade material is 


exposed by surface tr.eiiching, is likely to prove costly andunproductive. 


A program of trenching, followed by diamond drilling in the more 


favorable exposures, would probably prove to be a more efficient method 


of exploration in this type of deposit. However, it is inferred that any 


other concentrations of scheelite-bearing material found by trenching will 


prove to be similar in habit to: those already explored andwill lack con-


tinuity in depth. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


There are no exposures of tungsten-bearing material of minable 


width and grade on the White Horse or Bay Horse claims. The concen- '' 


trations of ore-grade material in the tactite bodies on the property are 


small, of marginal grade, and erratically distributed. It is probable

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• that the cost of finding these small pods of ore will exceed the value of 


the material contained in them. There is no geologic evidence upon 


which to base any probability of finding deposits of higher grade or larger 


size by the proposed program. It is recommended that Government assist-
