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The largest body of tactite, containing the richest concentration of schee-


lite, is exposed in the open cut near the middle of the Mid:night claim 


fig. 2). Other smaller scheelite-bearing tactite lenses ate exposed in 


shallow pits and trenches on. the Midnight and Buckeye claims. 


The grade and distribution of the ore shoots within the tactite 


bodies are erratic. An ore shoot exposed in the face of the opencut near 


the center of the Midnight claim (fig. 2), is 2 to 3 feet wide and could be 


traced for about 20 feet on the surface but did not extend across the width 


of the cut and appeared to be pinching out with depth.

EXPLORATION 


The applicants propose to excavate two or more trenches, or open-


cuts, 100 feet long and 25 feet deep in unspecified locations and then drill 


about 2., 000. feet of exploratory diamond-drill hole to. test the downward 


and lateral extent of the tactite beds. Total cost of the program is esti-


mated at $51, 274. 


Since making application fo.r .DMEA assistance, the applicants have 


proc eeded at their own expense to excavate an open-cut similar to the type 


proposed in the application. This open-cut Is the one in the center of the 


Midnight claim (fig. 2) and has been, made'in the most favorable location 
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and in the best ore exposed on the property. It has been a costly operation 


in time and money, has been of little exploratory or development value and 


because of heavy ground is considered by the field. team to be exceedingly 


dangerous. 


The limestone in the vicinity of the tactite bodies is badly fractured 


with many open fractures and solution cavities. Diamond drilling in this 


type of ground would be difficult,. expensive, and unlikely to give satisfactory 


results.


A program of shallow trenching to locate the favorable tactite bodies 


and the sinking of vertical, or inclined, shafts in the more promising cx-


posures would be the most feasible method of exploration in this type of 


deposit. However, the erratic distribution. of the ore shoots in the tactite and the 


probability of encountering heavy ground in all of the underground development 


would make the cost Of the pro .ject prohibitive for the amount of ore that could 


be discovered by such a program on this property. 


MANPOWER, SUPPLIES,, ETC. 


The prevailing wage scale for miners in this locality is $16. 00 per 


day. Supplies are obtained from either Lemon Cove or Fresno, Calif. 


Water for both domestic and 'exploration operations was hauled up 


the steep two mile dirt road from Cinnamon creek. 


The charge for milling custom ore at the Tulare County Tungsten 


mill, located 47 miles by road southwest of the Buckeye property', was 


$12. 00 per ton.

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PAST OPERATIONS 


Production from the property has amounted to approximately 


30 tons of hand sorted ore, which was milled and returned 30 short ton 


units of tungsten trioxide. 


The partners have produced practically no ore from recent oper-


ations. Upon the recommendation of Mr. L. C. Penhoel, mining engi-


neer, retained by Mr. Dorsey T. Shoemaker, the main open cut trench 


was excavated. Although some ore was exposed by the trench, working 


conditiois were hazardous because of the steep slopes and loose ground.
