The denial of the subject application is recommended by 
this Division based on the following information: 


1. The applicants did not detaiJL their exploration program, 
However, during the examination, it was determined that 
they really desired production loan to enable them to 
mine the marb]e for its extremely small percentage of 
scheelite. 


2. The MIII Creek scheelite deposit is located at an old 
limestone quarry on Mill Creek, about 23 mile s east of RedJ.ands, California, Here a crystalline limestone some 
60 to 70 feet thick occurs between granite walls. The 
limestone deposit has been developed by a quarry the face 
of which is approximately lSO feet long by 60 feet high, 
and the outcrop of the limestone may be traced for over 
half a mile eastward, locally showing traces of scheelite. 


3. Scheelite, the only tungsten mineral seen on the property, 
occurs locally in tactite in the recrystallized limestone. 
Numerous pods of tactite, averaging 3 inches in thickness 
and 2 feet in length, are exposed in the old quarry face 
but equal less than five percent of the rock. At the east 
end of the cut, a 12-foot drift follows tw thin seams of 
tactzLte, and in the face of the drift, a pod of tactite 
2 feet in diameter is exposed. Samples cut from these ex-. 
posures of tactite were assayed and contained less than 0.01 
percent W03. 


i. The applicants also reported uranium on the property. 
Traverses made across the claims and adjacent area with a 
Precision Model III Scintillator did not disclose anything 
above the background count of 0.02 MR/HR.

Accordingly, the property was examined on September 28, and there 
are attached four copies of an examination report entitled "DIEA-3L38, Mill 
Creek Scheelite Deposit, San Bernardino County, California," by W. T. Benson, 
Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and E. H. Pampeyan, Geologist, U. S. 
Geological Survey, dated October 28, l9SLi.. 


The engineer and geologist are in agreement that a loan on this 
property should be denied.

SUMMARY 


Mr. Robert B.urns and associates of the Mill Creek Scheelite 


Co. applied to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, for 


Government assistance to explore for tungsten on the Mill Creek Schee-


lite group of four.unatented lode mining claims, situated in Mill Creek 


canyon, 23 miles east of. Redlands, San Bernardino County, Calif. 


A oint Bureau of Mines-Geological Survey examination was 


requested by the Executive Officer, DMEA Field Team, Region III, 


to determine whether tungsten. showings on the property were sufficient 


to justify the project proposed by the applicant and to obtain data to 


complete a 'contract, if one were warranted. Accordingly, a field 


examination was made on September 28, :1.954 by a geologist of the 


Geological Survey and an engineer of the Bureau of Mines.
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The applicants proposed to rehabilitate, equip., and develop 


a low grade scheelite-bearing marble exposed in a limestone quarry 


estimated to cost $25, 300. No plan of exploration was listed in the 


application and none was discussed by the applicant at the time of the 


field teams examination. They appeared to have no objective other 


than mining the marble for the small percentage of scheelite present. 


It is recommended that the applicants request for a DMEA 


loan be denied because of the low grade, the adverse geological set-


ting, and the absence of ore sections that could be profitably mined. 


INTRODUCTION 


In connection with an application for exploration assistance, 


docket DMEA-3438 (Tungsten), the Mill Creek Scheelite deposit was 


examined by an engineer of the Bureau of Mines, and a geologist of the 


Geological Survey for the purpose of inspecting development openings 


that pertained to Robert Burnsapplication for aid in exploring showings 


of tungsten found on the Mill Creek Scheel.ite group of claims. 


DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY 


Property holdings comprise four unpatented lode mining 


claims known as. the Mill Creek Scheelite and the Mill Creek Scheelite 


No. 1, No. 2, and No. 3, situated on. the south slope of Mill Creek 


canyon, sec. 15, T. '1 S., R. 1 E., San 13e'rnardino County, Calif.,

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about 23 miles east of Redlands, the supply and shipping point on the 


Southern Pacific, Railroad.


AccESSIBILITY 


The property is accessible from Redllands, 23 miles west 


of the property, by 21 miles of hard-surfaced road to Fallvale camp 


in Mill Creek canyon and 2 miles of rough and unimproved road to the 


property, which lies in the canyon bOtom and on the north slope of 


Mill Creek canyon.


HIS TORY 


Originally, the Mill Creek Scheelite claims were controlled 


by the Mill Creek Limestone Co., John D. Scouller, vice president, 


6009 Santa Monica Bvd., LOs Angeles, Calif., who operated the prop-


erty during the period 1941 and 1943. 	 In 1947, the property was 


leased. to Douglas Lime Products Co., L. C. Douglas, president, 


Wrightwood, Calif. . 


Judging from the size of the quarry, it is possible 5, 000 


tons or more of limestone was produced by the Mill Creek Limestone 


Co. and the Douglas Lime Products Co. 


The presence of tungsten on. the property was determined 


by Mr. Burns during the early part of this year. Upon investigation, 


Mr. Burns ascertained the ground had been abandoned by the original 


owners, the Mill Creek Limestone Co. As a result, the quarryand 
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adjoining areas were relocated by Robert Burns and associates. No 


additional exploratory work has been done by the present locators, nor 


has any tungsten been produced from the property. 


PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The claims are located on the north slope and near the head 


of Mill Creek canyon in an area of steep and rugged topography atan 


elevation of 6850 feet. Climate in the area is typical of the south-


western, near coastal areas, with long, hot summers and moderate 


winters. Precipitation occurs usually as rain with occasional snows 


during the winter months. A fair stand of oak, pine, fir and cedar 


constitute the vegetation on the property. The pine and fir are suit-


able for building and mining needs. During the winter aind spring 


months, water is available from the stream that courses through the 


canyon. This source dries during the late fall months. For domestic 


use, water is available the year around f:rom a spring north of the camp.

The San Bernardino Mountains in the vicinity of Mill Cfeek 


are composed of Lower Paleozoic (?) metamorphic rocks which have 


been intruded by Jurassic crystalline rocks.'Srriall amounts of tactite 


near the intrusive contacts contain, traces of scheelite. 


The metamorphic rocks on the Mill Creek claims are marble 


and biotite-quartz schist which strike northeast and dip 38-50 degrees 


northwest. These rocks, in a pendant about 70 feet 'thick and a i.alf 


mile long, are surrounded by coarse-grained biotite granite and are 


cut by many aplite dikes and sills l-Z feet thick.
