SUMMARY CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The Dollar claims are a gold-silver-copper prospect located 


in the Buckeye Mining District about 1. 3 miles southwest of the Bagdad 


Chase mine near Ludlow, Calif. The property was first explored early 


in the 1930's. by Mr. William F. Gordon, a retired mining engineer now 


residing, at Ludlow. 


Mr. Eugene C. King, Jr., the applicant for exploration assist-


ance, relocated the property in February 1954. Mr. King lacked both 


capital and operating , ability for his share of an exploration loan which 


he applied, for in - September- 1954. Underground workings were inaccess-


ible and had never been examined by Mr. King. 


The Applicant proposes to sink an inclined shaft 100 feet deep 


through a north-dipping zone of siliceous breçcia to cut other parallel 


brecciated zones inferred to lie beneath the exposed zone. About. 100 


feet below the surface, the shaft is expected to intersect an enriched 


ore zone formed by the leaching , and concentration of copper minerals 


from the surface croppings.

NAME AND LOCATION OF PROPERTY 


The property was named the Dollar claims b.ythe applicant. 


The claims are located in sec. 7, T. 6 N. R. 8 E., S.-B, B. &M. in 


the Buckeye Mining District, San Bernardino County, Calif. The appli-


cant's property can be reached from Ludlow, Calif., by following a 


fair dirt road southerly 9. 3 miles through Steadman, Calif. 


The property is situated 1.3 miles southwest of the Bagdad 


Chase mine in the Bullion Mountains at an altitude of 2750 feet (see 


figs. 1 and 2.


ACCESSIBILITY 


The dirt road from Ludlow, Calif. to the old mining camp of 


Steadman, Calif. at the Bagdad Chase mine is open practically all year. 


The road leading southwesterly, 1. 3 miles from Steadman to the claims, 


is but little more than a trail; the claims can be reached by automobile.

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COMPETENCY OF APPLICANT 


Mr. Eugene C. King, Jr. is a construction worker and masonry 


contractor. He has had very little mining experience and was considered 


incompetent to supervise , the work which he had proposed. 


The financial responsibility of the applicant was poor. He lacked 


both money and equipment to provide his share of the requested DMEA 


loan. Mr. King said that he owned. a small hoist and. air compressor, 


both of which were located in Purvis, Miss, 


APPLICANT'S PROPERTY RIGHTS 


Mr.. .Eugene C. King., Jr.. relocated the claims in February 


1954.:. The two claims mentioned in his docket application include the 


Dollar-No.. 1 andiDollar No.. 2,. which were reported to be recorded in 


Book 337, pages 37 and 38, at the San Bernardino County recorder's 


office. . Mr. King also reported that he had staked four additional claims 


known as the King. No. .1,. King No. 2, Hard Rock No. 1 and Hard Rock 


No. 2. These additional claims adjoin the northwest end of the two Dol-


lar claims.


DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY 


There are no surface facilities at the property. The only 


surface improvements that remain included the ruins of an old head-


frame and-an ore bin-at a 100-foot incline shaft on the Dollar No. 1 


claim (see fig. 2).
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The underground workings were not accessible and had never been 


examined by the applicant. A further description of these workings was 


obtained from a former owner of the property. A description of the 


workings is included under Past Operations. 


There is no operating equipment on the property.

GEOLOGY


The Dollar claims are in an area covered by Tertiary volcanic 


flows consisting of an upper layer of dacite, an intermediate rhyolite 


and a lower andesite. A layer of dark green silicified breccia 30 feet 


thick occurs at the base of the dacite (fig. 2). The volcanic rocks, in-


bluding the breccia, appear to. dip 20 to 26 degrees to the north. An 


apparent horizontal offset of about 400 feet was mapped along a fault 


at the edge of the. area. Traces of copper minerals can be found locally 


associated with the dacite and silicified breccia. 


4. 
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ORE DEPOSITS 


No ore was seen on the property. Minute amounts of malachite, 


chrysocolla and cuprite were found locally in and near the top of the brec-


cia. Some cuprite was also found as thin films coating fracture surfaces 


in the. dacite near the site of the proposed. shaft (fig. 2). The host rocks 


are unaltered and contain no other signs of mineralization. 


