The cited application, dated September 4, 1954, was sub-
nutted to this Division on September 17, 195 4 . On October 21, 1954, the 
application was referred to the Executive Officer, Region III, for addi-
tional information from the Applicants or for a field examination if 
necessary.


The Applicants proposed to drive 1 0000 feet of tunnel and 
roughly estimated that the work would cost $50,000.00. 


An examination of the property was made by the Field Team 
on November 9, 195 4, and their report was received by this office on 
January 5, 19550 


According to the Field Team's report, the copper-bearing, 
garnetiferous tactite bodies, exposed on the Montana claims, are 
small pod-like masses that average less than 2.0 per cent copper. 
There are no known minable copper deposits in the district, although 
it is an old and well prospected area. There is no geologic evidence 
to indicate the presence of deposits of larger size or higher grade in 
the ground that was proposed to be explored by the Applicants. 


We concur with the recommendations of the Field Team and 
the Commodity members of the USBM and USGS that this application be 
denied.

Copper , mineralization on the Montana claim is limited to 
small zones and pods in garnet-epidote tactite bodies along a lime-
stone-quartz inonzonite contact.

SUMMARY 


The Montana claim, a copper prospect, is.located 12 miles 


northeast of Independence, Inyo County, Calif. The property includes 


four unpatented mining claims which, were explored during the period 


1915 to' 1918. The claims were relocated in 1951, and an application 


was filed in 1954 by the owners to explore for copper mineralization 


with Government assistance undera DMEA loan. 


/ .	 Development work on the property includes several prospect 


pits and less than 300 feet of underground workings (see.attached sketch 


map). An attempt was made to mine ore from the Montana claim during 


the first World War period, however, the venture was not successful. 


The copper deposits consist of small pods of garnet-epiclote 


•tactite which contain thin films and veinlets of chrysocolla and other 


• secondary copper minerals. The best sample from across 8. feet of 


copper-bearing material exposed in .a pillar contained only 2. 510 copper. 


There are no ore reserves on the property.

There are no surface improvements on the property. The 


applicants own no mining equipment, and lack an exploration objective. 


They also lack the ability and money to contribute' to an exploration 


project.	 - 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The copper-bearing, garne.tiferous tactite bodies, exposed on 


the Montana claims, are small pod—like masses that average less than 


2. 0 percent copper. There are no known minable copper deposits in 


the district although it is an old and well prospected area. There is no 


geologic evidence to indicate the presence of deposits of larger size or 


higher grade in the ground to be explored by the proposed program. 


The examining engineer-and geologist recommend that Govern-


ment assistance under the D.MEA program. be denied. 


TIME SPENT ON PROPERTY 


The property was examined on November -9, 1954 by an engi-


neer of the Bureau of Mines and a geologist of the Geological Survey. 


They were accompanied by Philip Day, owner, and Charles Kline, an 


owner of adjoining claims. 


NAME. AND LOCATION OF PROPERTY 


The Montana group of. four unpatented mining claims are located 


insec. 25, T. 12S., R. 35E., M.D.B.&M., Inyo County, Calif., at an, 


altitude of approximately 6, 000 feet in the Inyo mountains. Mt. Whitney 


Quadrangle sheet by the U. S. Geological Survey shows the topography 


of the area.

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ACCESSIBILITY 


Roads to the property are fair. The property is reached from 


Independence, Calif., by following a paved road 4. 5 miles through 


Kearsarge Station and following a gravel road northeasterly 6. 7 miles 


in Mazourka Canyon. The claims are reached by way of a trail 0. 8 mile 


westerly from the Mazourka Canyon road. The total distance by road 


and trail from Independence, Calif., is 12 miles. 


COMPETENCY OF APPLICANT 


Very little work has been done on the property since 1918. Mr. 


Day and Mr. Sandor have held the claims for several years but have 


completed little or no exploration or development work. Only the min-


imum requirements of location and assessment work have been done. 


Mr. Day and Mr. Sandor do not have the capital to provide for 


their share of an exploration loan, and there is no equipment on the prop-


erty.


The competency of the applicant was judged to be poor by the 


examining engineer and geologist. 


APPLICANTS PROPERTY RIGHTS 


The Montana claims were located by the applicants in January 


1951, and location certificates were reported to be recorded at the county 


courthouse in Independence, California in Vol. 62, page 252; vol. 64, 


page 116; and.vol. 67, pages 548 and 549.

DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY 


The workings include several short adits and prospect pits. 


The workings are open and required no timber for grouzd support. Exist-


ing development is indicated on the attached sketch map. 


