Corp. was not
interested some years ago and was only mentlioned as an inci-
dental,

Prof., Dana spent a few hours at the claims, selected
4 rocks on the surface. The laboratory report was sent your
dept. previously-- (chromium, copper, manganese, tungsten, were
present.) Prof. Dana was sufficlently impressed to have
accepted an interest in exchange for his geological knowledge.
As he is teaching at Redlands University, he has been very
much occupied and can only give occasional week ends, As I
had an encounter with thugs a month ago, I have only been able

. to arrange another meeting for next week end,

Please note, 1in your letter you say that you
gathered the 1mpression that the funds requested were for
prospecting purposes"”. This is not the case. We know what
is there but without aid it isn't possible to say in what
quantities or how far in the earth the deposits lie. The
country is extremely rugged, even tho only 1L or 11 miles off
paved highway and 15 miles from Palm Springs and about 8 miles
to S.P. R.R. over paved and olled roads,

Further reports will be forthcoming as soon as
possible. ‘

Lately there has been interest in the property for
which we cannot account - monuments (discovery) markers, and
claims papers have been destroyed. The cabing.- furnishings
removed, tho nothing but a half track could make it; a grader
stripped of its iron, etc., so it will be necessary to keep
a man on the claims while exploration work goes forth,
