I have reviewed the subject application and recommend that it 
be denied because of insufficient evidence of the existance of thorium, 
rare earths, or uranium in anything approaching commercial quantities. 


The application is based entirely upon the information contained 
in USGS report TEI-380 which indicates only very low concentrations of 
radioactive minerals in a large area in San Bernardino County, California. 
Under item 1$. -(a) the applicant lists "pits or cuts 10 feet deep as proof 
of discovery work accomplished". If samples taken from these pits were 
analyzed no mention is made of the results in the application. 


Unless additional favorable information can be furnished by 
the applicant there seems to be no reason to approve the application.

As the applicant bases his project entirely upon 


¶tI-380, pertinent parts of that report are quoted below: 
"Thorium-bearing minerals occur in relatively small, 
highly radioactive biotite-rich inclusions in a porphy-
ritic quartz monzonite. Radioactive accessory minerals 
are also disseminated in the porphyritic quartz monzonite 
and in detritus derived from the porphyritic quartz monzo-
nite. The configuration and amplitude of the major radio-
activity anomalies indicate that they have resulted chiefly 
from the large masses of porphyritic quartz monzonite 
rather than the biotite-rich inclusions. . . . Radioactive 
materials in the Rock Corral area are confined chiefly to: 
1) Quartz monzonite intrusive masses, containing as much 
as 0.009 percent equivalent uranium; the radioactivity is 
attributed to disseminated thorium-bearing accessory 
minerals, chiefly allanite and zircon. 2) Biotite-rich 
inclusions in the quartz monzonite, usually less than a 
hundred square feet in extent, containing as much as 0.03 
percent equivalent. The radioactivity is due chiefly to 
allanite. 3) Alluvium composed largely of quartz monzonite 
detritus." 


If these data are true, (and th applicant gives no 
other data) the Rock Corral area does not seem to contain 
economic deposits of radioactive material.

Incidentally, the location of the claims are not 
given, the project is extremely vague and generalized, and 
some of the cost figures seem high. 


RECON1V NDATION: Unless applicant can furnish new information which 
is not given in I-38O, I recommend denial.
