The denial of the subject application is recommended by
this Division based on the following information:

l. A prior application for exploration assistance, that:
included the Dixie Ridge claim, by Mr, Whitt, (Docket No. DMEA 696),
was denied by letter of February 19, 1952. The Field Team reports
that no additional exploration work of consequence has been done
since the property was examined in 1951,

2. Tungsten mineralization at the Dixie Ridge prospect appears
to be localized in tactite that has been formed from the more
calcareous layers in metamorphosed sedimentary rocks intruded by
granitic rocke The tungsten occurs in the form of scheelite and
powellite locally disseminated through the tactite. The tactite
layers, ranging from six inches to six feet in thickness, parallel
the schistosity of the metamorphosed sedimentary rocks.

Three separate tactite bands are exposed on the Dixie
Ridge No. 1 claim, At the two more favorable occurrences s the
tungsten mineralization is concentrated in two 8 to 12-inch bands
along the edges of the zones separated by barren siliceous tactite.

The examining field team took two samples of the tactite
exposed in the north zone and two specimen samples of the best
grade of material present as follows:

The Field Team estimated approximately 60 tons of 0,6l percent
WO3 to be indicated at the prospect and concluded that it is unlikely
that more than 500 tons of tactite containing less than 0.1 percent
W03 may be inferreds

As the scheelite mineralization on the Dixie Ridge claim is low grade
and occurs locally in narrow bands averaging one foot in thickmess,
and the reserves are quite small, the examining field team recommended
that the applicant's request for a DMEA loan be denied.

The Field Team concur in the above recommendation.

Subject: Concurrence with Field Team recommendation for denial

The Dixie Ridge claim was previously denied assistance in
1951 in connection with application DMA-696X.

The Field Team states that no extensive prospecting or
exploration work has been done since the time of this earlier denial.
As a result of their examination and sampling, the Field Teamnm. has
estimated that reserves on the property may total about 584 tons
with most of this tonnage averaging less than 0.l percent W03.

I noted that the Field Team questioned the competency of
the operator to carry out the proposed exploration and to partici-
pate financially in the work.

The tungsten mineralization exposed on the property is
mainly low grade ore occurring in narrow bands. The chances are
poor that a significant discovery would be made by the operator's
proposed exploration work. I concur with the Field Team's recom-
mendation and reaffirmation that the Dixie Ridge property be denied
DMEA exploration assistance.

SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDA TIONS

‘An examination of the Dixie Rid‘gé No. 1 claim, located one mile
wes? , . , )
eaat of Dunlap, Fresno County, -California (fig. 1), was made by an engi-
neer of the Bureau of Mines and two. geologists of fhe, Geological Survey
on November 4, 1954. This examination was made pursuant td an appli-
cation to explore for tungsten by Duke O. Whitt, who accompanied the
field team on the examination of the property.

No extensive recent prospecting work appears to have been done
on the claim since a previous examination was made by an engineer'—l-/ of
the Bureau of Mines in connection with a previous loan application made '
by Mr. Whitt in August 1951. The applicant's ability to properly conduct
an exploration project is questionable.

The final application proposes to explore two nearly parallel

tactite zones with three shaHOW‘ shafts and. two short di'iffs, and a moder-~-

mated cost of the program would be $12,073,05. All of the work is

~ planned to be done on the Dixie Ridge No. 1 unpatented cla.1m (fig. 3).

The tungsten deposit is too low in grade, and.too small to allow

profitable mining. It is recommended that the application for Government -

aid be denied,
LOCATION AND PHYSICAL FEATURES

The Dixie Ridge claim iAs situated in the foothill region aiong
the western slope of the Sierra Nevada range at an. elevation of about
2,000 feet above sea level. It is located in.sec. 3, T. 148., R. 26 E.,
one mile west of Dunlap, Fresno .C'ouh;cy, Calif. (fig. 1).

The immediate area is mountainous and is covered with white
oak, ur:;derbrush- and grass., Suitable mine timber is available within
10 miles from the property. Water is available from a creek on the
property except from July to October, inclusive. A shallow well would
provide adequate water supplf for milling purposes throughout the year.

Mine supplies can be obtained in Fresno, Calif., 43 miles distant.

