MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104----Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms . 


Under Item (1) delete words " Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A) . Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


. Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations Do not 
include labor, suervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other 'than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


thjd party will bereported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under " Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other stven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
" Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form .MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
this supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A) , however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of , any, kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item ,(1) af Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the " Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MP-104A—Opera gor's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distribUting these items on a montily basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date".	 - 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehahilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or

The undersigne4 made a brief inspection o the Oceanic Mine, 
Cainbria, Catifc,rnia, on August 2, 1956. 


Mr. Voflmcr had comp1eted a longitudinal dozer cut, much deeper 
than the older excavation.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form.

. Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under " Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under " Deprecia-
tion".

herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyr, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivlent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a cmmercially marketable form ; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsoki p'roduction.—If any production ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) , after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or falricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment.

(h) Notice to purchase'rs.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j ) Government not obligo.ted to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fled, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall 
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental 
to winding up, reporting, and accounting.

The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph " (b) " is in addition to any other remedy 
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 10. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract.

The contract, awarded February 28, 1955, and later amended, 


approved the expenditure of ,639.00 on the diamond drilling and stripping 
of a somewhat complex contact-fault zone containing pods of low grade 
mercury-bearing silica-carbonte rock. 


Jurassic Franciscan rocks form the footwall of the contact-fault 
zone and Tertiary sedimentary rocks the hanging wall. Serpentine and the 
silica-carbonate rock, probab1Ly derived from a gabbroic diabase dike, oc-
cur in the steeply dipping zone, the northwesterly extension of the Oceanic 
fault zone. At the Oceanic mine, the fault and highly altered zone was 
productive of about 44,000 flasks of mercury. 


Diamond drifling, totalling 684 feet in 4 holes, cut the sheared 
zone and one hole, no. 2, cut 5> feet oU3.7-pound material. Trenching, by 
bufldozer, uncovered the fau]4 zone • and réa1ed several pods or lenses of 
low grade mercury-bearing silica-carbonate rock. Selected .terial from 
the cutyie1ded 33.l flasks of mercury arid rora1ty in the amount of 4O5.88 
has been paid.

Tlie Operator (Contretor) of an exploration project is 
'required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104--.---Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms . 


Under Item (1) delete words " Short Form" if the contract 
S • a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 


"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-


. tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
sqrvices incurred for the explortory operations. ' Do not 
include labor, supervision and technidal services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under " Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under " Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under " Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabill-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment.

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.

An interim examination of the Oceanic mine was made on 


November 30, 1955 by B. H. Sheahan, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and 


D. 13. Tatlock, U. S. Geological Survey, accompanied by the 


operator, Frank Volimer, and his son, Alfred Volimer. 


A part of the serpentine.-siica-.carbonate zone has 


been explored with DNEA assistance. from one surface station by

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types . of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator'8 Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
" Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services. used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under ' tRental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under " Deprecia-
tion". 


. Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regiona 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
1 Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. , If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under FormMF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00.

Exploratory diamond drilling operations at the property 


were inspected May 17, 1955 by an engineer of the Bureau of Mines 


accompanied by Mr. Frank Voilmer. 


Work completed since the previous inspection of the prop-


erty included improvements to the access roadand the excavation 


of a drill site.

The above application for aid to DNEA proposed. to explore 
an elongate serpentine-silica-carbonate len that borders a normal 
fault and extends horizontally for 130 feet with a width of up to 15 
feet.

The modified proposal consists 
of a two-stage program, covering five or six holes (totalling about 
1,000 feet in length) to be drilled to test the downward extension of 
the cinnabar-bearing silica-carbonate rock exposed in surface cuts 700 
feet northwest of the main stope of the Oceanic mine . Stage I would 
consist of a gyn11 amount of bulldozing to provide access to the drill-
ing site and the drilling of the first three holes, and.

.	 PAST OPERATION 


The Oceanic Mine was discovered in1865; and.was operated 


.. during theperiods 1875-82, 1902-20, 1927-32, 1934-38, and 1940. _ 


Therehas been-no activity at the property since 1946. 


. Production from the property amounted to about 44, 000 flasks 


of mercury. The ore was mined from one main ore body along a strike 


length of. 500 feet and to. a. depth of over 800 feet. The width of the stope 


. varied from. a few feet to.40 feet. 


