With reference to the specimen that you left with me yesterday after-
noon:


I haveenough tests on the specimen to determine definitely that it 
is largely the mi.neral,'luoriteCca1oj fluoride). There are several other minerals pres-
ent in small amount and I would estimate that the specimTen contains about 90 percent of 
the mineral fluorite. 


If present in large quantities, such material could be shipped to 
local markets in southern California without treatment; it could be used directly in 
steel. furnaces and is what is usually calied,'meta11urgica1 grade"; local prices run rr 
about 5 to $4 per ton at the furnaces. "Oeramic grade" fluorite sells for higher price 
but treatment would be necessary for this material as it contains considerable iron. 


I would suggest that you examine the area from which this specimen 
rias come and see whether you think that the deposit is large enough to mine; in other 
words try to determine the size or extent and grade. If after further examination, you 
conclude that the( deposit migkit be mined ,let me know and it may be possible for me to 
zaake the trip ou there to examine it.
