In the caption below the
sketch map, I presume the '3/4 to 1 per ore' means 3/U4 to 1 percent
WO3. This would be clarified if we obtained the grade of average
mill heads from the operator.

We do not have any information available in our files on
the Hunter Scheelite mine.

Scheelite is known to occur in tactite deposits on the
Tule Indian Reservation, but no significant production is reported
Tor this area. If more substantiating evidence is submitted by the
applicant, a field examination probably should be masde. I do not
recommend a field referral however on the basis of the present data
in the application.
