1. The applicants requested exploration assistance in the 
amount of ¶7,I61.00 to explore for tungsten on the Lucky Strike Mining 
claim, Plumas County, California. 


2. The Lucky Strike claim, in Sec. 2, T. 23 N., R. 16 E., 
M.D.B. & N., Piuinas County, California, is held by location by the 
applicants, Charles W. Higginson and Robert H. lvieacham, P. 0. Bpx 
519, Benicia, California. 


3. The mineralized area of the Lucky Strike claim is along 
a contact metamorphic zone of quartz mica schist which has been in-
truded by grano-diorite and small aplite dikes • A narrow zone along 
this contact contains small quartz veins which show scattered scheelite 
crystals.


4. The only workings on the Lucky Strike claim are two shallow 
pits on the contact zone • The applicants proposed to explore the con-
tact zone over a distance of 700 feet by bulldozer stripping and 
diamond drilling. 


S. No production has been made from the property and each of 
three samples taken by the Field Team shows less than 0.03 percent W03. 


The Field Team and the Commodity Divisions of the Geological 
Survey and the Bureau of Mines recommend that the application be denied.

SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

	 An examination of the Lucky Strike claim, located five 


miles north of Chilcoot, Plumas County,. California (fig. 1) was 


made by an engineer of the Bureau of Mines and a geologist of the 


Geological Survey on February 17, 1955. 


Very little prospecting work has been done on the claim, 


and the tungsten-bearing quartz veinlets which are exposed contain 


only trace amounts of tungsten (see fig. 2). The -eologic environ-


ment is not favorable for the formation of tungsten deposits, and there 


is no geologic evidence to indicate the presence of deposits of minable 


size or grade in the area. The applicants ability to properly conduct 


an.exploration project is questionable.

The application proposes to explore the claim by bull-


dozer stripping the area in the vicinity of his location holes along a 


quartz-mica schist and granodiorite contact zone; and to diamond 


drill six holes aggregating 700 feet in length along the contact. The 


total estimated cost of the program is $7, 461. 00. All of the work 


would be done on the Lucky Strike unpatented claim. 


It is recommended that Government assistance under the 


DMEA program be denied. 


LOCATION AND PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The Lucky Strike Claim is situated in the foothill region 


along the eastern slope of the Sierra Nevada range at an elevation of 


about 5500 feet above sea level. It is located in Sec. 2, T. 23 N., 


R. 16 E., M. D. B. &M., Chilcoot Quadrangle, five miles north of 


Chilcoot, Plumas County, Calif. (fig. 1). 


The immediate area is mountainous and covered, with 


pine, underbrush, and grass. Suitable mine timber is available with-


in ten miles from. the property. Water is available from a creek with-


in one mile from the the claim. 


Mine supplies could be obtained from Reno, Nev., 35 miles 


distant. The nearest shipping point is the Western Pacific Railroad at 


Chilcoot, Calif. No electric power is available near the property.

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ACCESSIBILITY 


From Reno, Nevada, the property is reached by traveling 


23 miles north along U.S. Highway 395 to Hallelujah Junction, 7 miles 


westward along U. S. Highway 40 Alternate to Chilcoot, 5 miles north 


along a gravel county road, and then turning eastward on a private dirt 


road leading about, one-half a mile to within a few hundred feet of the 


claim..


COMPETENCY. OF APPLICANT 


One of the applicants (Mr. C. M. Higginson) claims to have 


had several years mining experience in the Walker Copper mine. 


No. extensive prospecting work ha,s been done on the claim; 


and exposures consist of only two' shallow prospect holes which are 


caved and in poor condition for sampling purposes (fig. 2). 


The financial responsibility of the applicants is unknown; 


and the application states that most of their share of the cost of the 


proposed work would consist of supervision and labor supplied by them.. 


Previous prospecting 'work has been insufficient to plan an 


exploration program, which is only vaguely conceived by the applicants; 


and'their:ability to property conduct a project is questionable. 


