Subject: Review of Field Team Report, DMEA 3849, Uranium Combined
Metals Company, Stokes, Porter, and Dellinger properties,
Plumas County, California.

The examining team points out in their report that radium
mineralization only appears to be present on the property in small
amounts in hot springs deposits. This is borne out by the fact that
the ore is in wide disequilibrium as evidenced by chemicel and -
radiometric assays. The inference is then drawn that the source of
the hot springs deposits would assay no higher. Chemicel assays of
the hot spring sinters and tufas show them to be far below . ore
grade.

The prospect of discovering a significant uranium ore
body on the property does not seem good. I agree with the examining
team's recommendation that the application for DMEA assistance be
denied.

Colonel R. Carnes, whose address is 2632 Fulton Aveg};e,,
Sacramento, Calif., applied for Government assistance 1n a $25,000.00
program with the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, to ex-
plore for uranium at the Uranium Combined Metals Company property
located in Plumas County, Calif.

The application was dated May 23, 1955, and after co'rrespond-
e;lce with the company to obtain additional information, a field exam-
ination was requested by the Qperating Committee on June 29, 1955.

The pxjoperty was examined by B. H. Sheahan, Bureau of Mines and
Donald B. Tatlock, Geological Survey on August 3 and 4, 1955. They
were accompaniéd by Colonel R. Carnes, the applicant and L. R. Stokes,
an elderly prospector who is one of the owners of the land. The engineer
conferred with the Reno Office of the Atomic Energy Commis sion regard-
ing this deposit, which was previously examined and described by Pre-
liminary Reconnaissan;e Repor;c NC-SL-26 dated April 14, 1955.

The company proposed to construct one half mile of access road,
map "the area, and do 1200 feet of diamond dxilling.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS‘/

Several shallow, residual pods of mang.a:pifér:o.us;,,-‘ wad and sinter,

associated with warm spring deposition, shows radioactive mineralization.

The material is out of equilibrium and contains insufficient amounts of





uranium to be profitably mined..

There are no ore reserves on the property and no specific ex-
ploration targets. The source of abnormal radioactivity is believed to
be partly due fo occurrences of radium. Chemical assays of two samples,
one collected by the Geological Survey and one by the applicants, contained
small quantities of radi}}m.

The examination team recommends that the requested ¢xploré.tion
loan be denied as there is no geblo_gic evidence from which to infer that
'a significant discovery of uranium might be made.

LQCATION, ACCESSIBILITY AND LOCAL RiESOURCES

The property is 15 miles by road northwest of Quincy, Plumas

County, California in secs. 13 and 24, T. 25 N., R. 8 E., MDB&M and

in secs. 18 and 19, T. 25 N., R. 9 E., MDB&M, along the north side of the

Feather River near the foothill region of the Sierra Nevada range of moun-
tains at an altitude of 3000 to 3500 feet.

To reach the 'pfoperfy from Quincy, California, which is the
nearest town and supply center, go northerly on paved U S. Highwg.y 40
(Alternate) 15 miles to Frank Stowell's Service Station. The prospects
are along ﬁ-ot Spring Creek and can be reached by a 1/4 mile trail. Other
prospects are located near the intersection of Hot Spring Creek and the
Feather River and can be reached by a one tenth mile trail west from

this service station. The property is accessible all year.





Water is available at Hot Spring creek. | Twain, a station on
the Western Pacific Railroad, is one rnil_e west of the property and is
the nearest source of electric power. Native timber is available on
the land which- is a.portion of the Plumas National Forest.

HISTORY AND PRODUQ TION

There has been no past or current production from the prospect
known to the applicants. Placer mining has been conducted in the vicinity
along the Feather River and some gold has probably beenr’prodAuced years
ago from small operations.

Mr. L. R. Stokes stated that radioactive mineralization was dié—
covered near Hot Spring Creek in _1950. He has submitted at least 20
samples to the U. .S. Bureau of Mines, Reno, Nev., but the chemical
analyses were discouragingly low compared to the radiometrics.

PROPERTY AND OWNERSHIP

The applicants land consists of a portion of sections 13 and 24, -

T. 25N., R. 8 E., MDB&M and sections 18 and 19, T. 25N., R. 9 E.,
MDB&M, Plumas County, Calif. The parcels of land are owned by Mr. &ge
R. S:cgl';‘es; Mark Twain Porter, Cora P. Porter, Jean Porter; and A. C.
 Dellinger and Ruth Dellinger. Mineral rights to the property have been
optioned b}.r Uranium Combined Metals Company, which was a co-partner-
ship when the application vs'/as made for DMEA assistance. Colonel R.

