In the course of the stripping pods and
lenses of chromite residual in crumbly weathered serpentine might
be found. If found the chromite would be practically ready for
mining.

Inasmuch .as the applicaht?s claims are widely
scattered over a nearly.homogeneous mass of serpegiinized
peridotitevand the only mine workings consist of shallow bulldozer
trenches, no attempt by the field ekaminers Was made to map the
property.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONSV/,

The Bobcat, Anchor A, and Alta“claims contain small = -
quantities of chromite float and erratiéally scatteredtpodules and
disseminations of chrggité in serpentine. The resuits of the
examination indicate that the deposits are too ﬁmsma.ll and W.’t(;lely |

scattered to be mined economically.





The applicant proposed to prospect for chromite float
and lenses of chromite in serpentine by bulldozing shallow surface
trenches in weathered serpehtine. The applicant proposed to
furnish his own labor and supplies and requested Government assist- ‘
ance in purchasing a bulldozer.. The Governmentfs share of the
' ostimated cost of the $6,000 bulldozer would be $3,000.

There are nq_Eargets on the claims oﬁ which to base an
exploration program and little probability of making a si§nificant'
discoverz;by the proposed program.

It is recommended that Government assistance under the
DMEA program be de%igd.
