The applicants applied for assistance in exploring a scheelite­
bearing tactite zone. The estimated cost of the proposed project is
$28,385.90. The work proposed includes access road work and 100 feet
of drifting. The costs of a new camp and' equipment are included in the
total.


The examiners found the main scheelite-bearing tactite to
consist of 2,-Y'ertical len~es each about l~ feet wide. The lenses are
exposed for 15 feet in an open cut about 7 feet deep, one side of which
is about 4 feet from the contact of ~teeply dipping calcareous meta­
sedimentary rocks and granodiorite. The contact is about at right angles
to the northeasterly strike of the lenses and the calcareous rocks. The
dip of the contact is not given but as mapped would appear to be to the
southwest.


A sample across one l8-Etch lens assayed 0.9?-% W03 and across
the other l8-inch, lens 0. 2a{o W03. About 4 !,eet of schist ~~eparates the
le~~es. About 10Jons of ore averaging 0.55% W03 has been m~ed in the
open cut and about 8 tons of the same grade remains 'in place oetween
the side of the open cut and the granodiorite. The 0.55% would seem
to be the average of the material taken from the 0.91% and the 0.2CfJ/o
lenses. The total length of the lenses is taken to be 15 feet.-- ~- .


Exploration by drifting would not be practicable unless the
tactite lenses extend much ,further fDom the contact than indicate~.
Sinking would be feasible but is hardly worth while since the tonnage
per vertical foot would not exceed about 3~ tons of 0.55% W03 material
along with ~ tons of waste. .
