V CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The Rose Research Claims contain several thin, sparsely 


mineralized quartz veinlets in granodiorite. The veinlets contain 


only traces of tungsten, molybdenum, and copper. The grade is too 


low and the mineralized veinlets are too small and 'widely scattered 


to be economically mined. 


It is recommended that Government asSistance. under the 


DMEA program be denied because there is no target 'where a signifi-.
