The applicants requested assistance in exploring a scheelite 
bearing tactite zone on which considerable work, consisting of bull-
dozing., trenching, a short adit and geologic mapping ,, had been done.

The material exposed contains less 
than 0.J, W03. To it the examiners ascribe the following tonnages:

The examiners conclude: 


"The low grade and small size of the target does not 
justify an exploration program of the magnitude, proposed, 
or Government participation in any program. Bulldozer 
trenching by the applicant along the west side of the saddle, 
to determine the continuity of the tactite zone, and estimated 
to cost only a few hundred dollars, may be warranted."	 -
