First, an estimate for roads on the property to tie
each of the present mine workings together as well as the proposed
exploration work at the several locations in order to conserve man
power to get equipment from one location to the other with little
loss of time., Stage 2, would be the actual exploration work and
core drilling, if necessary, Stage 3, would be the construction
and improvement of roads for hauling the ore out, this road is
about 4 1/2 miles in length. The total cost of Stage 1 is esti-
mated by the applicant at $2, 500, Stage 2, $23,000, and Stage 3,
$2,561.

In the writer's judgement, the prospect needs to be
evaluated by a field examination. Accordingly, I recommend
that the application should be referred to the field team for
examination and report.
