_ The applicants requested assistance in exploring a
tungsten-bearing vein by crosscutting and drifting.

The examiners found the scheelite occurs in -discontinuous
lenses- or pods of tactite in a steep fault which cuts the crest of
an antlcllne. The folded rocks are limestone and shale and a: schistone
white silicated rock. The anticlinal arch is near the center of a
pendant mass of metamorphosed rocks. The pendant is 1/2 mile wide
and several miles long and the surroundlng rock is 'granite' of the
Sierra Nevada bathallth.

The tactite leBises are sporadically distributed along a
strike length of the fault for 900 feet.

In the opinion of the examiner, the lenses are thin and
of small dimensions, and the chances of finding larger and better
bodies with depth are not good.
