B. H. Sheahan (USBM) and H. K. Stager (USGS) field examiners
examined the Minnietta mine and reviewed the applicants program of
exploration November 8-9, 1956.

Ore bodies mined in the past have consisted of argentiferous
galens_replacements in limestone localized along low angle faults
which in turn are found in & relatively small fault block. These bodies
contained from a few tons to several hundred tons of ore which averaged
about 12% leed end 50 ozs. of silver per ton. Totel recorded production
between 1895 and 1955 was 6,933 tons. -

The examiners state that past exploration has been extensive
and has tested all of the favorable area and much of the surrounding
ground as to large possibilities, while the widely scattered small
messes can be best discovered by long hole drilling from old stopes.

The examination team state that the exploration proposal is
poorly planned with an evident lack of knowledge of the geology of
the mine and district. They point out that the fault which was to be
the principal exploration target is the northeasterly boundary which
is not mineralized at any point on the outcrop or where exposed by
workings underground. The field examiners point out that downward
extension of the Jack Gunn ore bodies hes been disproven by crosscuts
and other openings, and that there are no significaﬁ%‘targets which
have not been explored.

In sumation they recommend denial of the application. The
Field Team concurs in that recommendation. These conclusions appear
sound on the bases of the evidence and I agree with them.

shaft, Exploratory dianiond drilling was also conducted at the
mine but results were evidently'discouraging because the option
was ré‘linquished in 1953,

Helen M. Gunn, the owner, received 10 percent royalty
on ore produced by Finley and Vignich, and $250 per month while

In 1954 the shaft contractors, McFarland and Hollinger of
Tooele, Utah, produced one 56-ton carload of ore from old
workings in the St, Charles area, Smelter settlement sheets showed
11,55 percent lead, 3,5 ounces silver, OIV.Z'O percent copper, which
netted $407,22 after freight and royalty deductions.

GENERAL GEOLOGY

The Minnietta mine i.s in an area of high relief on the east side
of the Argus range, The rocks in the mine area are chiefly
limestones and have been tentatively correlated with the Tin
Mountain formation of lower Mississippian age, These rocks
are on the nose of a northward plunging anticline. A quartz
monzonite batholith of probable Cretaceous age forms the core of
the anticline and crops out a few miles south of the mine area,
Diorite dikes cut the limeétone in the mine area'and may be offshoots
of the quartz monzonite mass,

The limestone is blue to dark-gray, fine- to medium-grained
and crops out in steep slopes and cliffs, Bedding strikes west to

northeast and dips from 40° to 75° NW. The diorite occurs as dikes

cutting the limestone, commonly along faults, The dikes are abundant

200-feet long, 5~ to 50~feet wide, 5- to 20-feet thick, and contain
from a few tons to several thousand tons of ore each, The grade
of the ore bodies ranges from 5 to 50 percent lead and 3 to 200
ounces of silver per ton with an average grade of about 12 percent

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The ore bodies are localized along low angle faults that
strike about N 30° E and dip- 30° - 40° NW, between faults that

SAMPLING

There were m mineralized areas in the vicinity of the
proposed work that warranted sampling, Some sample data
is shown on figures 6, 7, and 8, which were attached to the
Bureau of Mines report dated September 1950,

ORE RESERVES

There are no measured ore reser’ve;s available for mining
at the Minnietta mine, About 1,000 tons of marginal ore is
contained in dumps or is exposed in pillars and along the margins
of old stopes, This ore contains 5 to 10 percent lead and 5 to 10
ounces of silver per ton but at present market values is too low
in grade to mine and ship economically, Inferred reserves are a
few hundred tons of ore containing about 15 percent lead and
25 ounces of silver per ton, These reserves are inferred to be in

small widely scattered bodies similar in size and grade to those
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that have been mined, These ore bodies can be found most

economically by long hole drilling in the floors, walls, and backs

of the old stopes,

EXPLORATION POSSIBILITIES

The applicants propose to explore for other ore bodies by

‘drifting, crosscutting, and raising in the area north of and below

the Cowshed and Jack Gunn workings, The proposal is based on
an inadequate kno;vledge of the geology of the deposit and of the
district.

The fault that is the principal target of the applicants!'
propos‘ed exploration is the north boundary fault of the deposit,
It strikes about N 70° W and dips 65° SW, It is not mineralized
at the surface or at any point exposed underground, It is not
the "Darwin® tear fault as is implied in the application, The

prominent, steeply~dipping, tear fault of the Darwin district

"crosses the Argus range about 4 miles north of the Minnietta

mine and is not known to be mineralized either in the Darwin
district or in the Argus range, The lead-silver deposit at the
Modoc mine,. ab.ouf 2,000 feet north of the Minnietta, bottomed
about 1,000 feet above the level of the proposed crosscut,

A downward continuation of the ore body mined from the
Cowshed workings, that is a secondary target of the applicants®

proposal, has been tested by drifts and raises on the same level
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as the proposed work and has also been tested by diamond drilling
below this level, This previous exploration failed to find a downward
continuation or other sirﬁilar‘ gently diioping ore bodies at lower
horizons,

A downward cqntinuation of the ore bodies mined from the
Jack Gunn workings, also a secondary target of the proposal, has
been tested by a crosscut at the same level and about 100 feet south
of that proposed by the applicants, It was also tested by drifts and
crosscuts 75 feet above the pr‘Opo’se.;'i drift and by an incline shaft
that was driven to a depth of 40 feet below the level of the main ore
body or only 20 feet above the level of the proposed work., These
drifts, crosscuts, and incline shaft demonstrated that the deposit
was formed above a low aﬁgle fault and was not underlain by other
similar ore bodies,

The maze of underground workings at the Minnietta mine is -
greatly out of proportion to the small tonnage of ore produced and.
is indicative that all conceivable exploration targets have been
tested by previous operators of the mine and with little or no success,
Afield crew of geologists and engineers from the American Smelting
and Refining Co, spent several weeks at the mine in 1951 and as a
result of their work and studies some exploration by diamond drilling
and shaft sinking was done., This work also failed to discover new
ore bodies,
