Geologically,this deposit falls into the contact meta-
morphic type. Scheelits is the only ore minersl of
importance,and sccurrs in a rather coarse patchesalong
a sheared migmatite zone in granite. some of the samples
cut at the prospect were extremely rich. (see assay
certificnto?

Subject: Result of Preliminary Examination of Tungsten Prospect on
The Dewey Anderson Ranch, Lassen County, California.

The prospect is located in -Sec. 33, T.26N.,R16 E, of Lassen County,
and is approximately 2 miles west of Calif. State highway 395, and
5 miles north of Doyle, Calif. It is reached by secondary roads,
which intersect highway 395 at the Long Valley bridee.

Lying at an elevation of 4,500 feet, on the eastern foothills of the
Diamond Range, the deposit outcrops midway within an alluvial fan
which spills out into Long Valley. The topography is fairly rugged,
and exposures being conspicuous only on ridges and peaks. Vegetation
consists of low sagebrush in the valley floors, and foothills, with
cedar and pine at higher elevations. Precivitation is meager during
much of the year except for occasional mountain storms, however light
snows can be expected during the three winter months. Snow depths
would not be a serious threat to mining operations. - Ample water and
power is located in Long Valley, 1 mile distant. Doyle is the near-
est railhead (Western Pacific).

At the time the discovery was visited by the writer, a dozzer cut

had exposed a mineralized shear zone about six feet in width, in the
granite. The apparant strike of this zone is N80 degrees W., while
the dip is in a southerly direction. Tt is within this hichly sheared
and fractured zone that scheelite (calcium tungstate) has developed.
The granite has been highly altered, and gencrally grades into the
hybrid rock migmatite. Tactite xenoliths are exposed along the strike
of the mineralized zone. This occurrence appears to be of the contact
metamorphic type. The writer was quite impressed with the rich
concentrations of scheelite, which were -evident at the prospect. The
quality of the mineral was excellent, as exemplified by the pale blue
fluorescence, under an ultra violet lamp. Due to the lack of ex-—
posures, no estimate could be made regarding the probable extension

of the mineralized zone. In conversing with the personel at the site,
it was learned that samples sent to Abbott Hanks Inc. and Nevada
Laboratories, gave returns of 10.29 % and 11.44% WO, respectively.

Recommendations:

It is the opinion of the writer that the nossibility of developing
important ore bodies within the immediate area of the discovery, is
good. Exploratory work should not only be confined to the strike

of the scheelite bearing shear zone, but to the adjacent tactite

areas as well. Tactite float containing scheclite was found several
hundred feet from the original discovery. o less than three
independent tactite outcrops were noted by the author, in the vicinity.

Due to the depth of the alluvium, the services of a dozzer should be
acquired, and trenches at riszht angles to the strike of the structure
should be excavated. The dozzer would be useful at the site, for

a six month period, during the exploratory phaze. Aporoximately 2,000
feet of diamond drilling probably would be necessary for exploring

ore bodies and suitable horizons. This will permit 13 holes to be
drilled with an average depth of 150 feet per hole. The excavation

of several shallow pits must also be anticipated, for the purpose

of exploring more closely, the grade of inferred ore zones. Finally
the value of planned geologic exvloration techniques and consultation,
thru the duration of the exploration phaze, should not be underestimated.

. I write to add certain comments to the application fbr.a
DMEA loan made by lessees John J. Waltman and Charles Cavalier,

filed with your Reno, Nevada field office on November 20, 1956.

General location, accessability, etc.

The project is located on a ranch owned by me located on.
the eastern slope of the Sierra Nevadas something over two miles
north of the town of Doyle, California, on Highway 395 some L2
miles north of Reno, Nevada. The ranch property, consisting of
over 3,000 deeded acres, has been leased by me for mineral ex~
ploration and mining purposes only to the above-named applicants.
The property is otherwise operated as a cattle ranch., The lo-
‘cation of the tungsten discovery is in the extreme northeastern
section of the ranch, on our most rocky and poorest grazing land.
The cultivated fields, irrigated alfalfa, farm buildings and op-
erating facilities are located some distance from the mine property.

