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SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECOMMENDA TIONS

The application, dated November 27, 1956, by Tri-State
Mines, Inc,, requested Government assistance in a.iﬁ{al'05, 200
program, docket DMEA-4’558, to explore for tungsten and titanium
on the Montana and Yellow Dog group of claims, San Bernardino
County, California, An examination was made on Jaﬁuary 11, 1957
by R. G. Reeves, U, S, Geological Survey, and J, D, Warne,

U, S. Bureau of Mines, accompanied by H, E, Giddings, D, C,
Gokenbach, and Rudy lStuler for the applicants,

A scheelite and lead~silver mineralized zone was sampled in
acéessible underground workings of the Montana and Perdue mines,
No titaniferous minerals were observed,

The deposit has apparently been av&e.quately explored by
adits at various levels between the "Working Tunnel' at about
4, 600 feet, and the Perdue workings at approximately 6, 000 feet
above sea level, The scanty amounts of tungsten, lead, and silver
indicate that the deposit contains only a very ,émall amount of ore;
not nearly enough to justify even a small progfam. The work
