5. (b) The exploration will consist mainly of a diamond drilling 
program. It is proposed that a total of 4,000 linear 
feet of core drillirg be completed. All holes to be logged, 
and core recovery tagged and stored. The data thus gained 
will be plotted and charted. The sections of geological 
data will be completed currently as the work progresses. 


The enclosed drawing illustrates a tentative drilling 
program, both in sequence of hole locations and approximate 
depth.. It is realized •that intereectiori wIth an ore body 
will cause modif'ication of thehole locations. 


It is planned to scrape the overburden from the adjacent 
area with the bulldozer. This should help in identifying 
the surface rock exposures and in conducting radiometric 
grid program. 


The work program is planned on 4o week basis with an 
estimated completion of 100 feet of core drilling and 20 
hours of bulldozer work per.week. Labor will consist of 
personnel as listed in item 6 (b)..

INTRODUCTION 
This report was compiled at the request of Mr. Olin 


S. Thibedeau,, President of Thibedeau Mining Corporation, Its 
purpose is to aid in evaluating the Rocky Point property and 
determining an exploration program. 


LOCATION AND PHYSICAL FEATURES 
The Rovky Point claim is an unpatented lode mining 


claim, approximately 600 feet wide and 1500 feet long. It is 
located approximately three miles SE of Big Bear Lake, San 
Bernardino County, California. It is in the San Gorgonio 
Quadrangle T2N RIE Sec 34. 


The claim was recorded December 9, 1954, Book 349 
Page 491, in the San Bernardino County Court House. 


The Property is at an elevation of 8000 feet. It is 
covered with pine trees, and lies at the crest of a ridge 
extending into the Santa Aria River Canyon from its northern 
wall. Accessibility is obtained by a dirt road maintained by 
the Forest Service. It is four miles to the nearest paved road 
at Moonridge. 


OIITNERSHIP AND OPERATION 
The owners of this claim are: Clifford Mortvedt; 


Leslie Mortvedt; Mrs W.S.Scribner; Robert Scribner; and 
Melvin Helgeson. 


The property was leased to the Thibedeau M±ning Corp-
oration on June 19, 1956. 


Extensive bulldozer work and several diamond drill 
holes have been completed under the suDervision of Mr. Thibedeau 
and the recommendation of the writer. 


GEOLOGY 
-	 The property is in the Sari Bernardino Mountains, on 


a branch of the San Andreas Fault which forms a steep-walled 
canyon drained by the Santa Aria River. 


The mountains are an uplifted block, trending east-
west,, with a Jurassic grantic basement either exposed at the 
surface or covered with Paleozoic (mainly) metamorphosed 
sediments.
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The claim lies near the ridge summit and is bound on 
the east by a fault escarpment of approximately 1500 feet. A 
fault scarp crosses the SE end of the claiiji.. The center of the 
claim has pronounced uplift producing a doming affect and suggests 
intrusion.4


The rocks are metamorphic gneisses find schists intruded 
by basic dikes, predominantly feldspar. A high iron' content is 
noticeable throughout the ridge, and aporoximately 2000 feet down 
the ridge from the Rocky Point deposit radioactive iron outcrops 


The surface ore conttains the secondary m'i.neral Uranoc:i.rcite 
(BaO.2UO3.P205,riFI2O) identified by the Federal Bureau of Minesnd 
primary uranium minerals recognized by the California Divisicn of 
Mines but •not identified as to composition, 


The matrix is essentially a tôurnie lineo1igoclase rock 
with small amounts of quartz and biotite. 


The ore occurs in stringers and bunches. 'The largest 
body is approximately three feet by three feet by forty feet with 
a definite tabular trend. 


Excavation on the western flank of the "dome" shows a 
diorite body, The contact strikes NW-SE and dips easterly. 


The strincrers concentrate in tie diorite. The whole 
body is greatly stained by •ron oxide and the feldspar kaolinized 
so that it crumbles on excavation by bulldozer, 


The green florescent uranocircite occurs in the fractures 
and cleavages of the vein rock only, thus the weathering is in situ.' 