Three inclined shafts, two of which explore the contact between 


rhyolite and dacite, 'were seen on the property. There has been no pro-


duction of copper ore from this property. 


ORE RESERVES 


There are no measured, indicated or inferred ore reserves. 


PAST OPERATIONS 


The applicant was not familiar with the history of the property. 


Mr. William F. Gordon, a retired mining engineer of Ludlow, Calif., 


has spent about 50 years in the district. According to Mr. Gordon, the 


Dollai claims, formerly known as the Barytes Queen claims, were 


located in 1930. Mr.' Gordon stated that he sunk the prospect shafts 


and drove- . a few hundred feet 'of underground workings, most of which 


are now caved. 


Mr. Gordon stated that approximately' 150 tons of gold- silver 


ore was produced from 1930 to' 1935 which contained a gross value of 


$17.00 per ton. The ore was described as being a very irregular -occurrence 


with only traces of copper. All of the gold-silver orebody was mined. 


5.
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MANPOWER,, SUPPLIES, ETC, 


There is not an available supply of labor in the district. The 


nearest source. of labor and supplies is Barstow, Calif., 60 miles by 


roadwest of the property. The prevailing wage scale is $16. 0.0 per day. 


There is no available supply of water, electric power, or tim'-


ber on the property. Ludlow, Calif., a station on the Santa. Fe Rail-


road, is the nearest shipping point. Water- for 'domestic use was 


hauled. from Ludlow and. Newberry, Calif. 


PROPOSED. EXPLORATION 


The applicant believes that thrust faulting has superimposed 


three or more segments of the breccia layer, that the exposed breccia 


has been, leached of its copper minerals and that these have been re-


deposited down dip in other layers of, the siliceous breccia. He. proposes 


to sink asteeply inclined shaft through the exposed layer to reach the 


underlying' copper-enriched layers. He estimates the shaft would have 


to be about 100, feet deep to intersect the first favorable zone, and' pro-


poses.that it bec'o'llared.in.a small wash.. 


The applicant's 'proposal may have some good.poits, but there 


is no geological evidence on which to base such.a program. There is no 


evidence of thrust faulting . and no indication "that the breccia layer has 


been "stacked up" by thrust faulting, nor is there any indication that 


the brecc.ia is a favorable ore horizon. The proposed shaft site (fig. 2)

is poorly chosen as dump space would be a problem and possible rains 


could flood the shaft. 


It was suggested to the applicant that some prospecting be done 


on. this property before an exploration loan is requested. Perhaps, a 


small prospect shaft sunk on. the showing of cuprite (fig. 2) or a hole 


drilled into the breçciate4 zone near the proposed shaft site might re-


veal , some evidence on which to base an exploration program. Until. 


some satisfactory geological evidence is found, it is recommended. that 


the applicant's request for a DMEA loan be denied.

I have reviewed Mr. King's communication of about November 


replying to your letter of inquiry dated September 27. He gives 
the analysis of a sample taken "all along the surface ofthè outcrop", 
the only one he has taken, which contained 0.7 percent copper, 0.01. 
ounces gold and 0.27 silver, and shows by a sketch that he proposes 
to sink a vertical shaft to intersect the vein at depth. There is 
no apparent justification for prospecting or exploring this showing, 
and the applicant gives no evidence of competence to direct a pro-
ject personally, as he proposes to do. My inclination would be to 
deny the application, on the usual grounds. However, as he does'' 
give evidence of the presence of copper mineralization, I shall not 
object if you feel that policy requires a field examination be made.

His 
knowledge of, and experience in mining do not seem to qualify him to 
supervise expenditure of Government funds, at least judging by his 
application. Therefore ,. I believe he should be asked to furnish ad-
equate data on these two points - copper showings and applicant's 
competence - before an examination Is requested. 


Our mineral records do not list the Dollar claims, nor, 
an Old Barites copper mine in San Bernardino County. The location 
given, -Section 7, T6N-R8E, is very, nearly that of the well-known 
Bagdad-Chase, which has produced copper and some lead and zinc inter-
mittently for the past fifty . years.