There is no mining equipment on the property. Mr. Day lives 


in a cabin in Mazourka Canyon, two-miles south of the claims.. 


GEOLOGY 


Copper-bearing contact-metamorphic rocks occur in-limestone 


at a number of places along the contact of intrusive quartz monzonite 


west of Mazourka Canyon, Inyo County, Calif. The geology of this district, 


which includes the area of the Montana claims, has been described in de-


1/ tail by Knopf - . The limestone underlying most of the area covered by 


the Montana claims is a dense, gray, fine-grained rock that strikes N. 33 0 E. 


and dips from 25 to 40 degrees northwest. Interbedded with the limestone 


are thin beds of light-buff to pale-green, fine-grained, banded.hornfels. 


Underlying and intruding the limestone is a light gray, rnediurn-grained. 


quartz monzonite. Along the contact of the limestone with the main igneous 


body and adjacent to the numerous dikes and sills in the vicinity of the con-


tact are many small zones and bodies ,of garnet-epidote tactite. It is with-


in these small tactite bodies that the copper minerals occur. 


ORE DEPOSITS 


The copper deposits on the Montana claims consist of small pods

and zones of garnet-epidote tactite that contain thin films and veinlets of 


chrysocolla and other secondary copper minerals. In the unoxidized 


condition, this material consists essentially of garnet tactite carrying a 


small quantity of chalcopyrite. The largest body of copper-bearing 


material exposed on the Montana claim was about 70 feet lon, 50 feet 


wide, and from 8 feet thick on the outcrop to a thin seam 50 feet down 


dip. A sample across a pillar of ore remaining in the open pit from. 


which this body was mined contained 2. 50 'percent copper. A sample of 


the dump material removed from. the open pit contained 0. 95 percent 


copper'	 or six other smaller deposits, containing ten tons or less 


of copper-bearing material each, are exposed'in shallow pits and short 


adits on the Montana claims. An estimated 1, 000 tons of copper-bearing 


material, with an average content of about 3 percent copper, has been 


mined from the Montana claim. About half of this material still remains 


in' the dump by the open cut and the higher grade material was shipped 


during the first World War.


ORE RESERVES 


There are no measured, indicated, or inferred reserves of-ore 


grade material 'on the Montana claims. A few tons of ore could probably 


be hand-sorted from the dumps and from the sparse exposures in the old 


workings but the cost would probably exceed the value of the ore. There 


might be 'other pods of material similar to that which has already been 


5,.	 '







mined on the Montana claim but there is no geologic, evidence to indicate 


the presence of deposits of larger size or of higher grade material. 


PAST OPERATIONS 


An attempt was made to mine oxidized copper ore from the prop-


erty in 1917. There was apparently a small shipment made from the best 


showing exposed on the surface at that time. The grade probably was 


about the same as sampleS-316 which contained 2. 50% copper. There 


has been practically no-work completed at the property since this early 


operation.


LABOR AND SUPPLIES 


The nearest source of labor and supplies is from Independence, 


Calif. The prevailing wage scale for miners is $14. 00 per day. The 


nearest source of water is at Mr. Day's camp, two miles south from the 


property, where a flow of 15 gallons per minute is obtained from a drain-


age adit.in the canyon. Electric power is not available at the property. 


EXPLORATION 


The applicant did not present a definite plan of exploration with-


his application, and it was evident at the time of the field examination 


that he had none in mind.. A vague proposal for about 1,000 feet of adit 


to intersect the ore horizon several hundred feet below- the outcrop was 


made at the time of the examination, but in view of the pod-like nature 


of the ore bodies and the low angle of dip into the mountain, such a pro-

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gram would be costly and lack a target. Had the geology of the deposit 


indicated the possible presence of minable bodies of copper ore, the 


examining engineer-and geologist would; have suggested, an alternate ex-


ploration program but such was not the case. It is probable that any 


method of exploration would prove costly and greatly exceed the value 


of the ore that might be discovered.

I have reviewed the above-named application, copy of 
which is returned herewith. The application is hardly satisfactory 
as to the information, estimates and justification submitted. 
Nevertheless, in view of the applicant's claim that he has 400 
tons of ore on the dump with assays ranging. from a low of 2.8 per-
cent copper to a high of 7.8, I believe a field examination is 
necessary.


Our records here make no mention of any copper prospect 
in Inyo County that can be identified with the Montana Group or 
with these applicants. Bulletin 111.4 of the California Bureau of 
Mines indicates that a few copper deposits with a little past 
production lie within ten or twenty miles northeast of Independence.