The nearest shippirig point is the Santa Fe Railroad at Orange Cove, 16

miles by paved road 'southwest of the i)roperty.
Electric powerfis available one half mile from the property.
~ACCESSIBILITY . |
The property is feached.by traveling one mile westward from

Dunlap, California along a paved county road, which connects with Cali-

fornia State Highway No. 180, and then turning southward on a private

‘dirt road leading several hundred feet to the mine. Access to the Dixie

Ridge claim by automobile is possible throughout the year.
COMPETENCY OF APPLICANT

The applicant (Duke -O. Whitt) stated that he hasvhad several
years experience in connection ;;vith'gold and copper mining.

No extensive prospecting work app.ears to have been done on the
Dixie Ridge prospects for many years, ‘and.x‘v’nost of the exposures are
caved and in poor condition for sampling purposes.

The financial responsibility of the operator is not known; and. .
he would not state definitely as to how he could furnish his share of the
costs of the proposed exploration work; however, he would contriBute
his labor, supervision, and equipment to the project.

Previous prospecting work done by the applicant is not impres-
sive and the type of work .proposed.by him indicates that his ability to
properly conduct an exploration project is questionable.

APPLICANT'S PROPERTY RIGHTS

The proposed exploration work is planned on the Dixie Ridge
No. 1, unpatented claim (fig. 3), reco‘rded-ir; Book 289,, page 229 at
theF’résno_ County, California courthouse.

DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY
Surface faciiities and equipment consist of two small shacks

which  would be unsuitable for use in connection with the proposed ex-

- ploration project and a few old hand tools which have been exposed to

the weathe::r for many years.

Some milling equipment, which is now obsolete and would be
of no further use, remains at the site of the Dixie Queen gold mill located
near the mine.

Existing development on the Dixie Ridge No. 1 claim consists
of four shallow cuts and trenches ranging from 1 feot to 12 feet iﬁ depth
along the north tactite zone; and three shallow test pits from 1 foot to
8 feet in depth along the south tactite zone (fig. 2).. No underground
development or evidence of acti,ual mining operations exist on the property.

GEOLOGY |

The Dixie Ridge claims in eastern Fresno County, California
are in the foothills of the Sierra Nevada mountains. .The rocks under-
lying the claims include metamorphosed sedim*e;ntary rocks which have
been intru?led by. Jurassic crysfalline rbcks.

Biotite-quartz schist, as a pendant more than one-half mile wide
and reported to be three miles long, underlies most of the Dixie Ridge
c}aims. The foliate structure of the schist strikes almost due_ east and
dips 60-75 degrees south,

Some calcé.reous layers in'the metamorphosed sedimentary rocks
have been changed into fine-grained garnet-epidote‘-quartz tactite. These
tactite layers, ranging from six inches to six féet in tilickness', parallel
the schis‘tésity: of the surrounding schist. Three separate tactite bands

are expo-.sed on the Dixie Ridge No. 1 claim.

Two granite dikes which cut the tactite and schist are related
to a large mass of granitic rock which lies 150 to 200 feet north of the
exposed tactite and surrounds the schist pendant.

I ORE DEPOSITS

Scheelite and sbme powellite occur locally disseminated through
the tactite. They are confined to the tactite and do not extend into the
schist hanging wall or foot wall. |

'Tl_le north tactite zone is exposedla.long its bs.trike for a hori-
zontal distance of 120 feet, a vertical distance of 45 feet, and'ranges in
width from 2 to 6 feet. | In the trenches at the west end and in the middle
of the north .zone (see fig. 2), where lamping showed the most scheelite,
the tactite baﬁd is about 3 feet thick. ‘Af these localities, however, scheel-
ite is concentrated in two 8 to 12 inch bands aiong the edges of the zone and
separated by 10 to 18 inches of i)arren siliceous tactite. In both trenches,
the scheelite mineralization was stronger just under the hanging wall of
schist.:

The south tactite zone is exposed in the trench near the stream
bottom (fig. 2). Here the tactite is 3 feet tﬁick but cannot be traced be-
yond the limits of the trench. .As- in the north tactite, s;:hee-lite is con- .
centrated along the edges of the tactite in two one-foot bands separated
by one foot of barren rock. In this‘zone,A as ip the north zone, the min-