.	 LABOR AND SUPPLIES 


Labor and supplies are available locally at Cambria andSan 


Luis Obispo, Calif. Experiencedminers. are scarce in the county. 


Electric power is available one mile south of the Oceanic 


Mine. There was approximately 50 gallOns of water per minute flowing 


from the 400 level,. and sufficient wateris. available for . all essential 
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rçquirements.


GEOLOGY • 


The Oceanic mine property straddles a fault contact between 


Jurassic (?) Franciscam rocks and Tertiary sedimentary rocks. This 


fault, known as the Oc eanic fault , extends both northwest and south-


east from the mine and has a displacement on the order of 2, 500 feet, 


southwest side down. Along the Oceanic fault, several elongate bodies 


of serpentine and silica-carbonate rock have been found which contain 


cinnabar. The area of proposed exploration. lies approximately 700 


feet northwest of the old Oceanic mine, and contains one of these pods 


of serpentine and silica-carbonate rock.

fault and are related to it. In the area to be explored an elongate lens 


of serpentine, about 130 feet long and up to 15 feet wide, crops out on 


the ridge northwest of the oldOceanic mine (fig. 2). It strikes north-


west and dips ste'eply northeast. Underground in an old adit, driven 


almost under. the croppingbut 250 feet below it, serpentine is seen for about 


150 feet along the northeast side of the drift. The serpentine in both ex-


posures is highly shearedand its foliation parallels the fault contacts. 


Low grade cinnabar was found in some of the serpentine. Part of the 


serpentine has been hydrotherm3lly altered into. silica-carbonate rock, 


a favorable host rock for cinnabar in most California quicksilver depos its.

. The strike of the Oc.e3nic fault varies from north to west along 


its ten mile length and the dip also varies from southwest to northeast. 


ZO-70°.W. and where 


exposed.at the surface dips 72 to 90 degrees northeast. Underground 


ithas a dip of about. 70 degrees southwest which corresponds with ob-


servations elsewhere in te district. 


A prominant yellow-brown ledge of brecciated and silicified 


shale and .mudstone, 6 to 8 feet thickand striking N. 6O8O0 w. , passes 


through the area about 70 feet south of the Oceanic fault and can be traced 
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S	 for several hundred feet to .the northwest. . It is beliévedto be.a branch 


of the. Oceanic fault but apparently is not related to the cinnabar deposits. 


Betweenthe old.Oceanicmine and the proposed contract area, 


the Oce3nic fault is offset byone or more northeast-striking faults. 


Three smallfaults seen in the surface trench (fig. 2) show offsets of 


2 to 10 feet, west side north, and.may ' be related to similar but larger 


movement ofl a fault some 250 feet east of the trench. 


ORE DEPOSITS 


Cinnabar, the only quicksilver mineral seen in-the area to be 


explored, occurs locally disseminated through serpentine and silica-


carbonate rock. This occurrence is typical of most California Coast Range 


quicksilver deposits but is quite different from the old Oceanic mine where 


the quicksilver: minerals were disseminated through Terliary sandstone 


and siltstone along the Oceanic fault zone. 


Euhedral crystals of cinnabar l/2.to 1 mm in diameterwere 


seen inthe silica-carbonate rock and.appeared.to  be concentrated in 


vertical zones 6. inches thick normal to the strike of the elongate pod. 


The silica-carbonate rockcontains more cinnabar than does the serpentine. 


In the proposed contract area, the mineralized serpentine and 


silica-carbonate rock is exposed in the trench.(fig. 2) along its strike 


for 130 feet. This unit ranges from: 2 to 15 feet in thickness, thins at 


both ends and is not seen beyond the limits of the surface workings. In 
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an o1d drift 25O feet below the trench, much serpentine was seen but no 


silica-carbonate rockwas found. This may be because the adit is too 


far below the outcrop, the drift is not directly under the outcrop, or the 


silica-carbonate rock may be on the east side of the serpentine. Even 


though the 'silica-carbonate rock is probably along the footwall of the 


fault, the lenticular habit of similar ore bodies implies doubt that it 


extends more than half way down to' the adit level. 


.	 Production from the old. Oceanic mine totaled more than 


44, 000 flasks of quicksilver from ore averaging. about five pounds of 


'quicksilver per ton of rock. N.o production has been reported from the 


area of proposed exploration. 