APPLICANTS PROPERTY RIGHTS 


The proposed . exploration, pian±ed on the Lucky Strike 


unpatented claim,, which was recorded at '.Quincy, Plurnas County, Cali-


3i
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fornia courthouse during,August 1953 by the applicants. Book and 


page numbers of the recording-were not available from the applicants. 


DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY 


No surface facilities, equipment or access roads to the 


claim exist. Development consists of two shallow pro.spect pits shown 


in Figure 2.


GEOLOGY 


The Lucky Strike claim is underlain by quartz-mica schist 


-that has been intruded and metamorphosed by granodlorite. 


Exposures on the claim are poor and there are few out-


crops in the surrounding area. The quartz-mica schist, where ex-


posed by shallow trenches along .the granodiorite contact, is highly 


weathered. and. decomposed. Foliation in. the schist . strikes north and 


dips about 80 degrees west. 


The granodiorite contains a high . percentage of biotite and 


hornbiende near the schist contact. Aplitic zones near the contact 


contain small crystals of tourmaline and. epidote. 


Abundant boulders of volcanic rock (ande site or latite) are 


present,in the slope wash . over most of the claim, but no outcrops of 


this rock were seen.

ORE DEPOSITS. 


The scheelite-bearing quartz veinlets on the Lucky Strike 


claim are confined to a zone about 4 feet wide along the contact between 


quartz-mica schist and granodiorite. 


Traces of scheelite occur with pyrite, galena, 'tourmaline 


and. hornblende in thin, quartz-rich .veinlets in the contact zone. These 


veinlets are from a few inches to 1 foot wide and have been exposed in 


two shallow pits about 20 feet apart near the center of the claim (fig 2); 


Only trace amounts. of scheeite are visible in the vein material when 


examined under ultraviolet light. Three samples taken from the best 


exposures contained less than .0. 03 percent W03. 


There has been no ore produced from this property. 


ORE RESERVES 


There are no measured, indicated, or inferred ore reserves. 


SAMPLING 


Three samples were taken in connection with this examination 


as shown, in fig. 2.


APPLICANTS PROPOSAL. 


The applicants propose a program consisting of bulldozer 


stripping, followed by diamond drilling six holes aggregating 700 feet 


in length, to expose the contact zone along.the surface and to explore 


to about 100 feet below the surface. Six diamond drill angle holes

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would be located about 100 feet apart along a draw, which may paral-


lel the quartz-mica schist and granodiorite contact zone. 'No definite 


locations for the holes were given. . Costs and quantities of work ap-


plied for-are as follows:

Subject: Review of application 


The operator proposes to drill 6 holes to test about 550 
feet of strike length of a scheelite-bearing quartz vein. 


We do not have any pertinent information available in our 
files on the Lucky Strike claim. 


A mineralogical examination by the California Bureau of 
Mines of two specimens indicated small amounts of scheelite were 
present in Specimen No. 1. If this material was characteristic of 
the mineralization on the Lucky Strike vein, then exploration assist-
ance probably is not warranted. 


I recommend the application be referred to the Field Team 
for their review and recommendations. It is possible that sufficient 
data is available in their files to appraise the proposal without an 
on-site examination. If an examination is necessary, the feasibility 
of trenching should be considered.

Specimen No. 1 is quartz (silicon dioxide) with small 
amounts of yellow pyrite (iron sulfide), chalcopyrite (copper, 
iron su1fide),e]4 (calcium tungstate), and galena (lead 
sulfide). 


Specimen No. 2 is a metamorphic rock composed of quartz 
and black tourmaline (a complex boro-silicate) with minor 
amounts of pyrite. 


An assay of specimen No. 1 would probably show some gold and 
silver.

NOTE.-.-The locator or locators of any lode mining claim shall define the boundaries of such claim so that they may be readily traced, but in 
no case shall the claim extend more than 1500 feet along the course of the vein or lode, nor more than 300 feet on either side thereof, as measured 
from the center line of the vein at the surface (Public Resources Code, Sec. 2302).