Carnes stated that the company was incorporated in California in June 1955.






Capitalization was reported to be 5, 600, 000 shares at $0. 20 par. He
stated that the corporation planned to offer no stock for sale and in-
tendeci to keep the corporation closed.

The applicant plans to conduct all of the exploration wofk by
independent contract. He has no mining experience and hopes to employ
an engineer or geologist to assist him with the general supervision of
the work. Mr. Ca?nes stated tﬁat’ he wa/.s a veteran of World War I,
and that his given name was Colonel. He is employed by the Stephenson-
Leydecke.r and Co., 1404 Franklin Street, Oakland 12, California, ;.
stock and bond inveétm'ent concern. ‘

DEVELOPMENT

Exploration pits on the property are indicated on the attached
Geologic map, fig. 3. Most of the pits'are less than 2 cubic yards in
size.

The company conducted diamond drilling operations early in
July 1955 but stoppedltwo weeks later because of difficulties encountered
by the contractor. One hc;le was drilled to a depth of 20 feet on Parcel
) Np. 3, a;nd a second hole was drilled 40 feet on Parcel No. 1. No core
was recovered, a.vnd a r_eaming bit was lost in the 40 foot hole.

There are no mining facilifies and the company owns no equip-

ment.






GENERAL GEOLOGY
The claims are in an area of moderately high relief on the west

flank of the northern Sier,rg Nevada. The claims are underlain by region-
ally metamorphosed sedimentary rocks consisting of dark gray clay
slates and interbedded chert with occasional thin beds of tuffaceous
rocks and éuartzite. A few of the slate b‘eds' are carbonaceous and con-
tain small ble.bs of pyrite. Some manganiferous material is associated
with the chert beds. Bedding and schistosity are parallel and strike east;
dips range from vertical to 75° north. ‘These rocks belong to the Calaveras
group of probable Carboniferous age.

| A few small deposits of calcareous, limonitic, and manganiferous
sinter have been deposited by hot springs asso»ciafed with minor steeply
dipping longitudinal and trans¥erse faults and joints.

U. S.. Geologi_cal Survey who examined this property in 19'52, "A selected |
sample of some of the most radioactive lir.nonitic sinter assayed 0.66
percent equivalent uranium and 0. OOILercent uranium; analyses made

at the éeological Survey laboratory in Denver showed radium to be the
source of most of the abnormal radioactivity.' The highest assay of
éamples taken by the applicants was 1. 64 perc'ent U30g equivalent and
0.009 percent U3O8 chemically. -

At the proposed diamond drill hole site on Parcel No. 1 (fig. 2)'
no abnormal x;adioactivity was recorded. A traverse northward for —
1,000 feet along highway U.S. 40 Alternate where near vertically dip-
ping metasedimentary rocks are continuously exposed in a roadcut, re-
vealed no mineralized or abnormally radioactive zones.

In the prospect area on Parcel No. 2 (figs. 2 and 3B) on Hot
Springs Creek, nine pi!‘:s have been dug. into lo'os_é slate and c;hert. A
few small pods up to one foot across of weathered manganiferous and
limonitic sinter showed radioactivity ranging from 0.09 to 2.2 mr/hr -
3 to 50 times ba.ckgga;und.

We enclose herewith three copies of a chart showing location and

At the present time, we wish to drill three core holes, approximately
400 feet deep at a cost of approximately $6. 00 per foot. We are presently
drilling the first core hole in the vicinity of sample area 4 and 5 and have
it under contract for $5.00 a foot. However, we do not believe that the
driller will be able to drill the other holes at this figure because of his heavy
expense and difficulties being encountered.

The applicant's property is in an area of metasediments,
including clay slate, contorted shales, and quartzitic rock. Both the
bedding and foliation appear to be vertical and trend east. The
operator has found radioactivity, concentrated particularly in the
manganiferous soil and overburden over the deeply weathered beds of
clay slate.

The operator proposes to diamond drill, clean out an old
adit, do some assessment work, etc. The program is vague.

I have no information on the area. The results of sampling
and radioactivity surveys, however, are sufficiently encouraging to
warrant referring the application to the Field Team.