: There is a ranch road directly to the mine, and the discov=-
erer has roughed out a direct road from it to the highway, which
can be improved quite easily because of the rock formation into a
heavy duty road connecting directly with the year-round hard sur-
faced Highway 395 about a mile and a half distant. Practically
the entire distance is over my land, a road right-of-way having
been obtained for the short distance which crosses my neighbor's
land. = As development proceeds, roadside fencing will be placed
by the mine operators to enable them full use of the road without
interfering with my cattle operations.

We have a high tension power line providing electricity
from the Portola Rural Electric Cooperative to the ranch facilities
and pumping plant. Connecting poles are within three-quarters of
a mile from the mine head, » :

The ranch and mine can be reached by heavy traffic the year-
round, The rainfall in this vicinity, is about 20 inches on the





average, although in recent dry cycle years it has not been much
above half that., Precipitation is concentrated largely during

the late winter and spring months. Snowfall is light, and does
not stay for long. It is possible to work outdoors the year
round. The ground does not freeze deep, and even surface freezing
is infrequent. '

The ranch is provided irrigation water by means of a State
of California approved storage reservoir which catches the season's
runoff, It is all used presently. If mine requirements demanded
it, a very considerably larger storage could be obtained by scoop-
ing out the reservoir basin, for there is plenty of runoff water
and this water could be piped to the mine on a gravity flow., For
human usage; the mine developers propose putting in a well near
the mine, If this is a windmill and storage system, it should pro-
vide ample water of good quality for such purposes. If a larger
amount of water should be required, there is every reason to believe
that a deeper well, say of 300-400 feet, would provide it. (We have
two such wells on the ranch,)

Nearby Doyle has a machine shop mamned by competent mechanics;
a hardware store and general merchandise store. These facilities are
available to the mine operators. For larger requirement of tools,
equipment, repairs, foodstuffs, etc., Reno, Nevada is some 12 miles
to the south and Susanville, California, an equal distance to the
nerth,

Manpower

The discoverer of the mine property is an old prospector of
considerable practical experience, who has worked the property into
its present condition according to accepted methods of mine explora-
tion. His partner has had extensive business and management experi-
ence. Together, they make a working team of practical men whose
- faith in this particular property is such that they have already _
spent the better part of six months in initial exploration work, and
- who are prepared to devote their full time to management and super-

vision of the operation henceforth. Besides, they are risking con-
siderable cash in the enterprise.

The location of the mine project is excellent for obtaining
workers at this particular time of the year., During this next half-
year lumbering operations in the Susanville-Chester area taper off
© and workers are looking for jobs. Seasonally, ranch hands are idle,
"too, There is a labor pool of excess workers available in the Reno
area, and some few experienced miners out of work during this season
of the year in the high mountain Bishep, California area. Hence,
this particular project would provide needed work for a number of
family breadwinners, if it could be gotten underway soon.
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Project Program, Costs, etce

Every item listed for exploration work in the mining area in
the IMEA project application pertains entirely to the purpose of
determining the nature and extent of the ore body, leading directly
to the production of tungsten, a mineral which the Congress under
the Defense Production Act of 1950, as Amended, has accorded high
place and a guaranteed purchase price to encourage its discovery.

The only way that the site, which the preliminary work done indi-
cates is most promising, can be proved capable of producing tungsten
ore in quantity is to conduct the exploration work outlined in this
project proposal. It is to be noted that all but a minor fraction

of the proposed loan funds are to be expended on independent contracts
with persons who will excavate, drill or perform professional services
in determining the exact location, extent, and character of the ore
bodies,

As the owner of the property being mined, I should like to

~ point out that none of the expenditures add, but all detract from
the value of the property for ranch or any other purposes than
mining., That the only gain which can accrue to me is in the dis-
covery and mining of ore in quantity, for the terms of my lease
(copy of which is appended to the project application) provide that
" my return is to come as a percentage of the gross value of the ore
mined.,

Having had experience with dozer and tractor work on the
ranch property, the writer can testify to the reasonable estimates
- of the cost as given in the project outline. A check with experts
indicates that the other costs, such as geologist'!s fees and diamond
drilling, are standard. There are no extra or unnecessary items on
the list, and in fact there are bound to be other costs besides those
listed, for which some contingency fund is needed.