No thorium or rare earths are present in the ore thus 
mimiiniing a pegmatite origin, The evidence points to a high 
tenmerature vein deposit. 


Three AEC geo1o'ist, with Mr. Nelson from the Las Vegas 
office in charge,, visited the. property November 29, 1955. These 
men were encouraging, in that they felt the surface deposit would 
increase in size and richness at depth,. and that the deth would 
be relatively small to primary ore. The surface ore was declared 
suitable for milling, and Mr Nelson said his office would issue 
permits and purchase the ore as soon as it could be shipped. 


DEVELOPMENT 
-	 Approximately twenty tons of ore have been stock piled., 
Two access roads have been built, one to each side of the portal. 


Three diamond drill holes were completed averaging 
100 feet, and several shallow holes averaging 35 feet. Two of 
the holes encountered an ore stringer subsequently uncovered by 
the b1ldozer, The rest of the holes served to aid in general 
geological information, 


An excavation by bj11dozer haa been made along the 
strike of the contact about 150 feet long. At the discovery 
point it is forty feet deep and averages forty feet wide4 


The large excavation shows the original ore body 
continuing in depth, and uncovered two more bodies, one about 
sixty feet horizontaly from the original along the contact.and 
the other an additional twenty feet along the contact. It 'also 
shows the easterly dip of the contact and the multiple stringers 
on the east wail,
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ECO1'OMIC CONSIDERATIONS 
At the present, ore must be shipped to Salt Lake City, Utah. 


The AEC will pay all the rail freight and si cents per tonmile for 
truck freight. The nearest rail depot is 45 miles from the property; 
at V&ctorville, California. 


There is anticipated arail siding near the new Kaiser 
cement plant near Lucerne,, California, This would cut the truck 
haul nearly in half. 


There should be no penalties on this ore,, hence the 
guaranteed price should be net from the mill. Average ore samples 
have chenically assayed o.60% U3 08 or Approximately fl OO.00 per ton. 


There is a winter snow problem three months of the year, 
maintaining the four miles of dirt road. Sufficient housing and 
some semi—skillec1 labor are available locally. 


RECOMMENDATIONS 
The property should he drilled sufficiently to delineate 


the ore body. The drill holes can be probed to establish rineralized 
zones. Subsequet coring of these zones with assays should establish 
an evaluation of the mine. - 


The 'doiae" area, of one to two acres in extent, can be 
grided and thus systematically drilled. The data can be plotted 
and charted for geological information. 


The holes will range from 50 to 200 feet in depth with 
actual intersection of ore giving the control. 


As much as feasable the "dome" sufface should be scraped 
free of over burden with th bulldozer. It is two to three feet 
thick. Suffaoe prospecting is practical as uranium carried in 
solution will be precipitated near the surface by evaporation. 


CONCLUSION
The writer is very favorably impressed by this property. 


The pronounced structure,, the extensive alteration the hi.':h grsde 
of the ore, and the extent of mineralization are all encouraging. 


With a program similiar to that above sufficient knowledge 
should, be gained to intelligently plan the min.ng operation.

The claim Is on the southwestern flànlc' of Sugarloaf Mountain, a ]iD,000-foot 
peak in the, central San Bernardino Mountains. 


Uranium occurs in small, erratically distributed'pods along a fault 
and the contact between gneiss and a lamprophyre dike.

The applicant requested assistance in exploring fault and 
contact zones in a one-claim property. 


Bui1dozr work done by the applicant opened the zone for a 
length of about 150 feet and. the zone was tested by 3 diamond drill 
holes.


The stripping revealed an altered lamprophyre dike cutting 
granite and gneiss the latter laced. with quartz and pegrnatite. In the 
contact of the dike are small localizations of uranium. minerals, and 
in the course of the work about 20 tons of o.6.-o.7% U 08 material was 
recovered. About 8,000 tons of waste material was handled. Only one 
small pod. of ore was seen by the examiners. 


In - view of the general dirth of ore minerals as shown by the 
work already done and. as there is no geologic reason, in the opinion of 
the exmfners, to expect an increase in the size and frequency of the 
ore bodies with depth, the exininers and the Field Team recommend. that 
the application be denied.