eralization was stronger just under the schist hanging wall. Lamping in

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this trench did not disclose sufficient mineralizati;)n to warrant sampling.
Two small prospect pits along a fhird (?) narrow tactite zone
were exarr;ine‘d'and found to coﬁtain traces of scheelite; traces of powellite
~were found in the small pit nearest the south taé.tite trench. Although the
tactite exposed in both of‘the small pits might be connected, there appeared
"to be no connection between this narrow zone and either the north or south
tactite zones. |
Traces of scheelite in tactite were seen in the stream bottom
about one-fourth mile west of the proposed contract area. There are no
outcrops of tactite between these localities so it is difficult to 4say whether
or not this cropping is related to thoée in the proposed contract area.
There is no scheelite production record from the Dixie Ridge
(or Dixie Queen) claims. The size of the-wbrkings indicate tha.“c not more
than a few thousapd pounds of rock could have been mined--if any.
ORE RESERVES
‘There are no. measured reserves on the Dixie Ridge claims.
Indicated r,eser‘ves at the west end of the north zone, in a block 20 feet
long, 12 feet dowp the dip from the floor of the trench, a:qd almost one
foot thick, equal almost 24 tons of tactite with an average grade of 0.12
percent WO3 or about th_ree units of WO3. Indicated reserves .near the
prospect shaft in a block 20 feet long, 15 feet down the dip, and 2 feet
thick equals 60 tons of ore averaging 0. 64 percent WO3 or about 38

units of WO3. Judging from the exposures seen, it is unlikely that more

. than 500 tons of tactite assaying less than 0.1 percent WO_ exists as in-

ferred ore on this property. In estimating reserves, a factor of 10 cubic ,

feet per ton of rock was used for the volumetric equivalent of tactite in

place.

The applicant's proposed exploration for the Dixie Ridge claim
presents oﬁe way of prospecting a small mineral d‘ePosit. -With_this pro-
gram the best showings would be explored and mined but the majority of
thg ground in between these showings would remain untouched.

. At the time of the examination, other rx;e,thods of exploration
Were discussed with the applicant. A small diamond drilling program:
was considered and rejected because of the lack of information on which
to base a small number of holes. An adequate drilling program for this
type of deposit would cost nearly as l_:n;lch as the underground work. The
applicant would rather use diamond drilling underground to determine the
limits of any known ore'bodies. Another method of underground explor-
ation was discussed at the time of the examination in which a long(160- to

180-foot) adit would be driven along the north tactite zone under the pro-

posed workings. With a lohg drift instead of three short shafts, the best
showings still would be explored, more convenient é.ccess for working
the deposit would be gained, and more e:&ploratory work could be done
for an equal amount of money. Bulldozing to deterfn‘ir}e the structural

. relations and extent of these tactite zones should be done before any.
underground.work is attemptéd. The applicant was not interested in any
exploration program but his own.

As the scheelite mineralization on the Dixie Ridge claim is
lowigrade and occurs locally in narrow bands averaging one foot in
thickness, and the reserves are quite small, it is recommended that
the applicant's request for a DMEA loan be denied.

OTHER INFORMATION |

A previous application fér‘Government assistance was made
by Mr. D. O. Whitt in August 1951 (Docket No. DMA-696X). This
application was for-a loan.of $10, 000. 00 to perform explé.i'a;cion work
on. Bog}iu the Dixie Ridge and Dixie Queen claims. The locationi and type
of work proposed in this original appliéation was essentially the same as

that later proposed and considered in this repo.rt. An examination report
by Russell R. Trengove, dated October 18, 1951, recommended denial
of a loan as requested in the original application.

Apparently ve1:y little additional yvork has been done; on the

property since the original examination; and present exposures are too

low in tungsten content to warrant participation by the Government in the

proposed exploration program.

We do not have any information in our files on this
property.

There is not sufficient data presented to judge whether
exploration is warranted. The applicant states his ore averaged
around 1% WOz, but I do not find any assay certificates in the
docket material., Although more complete data would be desirable,
I doubt that corréespondence with the applicant will provide enough
information to make a firm recommendation.

I recommend the application be referred to the Field Team
for an examination and report.

Administrator and have not surnamed it for the following
reasons:-

(4) Point 2 does not mention the good samples and
implies that nothing better than 0.3% WO3 was sampled. How
did you then come up with 243 tons of 0.63% ore in point 42
There were 2 samples that ran 0,75 and 0,41 respectively.

(B) Points 5 and 6 are worth mention but have no
real bearing on the rejection.

(C) Although I agree with the statement in point
7, it would seem that the applicant has enough experience to
conduct an exploration program. In most of the other DMEA
projects in the $10,000 and under class, the applicant lists
his time, etc. to cover his share of the cost. If the other
factors had been favorable I do not believe that the lack of
experience and money would have justified the rejection.