ORE RESERVES. 


- The ore reserves of quicksilver deposits are difficult to esti-


mate because of the erratic and spotty nature of the ore distribution. 


The following estimates of reserves, totaling about. 242 flasks, do not 


carry too much weight because of thiserratic nature. 


.	 Measured reserves in the block of.silica-carbonate rockex-


posed by surface trenching, measuring 130 feet along the strike, aver-


aging about 6 feet thick and 10 fieet high, equal 430 tons averaging about 


5 pounds of quicksilver per . ton, of rock, or 28 flasks. It is estimated 


that two_thirds of the block will contain ore of the average grade. There 


are no indicated reserves. Inferred reserves in a block 130 feet long, 


averaging 6 feet thick and 100 feet down the dip, might equal 3, 250 tons 
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averagi.ng'about 5 pounds of quicksilverper ton of rock, or 214 flasks. 


About half. of this block is inferred to be ore of the estimated grade. In 


estimating reserves afactor of 12 cubic feet per.ton was used for silica-


carbonate rock in place.	 . 


.	 PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The applicant' s request for' a DMEA loan contained. a proposed 


exploration program consisting of 3, 200, feet of diamond drilling, two 


weeks of hand trenching and sampling, and 80 feet of drifting in an old 


adit. The program was set up in two stages as follows:

The applicant has proposed a good but overly ambitious drilling 


program fort exploring a large structure at regular intervals. From. exist-


ing exposures, there is no reason to infer that the serpentine or altered 


serpentine extends more than a few tens of.feet beyond the northwest end 
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. ' of the trenéh. A road cut, exposing the Oceanic fault about 300 feet north-


west of, and 100 feet below the trench reveals no serpentine or silica-


carbonate rock; therefore, drilling in this. area north of the surface workings 


can not be justified. Drilling to test the structure under the surface show-


ings is justified, however, for the silica-carbonate rock shouldextend 


downwardalong the serpentine. 


: .	 DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT 


. A modification of the original program was discussedwith the 


applicant and mutually ágreedupon. It was suggested that five or six 


holes (totalling about 1, 000 feet in length) be drilled to determine whether 


or not the silica-carbonater rock continues downward.with the serpentine. 


The . exploration program could be set up in two stages. Stage I would 


consist of a small amount of bulldozing to provide access to the drilling 


site and the drilling of the first three holes, and Stage II would consist 


of drilling the remaining three holes. If the cinnabar-bearing rock is 


found.100 to150 feetbelow the surface croppin'gs.andifitcoiitains eço-


nornically important amounts of quicksilver, then . additional drilling or 


underground work could-be planned to determine more thoroughly the 


size and grade of any ore body. The modified drilling program is tab-


ulated below and plotted on figure 2:

It is proposed. to explore the deposit by 10 diamond drill 
holes , four from the north side location for a total footage of 900 , 
four from the upper south location for 800', and two from the lower 
south side location for a total of l500.t, the last named to be 
dependent upon the findings developed by the first eight holes, for 
a total of 3200' . Surface exploration and stripping to a minor extent 
are likewise proposed. 


This is a property with a long production record. Vofliner's 
claim of a 14.0,000 flask total is borne out by the Government record. 
There has been no production, however, so far as we can ascertain, 
since 1914.6. 


It seems desirable to have a field team report on the 
praperty to confirm that the engineer has proposed the best method 
of exploration,under current conditions at the mine, and I recoend 
referral to the field. Perhaps sufficient data are already available 
in the San Francisco office of the Bureau of Mines and the Palo Alto 
office of the U.. S. Geological Survey to judge the proposal without a 
field investigation.

Reserves in the underground workings are vnkriown and were 
not investigated by the operator. owever, trenching has disclosed 
a new outcrop of mineralization westerly from the former workings. 
Six samples were cut across the outcrop over widths of 3 . 75 to )A, 5 
feet. Assays ranged from 11.1 pounds per ton (width 3. 75 1 ) to 5.2 
pounds per ton . (iii. . 5 1 ) • 


Further exploration appears to be warranted. However, all 
the proposed drilling may not be justified at this tine. A staged 
program probably would be the best arrangement with the first stage 
consisting of Boles 5-8. 


I reconunend the application be referred to the field for 
an exmi nation and report .