The exploration of this property is still in such an early
stage that it is difficult to evaluate its potential. So far, "“ore
grade" radioactivity has been found in the overburden only. Also I
note that the eU's appear to be somewhat higher than the U's,

Parcels .1 and 3 lie astride the Feather River Highway with most
remote corners only a few hundred feet from the roadway. Parcel 2 can
be reached by constructing 300 to 800 feet 'q;f:. road from the Feather River
Highway across Parcels 1 or 3. The main line of the Western Pacific
Railroad lies south and westerly a few hundred feet across the river on
the rorth bank of the Feather River in Parcel 1, traversing
in a general south'to hbrth diréction 'a.cr'oss the entire Parcel.

Topogr’aphy is-such that an inexpensive low-level bridge and siding
could be constructed. There is aﬁ existing bridge and spur 1 1/4 miles
westerly from the west line of Paféel 3, all via the Feather‘Rivef Highway

Via Highway 24, the property is 95 miles from Reno, Nevada,
ahd 61 miles from Oroville, California.

Topbgfaphy of the area is mountainous with relief over 4000 feet.
All parcels,’ however, are in an area of modefaté mountain slopes, with
deeply weathered soils on benches and slopes. Roék outcrops are numberous,
but a small percentége of the total area. Maximum reliefain the three parcels
is 1600 feet. Roads can be constructed almost anywhere in the area with ab
‘bulldozer ‘and very little blasting or bridging.

- Geology: The area is in the very northern portion of the Sierra-Nevada
metamorphic and igneoué rock complex, The prospect'sites, (Parcels 1 to 3,) E
lie‘ almost in the middle of an eight-mile-wide belt of carboniferous age meta-
sediments., In all probability, they are ih the Shoo Fly formation, a portion
of the Carboniferous meta-sediments described by Diller of the U. S.

Geological Survey. These rocks are the highly silicified and contorted remains of
marine sediments. They range from fresh almost unweathered at the level of
the Feather River to deeply weathered on slopes higher on the properties.

The unweathered rocks -ai'e massive with joint partings 6 inches to 2 feet apart, with





most pr‘orhihent jointing dipping about"20 degrees westerly. .
Foliation in the unweathered rocks is near?vertical and east-west -
in trend. It is more prominent as rocks become more weathered.
Bedding aplpears.,' te péraliel .foli’atioh. " Beds alternate as clayl slate, highly
conf.'or‘ted~ carbonaceous sh‘ales,' and massi\;e, highly silicified qhartzitic rock.-

Lenses of pyritic and iron ixide stained quartz are common and appear

to be replacements along certain sheared and crumpled beds.

Geology of the Prespects,:'

Parcel 1 was examined in the road cut along the Feather River

Highway and shallow pits on the southslope facing the Feather River

Highway.. At the south «end of the roé.d cut, heavily weathered clay slates -
are slumped downhill. Joints of these slates are hea_vily stained with
manganiferous and ferous minerals. The remainder of»the_roa‘d cut is a
series of clay :slates, quartzites, and closeiy fractured and contorted |
carbonaceous shales. Some zones eontain lenses of quartz up to three feet -
wide. On weathered south slopes facing the highway, clay-slates are deeply
weathered, e.nd the _rubble cons'ists of elay slate, and bull quartz in a heavy
clay matrix,

Parcel vtwc‘p was examined by traverse along "Hot Spring Creek", the
xr)ajor‘creek along the wesf edge of the property, and in cuts on the slope ‘
facing the Feather‘RiVer Highway. Deeply weathered clay soils mantle
rock to a point.:500 feet north of the Highway, and 500 feet ‘north of the
south line of Parcel 2 exposed _ohly coarse boulders in red clay soil. Shallow
pits from this point to 775 feet north of the south line expose red | |
soil or heaviiy weathered, slightly manganiferous, clay slates. At this
point, hard gray clay slates and massive quartzite are thinly mantled
with 1 to 2 feet of black manganiferous soil dnd calcareous tufa of a series
of mineral sprihgs. The que.rtzites are bedded near-vertical, with hard
ribs 10‘ to 20 feet wide’ and lessvdur’able altered zones between_.