. Prospects of success.

The writer has had the opportunity to study the legislation
as passed by the Congress in its efforts to discover minerals needed
in the defense of the nation. I have also listened to committee
~hearings on this subject, and to the interrogation of witnesses., I
have read reports of the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration
covering projects underwritten and results achieved. It is my belief
that the purpose of the law is precisely to make funds available for
- such a bonafide prospect as that contained in the application of
Messrs. Waltman and Cavalier. In support of this view, I submit the
following:

1. The discoverers of this mineral deposit have spent some
six months of time and considerable money of their own obtaining:
all evidence possible short of the exploration and drilling proposed
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in their application for a DMEA loan; seeking to determine whether
the discovery warranted further exploration before making their
application.

2, In doing this preliminary work, they have marked out

the mineralized area from outcroppings that yielded tungsten signs
from exposure to a dark light. They have caused a dozer cut 180
feet long and 15 feet wide to be made. This crosses a major ore
deposit (sheelite.) They mined some 5 tons of ore from the dozer.
cut, and some gmall amount from the mine cut itself. They got two
samples taken from the exposed ore vein assayed by two different
reputable assay firms, one showing 1l.L44% of WOg , the other 10.29%.

3. The discoverers prospected the surrounding area for some
distance, and obtained outcropping evidence of sheelite which-in-
dicated considerable dispersion of the mineralized area.

L. The discoverers-developers then obtained, at their own
expense, the services of a reputable professional mining geologist
who spent some time at the ranch conducting a systematic survey of
the area. His report is appended to their application for a project
development loan. It is quite properly couched in the careful
language of the professional geologist, veering on the conservative
rather than the over-optimistic expression of view. Even so, it
supports quite emphatically the request of the applicants for a DMEA
loan. 1In part it says:

"The writer was quite impressed with the rich concentrations
of sheelite, which were evident at the prospect. The quality
of the material was excellent, as exemplified by the pale
blue fluorescence, under an ultra violet lamp. Due to the
lack of exposures, no estimate could be made regarding the
probable extension of the mineralized zone,%

In my view, this is precisely the condition for which the law
was passed and for which its administration has been lodged in the
Bureau of Mines of the Department of Interior. Here is an area
bearing a deposit of sheelite high in percentage of WOz so far as
such ore has been exposed. The DMEA loan request is to determine
so nearly as possible the extent of the ore body and its feasibility
for mining and the production of a material of high value for the
national defense. For the government to risk a relatively small sum
of the taxpayers! money to determine whether the ore is there in
sufficient quantity and quality to warrant mining is a small risk by
comparison with the great gain to be made from the discovery of a
substantial quantity of tungsten. The consulting geologist placed
his reputation squarely before the project committee reviewing this
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DMEA loan application when he summed up his report in these words:

"It is the opinion of the writer that the possibility
of developing important ore bodies within the immediate
area of the discovery, is very good."

In view of the foregoing evidence of sincerity of purpose
on the part of the discoverer-developers, their financial ex-
penditure and investment of time to date, their ability to conduct
the next phase of exploration, the presence of a body of ore of
high quality whose extent is yet to be determined, and the scientific
Jjudgment of a qualified practicing geologist that there is a good
chance of discovering a substantial body of ore there, this writer
submits that all considerations have been met for which a DMEA loan
can be expected to be made., I therefore respectfully add this word
of endorsement to the application on file with your Defense Minerals
Exploration Administration.

Being in Washington, D. C., where I am the executive director
of the Public Affairs Institute, I stand ready to.wait. upon the
committee at its convenience. I can offer a considerable 1list of
persons here who are qualified to vouch for my reliability, among
them being such éminentlpeople as the two chairman of the Congressional
committees which sponsored the DMEA legislation, Senator James E,
Murray and Congressman Clair Engle; and the two senators from Nevada
who know so much about the mining exploration problem in that vicinity,
Senators Bible and Malone.