Exposures along the hill front facing the Feather River Hot

Springs Resort consisted of a few bond outcrops of hard gray:quartzite

high on the hill, with more closely jointed deeply weathered clay slates and
sijicified meta-sediments on the hill-front, The largest cut, (''Hole on the Hill",)
a ‘fo.ur-’foot hole containing a spring 100 feet up-~hill and 150 feet northerly'~

from the Feather River Highways exposed weathered, ma nganiferous coated

clay slates with east-west foliation and 70-degree north dip, which appears

to be in part downhill slump.

Parcel 3. Examination was confined largely to the discovery area
lying betweeh the Feather River Highway and the River. At River level, fresh
unaltered rock is well exposed with foliation not pronounced and jointing well
developed, with a 20-degree westsérl}; dig. Foliation is obscure, out east- -
westerly and near vertical from a few feet to fifteen feet above river level, .
the joints widen and are filled with culcareous cementation. Further up the bank,
mineral springs become common, the rock becomes closely jointed parallel.:
to foliation and is covered by a three to five-foot zone of mangéniferous soil .
and pods of calcareous tufa, This condition extends 100 feet easterly from
the discovery point and 200 feet westerly.

A.dj#cent to the mineral springs, cuts show the manganiferous
soil grading down into highly altered clay slate.

In the road cut on the north side of the road and above the zone
of manganiferous soils and springs, the rock is deeply weathered with soil
cover, out with no evidence or mineralization. A tunnel Aabout 30 feet above
the road level appears to be over 100 feet in length and follows a manganiferous
soil zone at least 50 feet. This zone is 2 to 3 feet thick and well defined,
with red clay boulder soil above and weathered clay slates below, It appears to
cover several acres on the bench above ekxixgmxa® the road.

Shallow bulldozer cuts on the slope above this tunnel exposed weathered
clay slates and occasional manganiferous nodules,

Radiation Surveys:

-





A detailed radiation survey was carried out along the Road Cut in
Parcel 1, The weathered outcrop at the South end gave readings up to 4
milliroentgéns with b‘aékground of .06 milliroentgens. A channel sample
taken on a six-foot width did not show appreciably over background
count. This sample was discarded and the samble submitted from a
12-inch width, This sample showed a radiation over twice background. -
(This sample 4:'not assayed because of low radioactivity. )

In the r‘eméining 800 feet of traverse, only two small spots of high :
radioactivity were udiscovered. One appeared to be only three inches
wide in the quartzites, (sample 5 not assayed for lack of radioactivity, ).
and appeared to be the result of joint coating by a secondary radioactive
mineral, The other radioactive point was a dollaresize nob of calcareous
tufa at a seeping joint, |

Radiation surveys on the hill front facing the Feather River Hot Springs
Resort showed only one conclusively radioactive area at the '"Hole on the Hill",
(100 feet up and 150 feet ﬁorth of the north edge of the Feather River Highway
opposite the Service Station. ) Here the east e‘dge.)of the hole was radioactive
to 8 milliroentgens. Samples 6 and 6A were taken from this locality. 'Sample
6A was not assayed; Sample 6 ré.dio--assayed. 05 percent U308 equivalent, |

Radiation surveys of 805 feet along east bank of Hot Spring Creek from
the South Line of Parcel 2 showed only slightly above normal to double
background from 305 feet northerly to 775 feet, At 775 feet,  a spring flows
from a 2-foot cut. Radioactivity here on the black manganiferous soil
was up to 8 milliroentgens per hour. It was impossible to determine
rock radioactivity because of high, mass radioactivity in the area. Sample
9, a grab sample of the harder quartzite and clay slate, gave an off-area
count of .5 to 1,0 milliroentgens. The softer, altered clay slates, (Sample
8,) gave off-area readings of up to 1. 8 milliroentgens. Black manganiferous
soils gave off-area reading up to 4 milliroentgens. (Sample 7, 1.64 percent
U30g equivalent. )

Radiation was checked at several cuts at the Discovery site in Parcel 3.
The black manganiferous soils gave counts up to 8 milliroentgens, the

calcareous tufa.counts up to .15 milliroentgens, with background of . 05.

The underlying weathered clay slate and quartzite gave intensities negative to
three times background.

The bulldozer pits directly uphill from the Discovery site were
systematically checked for radioactivity. Neither the deeply weathered soils, the
hard-rock outcrops, nor the manganiferous nodules showed radioactivity
perceptibly above background,

The tunnel 30 feet above highway level along a continuous manganiferous
soil zone gave readings up to three times background in the first 25 feet
of tunnel,

All radiation surveys were coonducted with a precision Radiation
